Thanksgiving is just what its
name says it is - or is it?

A home management author-
ity viewed resources in Texas
homes and asked families to
share her findings by taking a
hard look at their own homes -a
“Thanksgiving inventory.”

Lynn Bourland, home man-
agement specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, Texas A&M University,
took issue with today’s *“‘gloom-
makers’' and directed more
attention to five resources.

“Thanksgiving is a time when
families pause a few hours in
their busy lives to offer thanks
for their many blessings.

‘“As you offer thanks this year,
consider all the resources you
have been granted - human
resources, material posses-
sions, space, time and natural
resources.”

Human Resources - ‘The
greatest resource your family
has is each family member and
his or her potential.

“Recall the many times each
family member has given of
himself to help the family reach
its goals. What have the

Room Accessories May Be Functional & Decorative

A room without accessories is
like a book page without capital
letters and punctuation
uninteresting and somewhat
confusing.

Housing and Home Furn-
ishings Specialist Patricia A.
Bradshaw of the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, Texas
A&M University, classified
accessories into two categories
- functional and decorative.

“The functional group might
include ashtrays, clocks and
lamps,”’ she explained. “But in

order to be functional, the item
must be useful.

“This means that the lamps
should provide adequate light
where it's needed, and clocks
should keep good time and have
easy-to-read faces.

“Inall cases, line, shape, color
and texture of the accessory
should harmonize with the spirit
of the room,” Miss Bradshaw
continued.

Examples of the nonfunction-
al or purely decorative group
are pictures, sculptures, mir-

rors, flower arrangements and
bric-a-brac.

“When selecting these acces-
sories, care should be taken to
choose those reflecting person-
ality and interests of the owners.
Otherwise, the effect can appear
false, forced and perhaps

“contrived,

“Use accessories in keeping
with the use and mood of the
room. For example, choose
accessories that display well as
a group -- rather than a
conglomeration of objects
placed here and there.

Tambar is a six-rowed,
rough-awned barley with leaves
that are wider and more upright
and twisted than those of
Cordova.

The new variety produced the
highest average yield of all
varieties grown in Central and
North Texas tests from 1965 to
1971. It was particularly out-
standing in the Rolling and High
Plains areas.

Under irrigation near Bush-
land, Tambar averaged 103.9
bushels, compared to 88.2
bushels for Will, the best

Tambar appears to equal
Cordova in early fall and winter
forage but may produce less
forage in the spring.

A late maturing variety, 401
heads about the same time as
Rogers and Will, and approxi-
mately five days later than
Cordova. Straw is large and
fairly stiff. It lodges more than
Cordova but less than Will and
Rogers under normal growing
conditions. Winter survival tests
at Bushland indicate that 401 is
less winter-hardy than Will but
equal to Cordova.

Jim Noyes, Principal of
Bovina Junior High School, has
been named to direct the
activities of the 1973 Spelling
Bee for Parmer County, ac-
cording to an Amarillo Globe-
News release.

The 1973 Regional Bee -- the
Silver Anniversary Bee - co-
sponsored by the Amarillo
Globe-News and West Texas
State University -~ will climax
in Amarillo on April 28, 1973,
with the naming of the Golden
Spread Champion.

More than 11,000 students in
the eighth and lower grades
are expected to participate,
and the area includes 46
counties in the Panhandle.
There are 26 Texas counties, 10
in Oklahoma, four in New
Mexico and three in Kansas.

The rules of the National
Spelling Bee stipulate that any
boy or girl who has not
reached his 16th birthday or
passed beyond the eighth
grade by June 1, 1973, is
eligible to enter.

Each county director has
complete control over the
respective county and may
conduct the contests as a
verbal ‘“‘battle of the words,”
or it may be by a written test.
However, the regional bee in
Amarillo will be conducted
verbally.

'Russian Roulefte” Is Feeding Molded Feed

Have you ever heard of

. “‘Mycotoxicosis Russian Roul-

ette? You may not have, but

chances are you're playing that

deadly game if you feed molded
feeds to your pigs.

According to Dr. Gene Cope,
extension veterinarian, Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Amarillo, mycotoxicosis is a
two-dollar word which means
“‘poisoning of the host following

~ entrance into the body of one or
more toxicants produced by a
mold."" While the condition has
been recognized for years,
serious research was not
initiated until the last decade.

The problem is complex, says
Dr. Cope, because the pro-
duction of toxin is influenced by
many factors:

1. The strain of fungus; not all
fungus produces toxin.

2. The temperature at which it
grows; the best environment for

toxin production seems to be a
period of moderately warm
weather followed by a period of
cool weather and a fairly high
moisture content.

3 The length of time it grows.

4. Other bacterial growth
associated with it,

5. The species of animal to
which it is fed; this may be even
more specific, with toxicity
varying with sex and age.

RESULTS OF MOLDED
FEED POISIONING

Research indicates that ani-
mals which eat feeds contam-
inated by mycotoxins suffer
from a variety of debilitating
and lethal conditions such as
hemorrhaging, anemia, cancer,
poor growth rate, poor feed
conversion and others.

Some molds produce a toxin
whichelictssimilar responses in
sows as the hormone extrogen,
points out Dr. Cope. In sows this

response to the toxin may be one
of swollen mammary glands and
prolapse or reproductive or-
gans,

“Apparently, mycotoxins af-
fect the reproductive system in
varied ways, from completely
stopping milk production,
marked decrease in the vitality
of new born pigs, numerous
stillbirths and lowered ovulation
rates to normal pregnancy and
lactation. These varible results
may be related to the amount of
mycotoxin consumed."”

Many abortions are reported
in swine with no evidence of
virus of bacterial infection, Dr.
Cope cautions, It is possible that
mycotoxins may play a roll in
some of these undiagonised
cases.

The best way to keep from
playing ‘‘Mycotoxicosis Rus-
sian Roulette’” is to avoid
feeding molded feeds.

Federal Funds - -
To Help Texas 4-H
Program Expand

COLLEGE STATION -- With
the help of federal funds
recently appropriated by Con-
gress, the Texas 4-H program is
expected to make new inroads
for reaching more of the state’s
two-and-a-half million eligible
youth.

Texas will receive some
$276,000 for expanding its 4-H
program. “‘Our goal is to boost
4-H enrollments in Texas during
the 1970’s to 10 percent of the
eligible boys and girls, those
between the ages of 9 and 19,"”
points out Dr. Don Stormer,
state 4-H and youth leader for
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. The Extension
Service is the parent organ-
ization of 4-H.

“Such an increase would
mean a doubling of our present
enrollment of 125,000 mem-
bers,” notes Stormer.

Expansion efforts will initially
concern the addition of new staff
members to give added impetus
and direction to 4-H activities.
At present the state has three
area 4-H and youth specialists
located in various regions. This
area staff will be increased so
that a 4-H specialist will be
located in each major area and

svr\w: either one or two Ex-
tension districts. There are
13 districts in the state.

To provide for additional
leadership at the county level,
4-H program asSistants will be
added to the county Extension
staff in 46 counties, according to
Stormer.

“We need to improve the
viability of our program and
expand our overall efforts to
reach more of the state’s
youngsters. Our youth today
must cope with many problems
and pressures, and we have a
responsibility to provide them
with information and guidance
sothat they will be better able to
make intelligent decisions.

“We must especially offer
more programs dealing with the
social and physical sciences and
with the humanities,” says
Stormer. ‘‘4-H today has
something to offer to every
youngster who is inquisitive,
whois interested indoing things,
and who wants challenges.
Whether living on the farm or in
the city, boys and girls can join
4-H and can select projects and
activities that are of particular
interest to them.
