Probably you are familiar with |

the irresistible urge that comes
upon a person when the telephone

happens to ring and he is in thei
bathtub, eating dinner, or engaged

In some other activity that
ghouldn’t be interrupted.

It usually is more than a person
can bear to sit and let the
telephone ring, going unanswer-
ed. ““Who knows—it might be
something important’” is what
we always say to ourselves as
we drop everything fo answer
" the call.

Of course, it never is important.
Or at least as important as we
feared it might be. This is a very
common ailment of modern man
that might well be called ‘““answer-
phobia.” It simply cannot be re-
sisted.

The good wife has another af-
fliction even worse, however,
and there doesn’t appear to be
much hope for a cure. Her
trouble could be described as
""openphobia,’” a disease that in-
fects her whenever a mail train
runs.

As many businesses do (and
newspapers in particular) we re-
ceive dozens of pieces of mail daily
which are good for nothing except
carrying out in the next day’s
trash. Since we have learned to
recognize the contents, or at least
_ the worthiness of the contents, by
examining the outside of the en-
velope, and because the pressures
of our business cause us always to
be in a hurry, we often hastily
drop a half dozen mailings into
the wastebasket at one time—un-
opened.

That is one accomplishment
that Jeanne has never mastered,
however. The urge to rip open
and inspect every piece of mail,
no matter how worthless may be
its contents, is too much for her
constitution.

When she gets behind in her work
she may allow the mail to pile up
three or four feet high (and this
is no exaggeration, really) in a
corner of the living room, but soon-
er or later she will find a week-
end and catch up on rcading it all.

Even the newspapers, of which
we receive over 50 each week,
are scrupulously scored, page-
by-page.

We noﬂcad i ttory in Sunday’s
Clovis paper indicating that a
final decision on the site is at
hand, and that funds already
have been earmarked from state
and federal channels for this pro-
ject.

Hop Graham, originator of this
column and publisher of The Trib-
une for many years, worked hard
on this idea ' continuously from
about 1943 until 1952 when illness
forced him from his newspaper
activity.

‘Back then, when irrigation was
just getting started, and so little
was known about our under-
ground reservoirs, he foresaw
the value of retaining rainfall
on the surface as one means of
aiding the recharge of our under-
ground water sands.

And he advocated retention dams
for such purposes—in addition to
the rather obvious benefits of rec-
reation—even though it was then
commonly held that our under-
ground water was ‘inexhaustible,”
‘“‘comes from a mountain stream,”’
or some other theory that we would
all like to believe, but somehow
can’t support with statistics.

Thinking on our water re-
sources has undergone a great
change in just the last two years.
There are two major reasons for
this:

1—The rapid drop in water tabie
in southern and eastern parts of
the High Plains, giving every indi-
cation that the water supply is
coming from storage only.

2—The establishment of the
High Plains Underground Water
Conservation District, which has
taken an inventory of our resourc-
es and published, or caused to be
published, much material of an
educational nature.

We like to go fishing as well as
anybody, although we ure unfor-
tunate enough to have one of those
jobs that ties us down practically
365 days a year. So we look for-
ward to the recreational benefits
that should accrue from the com-
pletion of this dam.

But we anticipate just as keen-
ly the story of underground water
recharge which such a structure
may bring into focus. This dam
probably will be built about three
or four miles west of the Texas-
New Mexico line, and there are
enough irrigation wells in a south-
eastern direction from its pro-
posed site to provide some in-
feresting statistics in future years
if observations are properly con-
ducted.

Interest in sesame seed produc-
tion is on the increase in Parmer
County, according to Robert Park-
er of the Texas Sesame Seed Grow-
ers Association at Paris.

Last year, farmers, of the
county flocked to plant the “‘new”’
crop, and resulted in Parmer
County producing one-fourth of
the entire sesame seed output in:
Texas for 1955.

The price of sesame averaged
about 10 cents a pound, which
means that the 1,000,000 pounds of
seed produced here grossed farm-
ers about $100,000.

Reports from farmers after the
harvest was completed indicated
widely varying results with the
oilseed crop. Some farmers push-
ed production up ner 1200 pounds
per acre, but others were dis-
couraged with yields of as low as
400 pounds on irrigated land.

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THE TRIBUNE'S EDITORIAL COMMENT

Even With Texas Tech
Lubbock Needs An Education

The fact that in Lubbock is located one of the
Southwest’s major educational institutions apparent-
%y does not mean that its city developers are
smdowed with too great an understanding of ground
water resources and their behavior in the High
Plains.

Some purportedly ‘‘authentic information’ cir-
calated by an area newspaper recently gave rise
%o the theory that in reality, residents of the western
mrigated High Plains have nothing to be unduly
concerned about over Lubbock's announced inten-
tion to build a 48-inch line to the sandhills of
Bailey County (just south of Parmer County) and
pump 40,000,000 gallons of water a day to that
ambitious commupnity.

