These two pictures give a good idea of the seemingly inverted order of farming tak-
ing place in the Parmer County darea during this time of year. Above is a mechani-
cal cotton stripper in action on the Arlin Hartzog place east of town, symbolizing fall
harvesting operations. At the right is portrayed the exact opposite in the crop cycle:
young wheat getting its first watering. The second picture was taken within one
mile of the harvesting scene. County Agent Joe Jones says the two men operating
the Hartzog machinery are setting a good example in mechanical boll pulling. They
are making use of a blower which separates unmatured bolls from lint cotton, and
they are being careful not to “tromp” the cotton in the trailer. The young bolls,
sometimes called “chestnuts’”, are scooped out after they, being heavier than the
cotton, collect in the front part of the trailer after being blown into the air coming

out of the stripping machine. :

For generations, perhaps even |
back to the time of the American |

A revolution has come to
farming operations over the past
few years, however, that has
vastly changed this outlook, and
nowhere is the change more evi-

dent than on the High Plains.

Steady development of an agri-
cultural economy relying more
and more heavily upon irrigation
rather than the fortunes of
Mother Nature has pushed farm-
ing operations closer and closer
together in the Plains, until it
has reached the point that they
completely overlap in some
crops.

Consider, for example, the pres-

Farmers Guessing
Cotfon Allofment
For Next Year

Farmers interested in knowing
what the county’s cotton acreage
allotment will be for 1955 have
been having some lively discus-
sions across the fence rows and
on the street corners during the
past few weeks.

Only a smattering of what may
be in store for the Parmer County
cotton grower next year has been
made available to the public, but
there's guessing a-plenty as to
what the figure will be.

Several known factors are be-
ing used as the basis for predic-
tion on the forthcoming allot-

ment. Nation-wide the allotment
has been announced at 18,113,208
acres, or a blanket cut-back of
about 15 percent.

In Texas, the 1954 allotment
was 8,719,178 acres, and the 1955
allowable is 7,612,779 acres—or
a cut of about 12 percent,

For 1955, the county allotments
will be based on a ‘“history’” ex-
tending over five years of produc-
tion. For Parmer County, those
include approximately 4,950 acres
in 1948, 3,500 acres in 1950, 31,400
acres in 1951, 80,000 acres in 1952,
and 97,000 acres in 1953.

The average of those years in
Parmer County would be 43,520
acres. By reducing this figure by
12 percent (which is the ‘cut be-:

James A, Lands of Austin has

Mental Care

An 1l1-point improvement pro-

Improvements, in general, will
follow recommendations made to
the board by the Texas Research
League.

In its report, the League listed
5,865 mentally retarded persons as
presently in need of state facili-
ties—over half of whom are not in
these special schools.

Also recommended by the League
was a 5,000 bed increase over
the present 3,000 bed system.

Housing Act Aids Building

Passage of the 1954 Housing Act
has resulted in a flood of new ap-
plications for loans and has thrown
the Southwest Texas FHA office
four weeks- behind in its work.

In speaking of Austin realtors,
Director C. T. Macleod of the
FHA’s San Antonio headquarters,
stated that he hoped the jam could
be cleared by January 1.

More than 1,000 applications,
seeking new or additional construc-
tion, have poured in, he said. The
law permits maximum loans rang-
ing from $20,000 to $25,000 for
home construction.

New Insurance Ruling

Policy holders of the new defunct
Texas Mutual Insurance Company
of Beaumont will not be responsible
for paying company debts, the
State Supreme Court has ruled.

Upholding of an identical but ear-
lier decision by the Court ended
attempts by the state to obtain an
assessment on company policy-
holders.

Income Tax Forms

Federal Income Tax forms for
taxpayers in the Internal Revenue
Service’s southwest region office
will be easier to read and decipher
this year.

Form 1040A, formerly of one-
sheet size, is now back-check size.
Other forms will have color added
as does the instruction booklet,
printed in eye-pleasing tints.

From the Parmer County

SCD

With grain sorghum crops har-
vested and with the windy season
approaching, farmers should give
some thought to the protection of
the(:lir farm lands from wind haz
ards.

