County Gets Deluge
of Rain Durmg Week

Most of Parmer and ad]ommg
counties has received deluges of
rain during the past week, reports
here indicate, with only scattering
showers falling in some sections.

- In addition to the heavy rainfall

recorded in some sections, a heavy
hail, south of Lariat, Sunday night,
laid waste to several hundred
acres of good crops.

A wide scope of ccuntry east,
south and southwest of here seems
to have been hit heaviest by the
rainfalls, with estimates of three
inches being made on the down-
pour. Very little*rain fell in Far-
well, with .15 of an inch being re-
corded on Sunday and Monday
nights.

Estimates say that at least 5000
acres of crops were badly damaged
by the hail in the territory lying
south and west of Lariat, with the
-heaviest losses being sustained by
sess Stanchel and E. U. Billings
ley. Stanchel is reported to have
lost at least 30U acres of feed and
cotton with the damage being less
cevere to Billingsley. Other farmers

footing.

“Every activty of the Farm Secu-
rity program will be considered on
the basis of its contribution to the
nation’s war needs,” he said “This
means that food preduction comes
[irst and that we will do nothing
which does not contribute directly
10 the Food for Freedom program "

Of special interest to Parmer
County farmers was Mr. Fine's an-
nouncement that loan funds are im-
mediately available for food ani
feed preservation needs this fall
and for food and feed preduction
operations next spring.

“Farin Security,” said Mr. Fine,
“has the responsibility for giving
the needy, low income farmer a
chance to participate effectively in
the nation’s war effort. With our
help he can make a valuable con-
tribution to America's rood produc-
tion program. Without our help, his
strength and power will be wasted.

“We have instructions,” he con-
tinued, “to begin making loans im-
mediately and to dig down deeper
than ever before in order to help
the greatest number of farm fami-
lies.

“With the prospect of serious
shortages in certain feeds, the na-
t.on must depend upon the small
farm operators to utilize their full
labor and skills if the United States
and the other United Nations are to
rall through
victory.”

are justified to report the same to
the Federal Bureau of Investiga-
tion, and

“Where there 1s no evidence or
facts to justify such rumors or gos-
sip to use the council’s best efforts

protect individuals and institu-
tions from the effects of such ru-
mor and gossip.

“The council has made a careful
investigation of malicious rumor
and gossip that has been spreading
over this section for several days in
connection with Dr. J. T. Krueger.
Law enforcement officers, both fed-
eral and local, have been conferred
with and all are emphatic in their
statements that all of the stories re-
ported to them are absolutely un-
true.

“Stories that Dr. Krueger had
been arrested—stories that govern-
ment agents had found a short wave
radio set in his possesion and con-
fiscated same—stories that he had
sold photographs and plans of the
jtwo air schools at Lubbock—and
?many others—are branded by law
enforcement officers with the short
iand ugly word ‘lies’.

Wheat Acreage Diversion to
War Crops

Diversicn of wheat acreage to the
production of warcroos will not
affect AAA wheat payients or al-
lotments in future yecarvs.

Coupled with tius announcement
f.om the Texas AAA office was a
renowed plea for the diversion of
war crops of acreage mnormally
planted to wheat i thosz areas
where other cropd can be grown.

(seorge Slaughter, state AAA
committee chuirman, declares that
farmers who underplart their 1943
v heal ailotments i1z oraer to 1n-
crease acreages of crops which are
vitally needed in the war will not
suffer deductions from AAA wheil
payments for 1943, nor will their
wheat acreage allotments e reduc-
ed in future years because of su:h
diversions.

“Present supplies of whecat are
more than sufficient for coincstic
needs for the rnext two - yeass,”
Slaughter ponted out, “whereas the
neced for certain other commodi-
.ties, as soybeans, flaxseed, peanuts
tor oil and certain feed crops, is
likely to be even greater in 1943
than this vear. Every wheat farme=
whno can divert some wheat acreage
t> this emergency war crops will
be making a substantial contribu
tion to the war effort.”

At the same time, Slaughter re-
minded that if no wheat whasoever
v7as seeded on a farm for three con-
secutive years, the farm would be
cligible ornly for a new farm allot-
ment under the provisions of the
Agricultural Adjustment Act of
1938.

