amount of layout land which they
must have in order to draw their full
conservation payment will be 209 of
the total cultivated acreage as mea-
sured out in 1941. This earns the
crop payment of the conservation
check, In case a farmer has 10% of
his land instead of 20% out he will
draw % of his crop payments on his
conservation check. All farmers not
havipg a cotton or wheat allotment
should remember that it will be ne-
cessary that they have any layout
land whatever, since they will not
have any crop payments and their
soil-building alowance will be the
only conservation payment they will
have coming; therefore, they can
draw just as much money not having
any layout land as they could by hav-
ing the full 20%. It should be remem-

Passing to his final thought, the
speaker observed that “we must have
action; we shall die of inactivity,
ana that is true of schools, towns,
churches, as well as individuals. The
diplomas you receive will be worth-
less unless you use the knowledge it
has cost you,” he said, aading the

‘admonition to the class to “use that

that God has given you or it will de-
teriorate.”

In conclusion, he pleadea with
the class to “make God your friend
and Christ your Savior.” And, quot-
ing the Master again, he raisea the

rquestion, “What shall it profit a man

if he gain the'whole world and lose
his own soul?”

Wright Addresses Class

In the evening, Rev. W. C. Wright,
pastor of the First Baptist church,
delivered the graduating sermon to
the Farwell seniors,

Using as his text, “Ye shall know
the truth and the truth shall make
¥ou free,” Rev. Wright announced
his subject in one simple word,
*“Truth”.

Declaring that “we are all seekers
of truth” he observed that every in-
slitution of learning is aedicated to
truth, and said pointely to the class,
“these years of learning are as but
naught unless we are seekers of the
truth.”

Placing his subject under four sub-
gdivisions, the speaker outlined, (1)
truth is consistent, (2) truth is re-
volutionary, (3) truth is obligatory,
it is binding, ana (4) truth is im-
mortal,

“Men can turn away from truth,
but in so doine they destroy them-
selves . . . Right will always be right
and wrong will always be wrong,” he
observed. At this point, he took a ran
at fifth columnists ana communistic
influences that are at work in the
world.

“Truth will lead us from darkness
and freeaom,
truth brings freedom, power and
peace of miend,” he declared.

He pointed out that "Christ is the
embodiment of truth, Christ meets
all the requirements and conditions
of truth, and we aare not turn a
deaf ear to the voice of Christ”.

The speaker*rose to the heights
of his eloquence in the departing
words of his discourse, when he rais-
ea a salute to the flag of the nation
and declared, “there are not enough
dictators out of hell to take down
the Stars and Stripes if our people
will sincerely follow Christ.”

As a parting word to the class, he
leaned forward and addressea these
words directly to the seniors, “Christ
assures us of ultimate victory.”

In iictator countries, people are
“educated’” through force, while in
America they are educated by round-
table dicrussions, «iulden said and
then remarked, “This may be one of
the worst faults of demcecracy --that
the process of educating the people
until all are united in one thought Is
hoth slow and tedivus.”

Christianity remained the watch-
word in America, while under rule
in Europe, everything that is Chris-
tian has been cast aside. i

“Only one point has been in agree-
ment between these two men from
the time they came into power,”
Golden said emphatically, “and that
ijs—that one of these policies must
be destroyed.”

Golden then demanded, “Are we
going to fall before such a policy, or
are we going to do the necessary
things to win . . . make the necssary
sacrifices to endure?”
