Texico School Budget
- Slashed By Auditor

Slasfﬂng of the Texico school bud-
get for the ensuing school term by
State Budget Auditor R. H. Grissom
on Tuesday will mean the loss of
at least two teachers in the hig_p
school, Supt. L. A. Hartley announ-
ced today.

Members of the Texico school
boara met with Mr. Grissom Tues-
day, in Clovis, to work out the bud-
get for the coming year. While the
amount cut from the budget was
not made public, it was understood
to amount to several hundred dol-
lars.

Hartley said that at least

 two of the vocational courses now

being' offered in the local sechool
would not be available next year. He
did not know what courses would be
dropped. He further said “this is all
the school can lose and still retain
its high school affiliation".

Fivé teachers will be retained in
the grades. under thé present set-up.

A proposal made some weeks ago
on the part of the Farwell school
trustees to send the Texico high
schoo]l students to Farwell next year
has been declined.

A number of farmers in the coun-
ty have been very interested in cer-
tain newspaper articles which indi-
cated that volunteer wheat coula be
harvested in excess of their allot-
1'ents for the year 1942 I have just
received the fol'owine letter from E.
F. Vance, aaministrative officer in
charge, College Station, which is the
only official word I have so far re-
ceived:

“We have been advised that the
definition of acreage planted %o
wheat is being amended to permit the
Frazing of volunteer wheat grown in
€xXcess of the wheat acreage allot-
ment established for the farm, or %o
permit the harvest of such wheat for
hay, provided it is harvested before
maturity.

“We do not have detailed informa-
tion concerning this change in the
wheat regulations, but we expect to
receive such information within the

. next few days. All county associa-

tions in counties growing wheat wiil
be advised in full as to changes in
the ACP, Parity, Marketing Quota
£nd Wheat Loan regulations as soon

fact that the regulations are being
changed, in order that no producer
will plow up volunteer excess wheat
until he receives full information
concerning the change in the wheat
regulations.”

As spon as any additional informa-
tion is received, farmers will be ad-
Vised as soon as possible.

Strip Cropping

For the benefit of those farmers
who expect to carry out the strip
cropping practice on their farm for
1942, certain definitions with res-
pect to strip cropping should be tho-
roughly understood.

In order to earn the strip cropping
practice, farmers chould remember
that they should have an erosion-
rermitting crop alternating with an
erosion-resisting crop or two erosion-
resisting crops alternating with each
other, strips to be not less than 10
nor more than 200 feet wide or ap-
proximately not less than 4 rows nor
miore than 60 rows wide. An exam-
ple: 60 rows of cotton alternating
with 60 rows of grain sorghum or
sweet sorgnums will qualify for strip

Now that. we know definitely that
we must reduce sugar use, we are all
wanting new recipes and suggestions
as to how we can best get round
the situation

Briefly, I offer these pointers, Use
less sugar in tea and coffee. Do not
leave sugar in bottom of cup. If there
is sugar in the bottom of the cup,
either you are not stirring the coffee
enough or you are using too muci
sugar. Use less candy, or make sug-
arless candy at home. Sweeten des-
serts with corn syrup honey, maple
syrup- and molasses, Use no. frosting
on cakes. Use nrunes, dates, bana-
nas, canned fruits and sweet fresh

lie in a wide north-south strip thru
central Texas, with the western
plains becoming more important
yearly.

That’s a warning from Dosca Hale,
Extension Service specialist in par-
ent education and child development,
who says calm courage in adults will
save children from much fear and

“In these perilous times, one of
the greatest hazards we face is the
threat to family life,” the specialist
says. “So time spent in learning to
understand the needs of children un-
der rapidly shifting conditions is
time well invested for the protection
of our homes and the future security
of this nation.””

She points out that adults are be-
ing called on to spend more ana
more time outside the home on de-
fense jobs, and to meet this situation
children should be shown that if
they take on more home responsibili-
ties they are helping in the aefense
program. There are many other
ways in which small children may
help. For example, they can save
waste paper and help get it deli-
vered to the proper. authorities.
They can help to save light and heat
by turning off unnecessary lights
and stoves and by reminding others
to do so.

Most important of all is the feel-
ing this work gives the child—a feel-
ing that he is needed and that he,
along with all the other people about
him, is aoing his bit in the grea:
