A schedule to be carried out in 
the signing of 1944 farm plan sheets 
by operators in this county was an-
nounced on Monday by Ellis M. 
Mills, of the AAA office, following 
a meeting held by county and com-
munity committeemen on Friday, at 
Bovina. 

At that time, the committeemen 
were schooled in the manner of fill-
ing out the plan sheets, and will 
be largely responsible for work in 
their own particular areas, Mills 
said, to be assisted by the local of-
fice force. 

Signups will begin on Thursday 
and Friday of this week, with Far-
well farmers making their appear-
ance at the local AAA office. Indi-
viduals may come in to sign up at 
any time during these two days. 

"There is no reason why we 
should not raise our quota by the 
middle of March," H. Y. Overstreet, 
war fund chairman, stated here to-
day as he discussed the progress of 
the drive in this county.

Six Are Found Ready 

The rainfall seems to he general 
over this entire section, with a 
slight decrease in some localities 
and a hike in others. The Clovis re-
port gives .58 of an inch, while far-
mers in the West. Camp section, 
south of here, estimate at least a 
full inch fell there. 

The rain will be of great value to 
growing wheat and will insure an 
abundance of moisture for spring 
planting, which will get underway 
during the next few weeks. Farms rs 
all agree that Farmer County farm-
lands have the most favorable mois-
ture conditions in recent years. 

Fields that had a good cover crop, 
and retained their share of blowing 
snow during December and .Thtiu.o-y 
are reported to be in most favorable 
conditions so far as moisture is con-
cerned. During the past week such 
fields were just beginning to be dry 
enough to plow, farmers report. 

Farmers generally agree that there 
will be no waiting for moisture to 
begin their planting operations this 
spring, and the work will begin in 
full force just as soon as the ground

Generally speaking, wheat pros-
pects over Parmer County ace not 
as encouraging as most people had 
thought, in the opinion of Jack 
Dunn, wheat farmer living just 
north of town. 

Dunn said most of the wheat 
along the west side of the county 
seems to be "stunted" and has not 
developed as well as has been ex-
pected under the weather condi-
tions prevailing here the past sever-
al weeks. He gave it as his opinion 
that most fields that were planted 

The high wind of last Friday did 
some damage to wheat, he said, and 
predicted that unless fields develop 
a better coverage at an early date;  
still more damage may be expected 
during the critical period for all 
wheat on the plains country when 
the spring winds set in. 

Along the east side of the c,  unty, 
where there was sufficient moisture 
at planting time last fall, Dunn says 
he understands the wheat condi-
tions are considerably better than 
on the west side of the county, 
where th . moisture was lacking.

ISSUED OVER'Y laHTJRSDAY 

No additional new loans can be 
made to farmers by the Farm Secur-
ity Administration this fiscal year 
because funds for such purposes 
have been exhausted, W. B. Le-
Veque, FSA supervisor in Parmer 
County, announced here today. 

Congressional limitation of FSA 
funds for 1943-1944 greatly restrict-
ed the number of initial loans which 
could be made. LeVeque said. In 
accordance with national FSA poli-
cy, supplemental loan needs of far-
mers already cooperating with the 
FSA program must be taken care of 
f;rst. 

Supplemental loans are being 
made only where the supervisor is 
convinced that such additional funds 
will enable the FSA family to great-
ly increase its food production 
program.

Of course, there is a marked 
shortage of cokes, over here. But 
then there is always some good, to 
offset an evil. All we have to do 
when the dust begins to clod in our 
throats is ease down to Vino Mary's 
and knock off a bottle of cognac. Or 
you could go to the motor pool and 
drink a quart of gasoline with the 
same results. 

Well, Hop, I had meant to tell 
you all about the good things of life 
we are enjoying over here. But just 
now recembered how good my bed 
felt this A. M., so will close for now. 
Hoping you only the best. In short 
should you fall and break an arm, I 
hope it is your left, so you can still 
write me the news. What is the 
matter with your lousy paper? I 
have not gotten one for weeks.
