Consumer Division of the Office of |
Price Administration, adviseld todav.
He also urgea consumers who huave
hoarded large supplies of sugar to
“divvy up” with their friends and
neighbors.

“Rationing means ‘share and share
alike’, ” Mr. West said, “and if were
really serious about sharing the bur-
aens of this war fairly, here's a good
chance for us to begin doing it in
our communities.”

Consumers will have to certifiv the
emount of sugar they have on hand
when they register for War Ration
Book No. 1. For all sugar in excess
0oi two pounds per person, stamps
will be torn out of the ration books,

preventing further purchase of su- !
gar until the hoards are used up. |
False certification will be punishable ;
under the Unitea States Criminali
Code.

By “divvying up” sugar supplies
with friends and neighbors now, Mr.
West said, those who have stocked
up heavily can help lessen the strain
on retail stores and avoic the em-
barassment of having many stamps
removed from their ration books at
the time of registration.

He pointed out that most homes
do not have facilities for storing
large quantities of sugar and that
improper storage, especially in damp
places, will result in hardening and
caking and other spoilage which will |
mean a waste of sugar.

Under the rationing plan, sales of
sugar will be restricted to something
less than a pound of sugar per week

per person. ‘“‘Sugar rasioning will
work no hardship on anyone,” West
declared. “Many never use that

much sugar in a week, anyway. For
others, it's just a matter of wartime
duty to pull in our belts and use less
sugar than we've been accustomed.”
He suggested that every household
figure out approximately the amount
of sugar which it will be entitled to
under the plan. “Try limiting your
use of sugar to that amount. If you
find you are using more than that,
see where you can eliminate and cut
down on things like cake frostings,
home candy making, rich desserts
and heavily-sweetened beverages.
Then, when the rationing plan is in
operation you will know how to make
the best of your familyv's ration.”