For the most part, or so goes the theory, Lub-
#ock will only be using water that is now consumed
and transpired by salt grass which grows in pro-
fosion in the sandhills. Lowering the water table to
a level below the root zones of these plants will
mean that water otherwise lost to this vegetation
wrill become available for human consumption. .

The author of this unusual hypothesis, who
dkely calls Lubbock his home town, probably has
=0 idea how much water 40,000,000 gallons per day
&8, and how much salt grass such a quantity of
water would support. It also appears that he has
failed to consider that the plants of which he speaks
#ake up most of their water as it falls on the
surface from the skies and percolates to the water
fable a few feet below. That is to say, lowering the
#able will not mean the end of the grass or the
establishment of any new water reserve of any con-
sequence.

_ It also is suggested that little or no interference
im wells of the irrigated areas out of the sandhills
should be expected from this heavy pumping. As
#% fully shown in every geological or hydrological
seport ever published by the Texas Board of Water
Engineers or our own High Plains District au-
#horities, all irrigated areas on the High Plains are
drawing from sands which are of the same origin
—the Ogallalas. Their relationship from area to area
s closely knitted to such an extent that prolonged
pumping from any one area of say, a few miles
sguare, will adversely affect the supply available
#rom all surrounding areas.

That for all practical purposes our irrigation

water is coming from storage, and is not replenish-

dble except through surface rainfall or artificial
smeans, is now proved to the satisfaction of all who
Rave ever given thoughful study to the published
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facts. Lubbock ought to realize this well, since
near that city are located some farms that are dry-
ing up because of the depletion of underground water
resources.

Hydrologists advise us (Bill Broadhurst, for
one), that such permeable areas as the sandhills to
the south serve an all-important purpose in providing
recharge through quick access of our Ogallala for-
mation for rainfall.

The areas which are benfited from such re-
charge can scarcely allow such fabrications as the
‘“salt grass theory’ to lull the public into thinking
that there is nothing ominous about Lubbock’s
intentions.

No doubt Lubbock will be able to prove to the
courts’ satisfaction that they have priority over
agricultural users, but we ought to at least point out
that they are taking water from us to use for their
own interests. Water is the foremost natural resource
of this part of the Southwest, and cities and farms
alike must be educated to a proper understanding
of its utilization.

When
cut with a binder, it is threshed
in a grain separator, except that
poultrymen prefer to feed it un-
threshed, especially to turkeys, as
the seed shells out readily.

Since the leaves and stems are
still green when the grain is har-
vested, the straw makes satis-
factory hay for forage, or may be
used as ensilage.

FEEDING—For feed to livestock
other than poultry, the grain is
usually ground. Proso is in most
mixtures of bird seed. It is eaten
readily by all kinds of livestock,

Lubbock Eyes Plains

Sandhills for Future
Water Supply Needs

By W. H. Graham Jr.

Pointing up the over-all defi-
ciency of convenient water supply
resources for all of the Southwest,
some developments are now tak-
ing shape which may set the stage
for a pattern which will be followed
by growing High Plains cities fot
years to come.

The problem with which this
article has to do revolves around
the need for a rapidly increasing
supply of fresh water for municipal
needs. Cities such as Lubbock and
Amarillo are among some of the

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fastest growing in the nation, and
within the coming years, their
needs for more water will become
increasingly acute.

In addition to the average city
resident’s needs for drinking and
bathing water, the rising standard

water skyrocketed, drilling of more
and more wells and longer and
longer pumping hours for city
pumps resulted in the inevitable—
lowering the water table.

Wells weakened progressively,
and it finally became apparent
that supplies would have to be
brought into the cities from else-
where. About the only two practi-
cal means of securing additional
water for the cities of the Plains
are (1) Development of under-
ground storage in outlying areas,
and (2) development of the few
streams and rivers available for
surface storage use.

* * * *

The most expedient of these two,
because it requires less investment

of living is bringing on new ways|and can be quickly, and usually

to use more and more water.

City dwellers want more lawns
and more parks. They want their
cars washed cleaner. They are us-
ing more and more water for air
conditioning. Automatic home ap-
pliances are calling for greater
supplies of water.

These and hundreds of other
“modern’’ needs are pushing the
few cupfuls each day needed for
drinking and bathing water into
insignificance.

Economists foresee no levelling
off of population trends or water
usage trends in the next decade
at least, so it is plain to see that
the cities have a grave problem.

With only a few streams and
rivers of dependable flow avail-
able for damming up and develop-
ment as surface storage reserves,
cities have had little choice but
to take their needs from the
ground—deep wells.

Ten or fifteen years ago water
problems for cities the size of Lub-
bock or Amarillo were not of the
immediate kind. True, some peo-
ple could see far enough ahead to
predict the time when something
would have to be done, but most
city leaders took the position of
“We’ll cross that bridge when we
get to it.”