Soil that blows not only robs a
farm of productivity, but piles up
on the neighbor’s farm, causing
him trouble that is not necessary.

If each farmer could see fit to
protect his land by leaving on the
ground all crop residue, wind ero-
sion would be practically eliminat-
ed. This is stubble mulching.

Still other benefits can be
brought about by proper stubble
mulching farm land. First, water
infiltration will be greatly increas-
ed with addition of large amounts
of crop residue to the top soil.
Thus, we can use more of our
rain instead of letting it run off
into lakes.

As crop residue which has been
used as protection against wind
and water erosion decays, it adds
fertility to the soil to keep produc-
tion at a high level.

In this area of high spring winds,
probably the most effective way to
|take care of crop residue so that
it will afford the most protection
is to leave the stalks standing a
foot or more tall.

This will break the wind action
near the ground, and eliminate
the movement of soil.

The cruise is the second for the
former Atlantic Fleet ship since
the end of Korean hostilities.

Radar To Assist
With Traffic

A new ‘‘sign of life” will appear
on many of the highways of Texas
this month. It's a new highway
traffic sign and, like most of the
others which are familiar road-
side markers to motorists, it is de-
signed to prevent costly motor
vehicle accidents and save human
lives.

These new signs will read
“SPEED LIMITS RADAR EN-
FORCED" and the Texas }hghway
Department has slated their early
construction in order that they will

be in pla¢e by mid-November when

operation of Radar equipped pa-
trol cars on the principal traffic
arteries throughout the State.

Texas will thus join 31 other
states and 50 cities which are cur-
rently employing Radar as a de-
vice for lowering the traffic ac-
cident rate due to’ excessive speed.

During the past several months
the Texas Department of Public
Safety has conducted an education-
al demonstration program of the
Radar units in each of the 16 Texas
Highway Patrol Districts within
the State. Colonel Homer Garrison,
Jr., Director of the DPS, says that
these demonstrations have been
staged for the benefit of members
of the press, radio and TV as well
as for public officials; including
judges and prosecutors, in order to
acquaint them with the operation
and the accuracy of the devices.

“We know of no instance,” said
Garrison, ‘‘in which those who have
witnessed these demonstrations
have failed to acknowledge the ac-
curacy and the fairness of this
method of coping with fast driv-
ers.”

The public Safety Director also
pointed out that speed continues
to be the principal contributing
factor in the State’s fatal traffic
accident picture. He emphasized
that Radar is no ‘“‘cure-all” for
the traffic prohlem and, in no way,
replaces manpower in the enforce-
ment of the speed laws.

“Rather,” Garrison added, ‘‘we
consider it only as anether tool to
be utilized in protecting the public
against the consequences of the
acts of the thoughtless, the careless
and the indifferent drivers who
constitute a menace to the public
safety by driving too fast for condi-

“SPEED LIMITS RADAR EN-
FORCED" signs will be erected im-
mediately outside the city limits
of towns on the approach to stretch-
es of highway where the mobile
Radar units will be employed and
just inside the state lines on those
roadways where they will be in
use. Additional signs will be placed,
also, between the cities where it is
deemed necessary to inform the
public of the enforcement pro-
cedure being employed.

That is, instead of
their being times of work and times
of inactivity, there now is a steady
schedule of dozens of different
operations that put a job right
in the middle of almost any week
in the calendar year that you
might choose.

Take a look at the grain sor-
ghum producer. After cultivating
and watering all summer, he has ‘
completed his harvest. But things
are only beginning. [
He likely will mount his tractor,

drive right back into his fields, and

available to the growing plant next
year when needed.

Usually, 40 to 50 pounds of ni-
trogen per acre are applied. This
is equivalent to 200 pounds of am-
monium sulphate, or 50 to 60
pounds of anhydrous ammonia, ex-

140 to 60 pounds of superphosphate.

That would make the total cost
of fertilizing run around $10 to $12
per acre.

Ann’s sinus trouble
has caused her to be absent from
the laundry quite a bit these past
two years, but she is all ready to
take over when Fred has a stag
hunting or fishing trip planned for
fellow Texans.