Attention Ranchers

The records in the AAA office
indi=ate that a very small percent-
age of the range building allowance
is being earned in Parmer County.
This. however, may be due to the
“ailure of ranchmen in reporting
practices carried out. Ranchmen de-
siring to carry out practices under
the Range Conservation Program
should notify the AAA office, ot
Harold Carpenter, county range in-
spector, who will be glad to assist
them. Also these practices must be
' reported to the office upon com-
p.etion in order that they may be
checked and approved for payment
prior to November 30th.

Cottonseed Price Support

Texas cotton growers should be-
nefit materially from the recently-
announced U. S Department of Ag-
riculture program to support the
price of cottonseed, B. F. Vance,
state USDA War Board chairman,

= i

tdeclared this week.

Jnder the new program, Commo-
ditv Credit Corporation, through
contracts with crushers, will supporr
tl e price of cottonseed to growers
and provide for the orderly move-
n:ent of the crop so as to obtain
maximum production of oil and
linters needed in the war.

Under terms of the contract, the
minimum price to be paid by pro-
cessors for coltonseed in Texas is
$49 for basis grade seed at the gin.
Basis grade is 100.

USDA officiais estimate that on
the basis of these support prices,
taking into consideration average

quality premiums and discounts and
average ginners' margin of not more
than $3 per ton, prices to growers
will average approximately $47.50
per ton. Prices received, of course,
will vary from time to time and by
areas according to the quality of the
seed being marketed, the prices be-
ing paid by the mills, and the gin-
ners’ marginﬂin effect at the time
cf marketing.

Under the program, the CCC also
will support prices of cottonseed
rroducts. Cottonseed oil and linters
will be supported at ceiling prices.

Falling Below on Conservation

Crop and acreage reports “which
are being submitted to the County
AAA office indicate that a large
percentage of farmers in the county
| are falling below their required
| 209% conserving crops 2nd their soil-
building allowance. This wiil not
lhelp us buy war bonds and savings
1 stamps nor will it help us to pay tne
lincreasing taxes and cost of living
!idue to our war effort, sinc2 failure
lon the part of the farmer 1o meet
reguirements will resul® in a decrea-
sed AAA paymient. May we urge
each iarmer who is encoufitering
aifficuliy in meeting these require-
rmonls to contaet their 1n:al AAA of-
fice for a possible solution of this
problem.

weeks but for just so long as there
is any scrap metal, scrap rubber or
any other scrap material on our
farms which can be sold and ship-
ped in to steel mills that are slow-
ing down now because of lack of
scrap metal and raw ore. :

Many of our people have not rea-
lized just how important this scrap
is in building war equipment. Ap-
proximately half of the material
used to make steel is scrap. If 1%
million tons of scrap were delivered
from the farms in America this
would make enough heavy bombs
to drop every three minute for the
next three years. Even a flatiron
will make two steel helmets for our
soldiers. One old tractor will mgke
10 37-mm tank guns. One old tire
will make 12 gas masks. These
things are important: enough to
bring that material in and get in
the channels of trade so that it can
reach our mills.

Several organizations in the coun-
ty are working on this problem. One
of these organizations is the Victory
Council. Victory leaders will contact
every farm family in the county du-
ring the next ten days. Farmers will
be urged by these leaders to round
up all the scrap which will not be
ubsolutely used and send this ma-
terial in to the junk dealers. These
dealers are located, in Friona, Bovi-
na and Texico. They will pay for
tl.e material, a price which is just

“as high as the ceiling set by the go-

vernment allows themn to pay. They
vrill move this material out just as
soon as they get enough on hand to
make a carload. If you sell your
scrap to a junk dealer it will go
to the steel mills and it will get
there just as soon as possible Non<e
of it will be held for higher prices.

This is OUR war. Let's get OUR
junk in to help fight it.

Eight basic foods were rationed
for adult British subjects even after
two years of war. The British sub-
ject at present is allowed 22 oz
meat, 2 pts. milk, 10 oz. fats, 3 oz.
cheese, 12 oz. sugar, 3% o0z. jams
and marmalades, 2 oz. tea and 1 egg
per week.