They had other problems more
pressing than water, so they post-
poned action on this worry until re-

! cent years.

| easily done, is the first alterna-
tive.

Lubbock, which sits on the south-
eastern edge of the great High
Plains irrigation district, soon dis-
covered that its own water supply
was altogether insufficient for im-

|
|

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| mediate and future needs.

The thickness of the water-bear-
g sands is generally less toward
he edges of the irrigation area
han toward the center of it. Con-
:cquently, Lubbock had less water
o start with.

Amarillo, which was in about
the same location with respect to
the northeastern edge, had an “ace
in the hole” in the water-bearing
formations north of the Canadian
River, which, although lying at a
greater depth and requiring more
investment for development than
most of the sands of the southern
High Plains area, were practical
fields for municipal use.

Lubbock built water lines to the
northeast and developed fields in
the Shallowater area, but now—
as most everybody realizes—is in-
tent on pushing farther into the
heart of the ‘“‘strong water” part
of the Plains.

The great deposits which lie
underneath a belt of sandhills run-
ning generally east-west from a
point south of Melrose, N. M., to a
point south of Olton, naturally were
eyed by the city.

These sandhills, which are most-
ly undeveloped for farming because
of the extremely loose soil, are at
present mostly used for ranching
purposes. At most points in the
sandhills, water is available at very
shallow depths, and because of the
great porosity of the soil, large-
capacity wells can easily be de-
veloped.

Then, too, the sandhills are the
only area of the Plains, believe
hydrologists, where recharge from
rainfall is appreciable. Knowing

these facts, Lubbock obtained water | toward solving the :
rights to 50,000 acres of land south municipal water on the High

of Texico-Farwell and west of
Muleshoe in these sandhills, and
now announces its intentions of de-
veloping it.

Extension of the pipeline from
Shallowater is being sought along
Highways 70-84, and from Mule-
shoe, the line will angle into the
hills along a farm-to-market road.
Water will flow to Lubbock by
gravity, reports indicate.

Fearing the effect of this de-
velopment, which would prob-
ably claim 40,000,000 gallons of
water per day, 365 days a year,
worried farmers and business-
men in the western High Plains
met in Muleshoe last month and

organized the Bi-State Water
Conservation Association.

They are now waging a
“delaying action” against|
the South Plains city.|
Leaders of the movement hope to
get enough stumblinz blocks in
front of Lubbock’s plans to post-
pone development of the sites on
the western High Plains several
years.

In the meantime, a very .impor-
tant development is taking place,
and that is the building of a dam
on the Canadian River to the north.
Voters from Lubbock and several)]
other South Plains cities approved
the bonds necessary for the financ-
ing of such a project only two
weeks ago.

Naturally, the building of a dam
and the installation of pipelines
and pumping stations from the
site will take time, but eventually,
it is hoped that the storage on the
Canadian River will go a long way
problem of

Lubbock is not the only city, by
any means, that is looking for fu-
ture reserves of water. Littlefield,
only 52 miles away from Farwell,
last summer was hard pressed to
supply needs from its failing wells.

Fields were bought in the same
belt of sandhills that Lubbock will
use, only the Littlefield deposits are
north of that city. Also planning to
tap the sandhills is Portales, over
in New Mexico, which finds the
table under the city dropping at
an alarming rate.

What the future holds only time
will tell, but it is evident that prop-
er conservation of water supplies

| by the three big users—agriculture,

municipalities and industry—should
be a foremost consideration.

After every means has been
taken to assure proper conservation
methods, then exploitation of our
resources, which truly are great,
can be sensibly undertaken.

Our underground sands, or ‘“‘ac-
quifier'” as hydrologists refer to it,
is almost without peer for holding
water. In truth, the ¥'igh Plains are
sitting atop a gigantic ‘‘sponge”

that is now practically full of
water, but which in time will be
pumped dry.

Practical ways of getting water
back into this acquifier is one
field of- study that as yet needs
much more exploration.

Soil Specialist
Talks Fertilizer

Dr. W. O. Trogoon, soil spe-
cialist with Mathieson fertilizers,
talked to interested farmers of the
area Tuesday night, March 13, in
the Bovina American Legion Hall
about fertilizers.

The program was arranged by
Troy Fuller, manager of Bovina
Farm Chemicals.

Dr. Trogoon stressed that the
primary reason for using fertilizer
was ‘“to make money."

“It takes more water than any
other one thing to raise a plant,”” he
said.

“What kind of fertilizer to use
depends on what kind of crop you
plan to grow. Nitrogen makes
plants grow bigger and faster and
have a darker color, while phos-
phorous stimulates early root de-
velopment and is necessary for
reproduction. Usually you can
judge by last year’s crop what
kind of fertilizer the soil needs.”

He illustrated his point by saying,
“If you had a big stalk and little
production the year before, chances

i | are you need phosphorous. If you
