Fire Department Considered =

By far-the most-discussed propo-
sition was the matter of financial

aid to the Texico Fire Department, |

which finally resulted in a motion
beéing passed by the Club recom-
mending that the present meter as-
sessment of 10 cents be hiked to 25
cents, to be used as a maintenance
fund for the department.

Fire Chief A. C. Green and his as-
sistant, Rodney Ford, explained
that the present meter assessment
was bringing in “slightly less than
$20 per month”, which, in their
opinion, was far from meeting the
actual needs of the organization.

It was brought out in the discus-
sion that until recently the fireboys
were receiving a nice little “take”
from a public dance they had been
sponsoring at Muleshoe, but that
contract has expired and funds
from that source are no longer
coming in.

Chief Green emphasized that the
fire department was anxious to ren-
der the best service possible at all
times to the people of Texico-
Farwell and at the same time stres-
sed the need of some additional
equipment to make the department
more efficient.

“We are going to give you the
best services possible, but 1t stands
to reason that we can do better
work with more and Letter equip-
ment,” he said.

Going farther, Chief Green said
that so long as he was head of the
department there would be no slagk-
ening of effort t> render services
at all times, regardless c¢f pubiic

matic fever.

According to Dr. Cox the best
cafeguards against this disease are
to have each child and adult exam-
ined at least once a year by a phy-
sician, to have the right kinds of
food for an adequate diet, and to
have plenty of rest. When the di-
sease is suspected of being present, |
a doctor should be consulted at
once.

Woman’s’ Federation |
Condemns Ol Treaty

DALLAS—Action of the execu-

tive board of the Texas Federation

of Wemen's Clubs in  condemning
the Anglo-American petroleum trea-
ty now pending before the Senat:
for ratification, was hailed today by
Grady Vaughn, chairman of
statewide committee of oil operat-
ors opposed to ratification of the
treaty, as a concrete example that
the women of Texas are vitally con-
cerned about any treaties or agree-
menis that would throw the natur-
al resources of Texas into a world-
wide pool, dominated by foreign in-
terests. i

“When the club women of Texas!
learned of the provisions of the An-
glo-American treaty,” Vaughn said.
“they lost no time in adding their
protest to hundreds .of others
against ratification of the treaty.”

The three regional chambers of|
commerce have voiced %heir opposi—‘
tion to the treaty. The three mem- |
bers of the Texas Railroad Com- |
mission have protested 1'atiﬁcation|
of the treaty and the State Board |
of Education recently condemned |
the treaty as a direct threat to the !
school systems of the State which
derive most of their revenue from
taxation 6n oil.

Under the terms of the Anglo-
American petroleum treaty, the oil
resources of the United States could
be thrown into a worldwide pool
under the guise of world securitv
and American production of crude
oil could be regulated from foreign
capitals, Vaughn said, adding, “In
fact, the international commission
which probably would be set up to
prorate worldwide production of oil
could very well shut down every
American oil well on the claim that
our wells were endangered by the
drain of supplying the Allied armies
with oil for three years and that
they needed replenishment. In the
meantime, foreign oil, cheaply pro-
duced, could be poured into Amer-
ica, even' into the great East Texas
oil fields. And Texas economy,
which is built to a great extent on
the revenue derived from crude oil,
would be endangered and the State
would have to look elsewhere for
revenue it would lose as a result of
such arbitrary proration from over
seas.”

Seek to Destroy Johnsoa Grass
Finally, the meeting turned its atl
tention to the subject of the proper
steps to be taken to eradicate John-
son grass in PBner and Curry
counties. It was the opinion of
Chairman C. M. Eenderson that
county-wide movements looking
toward the elimination of th: grass
be launched now, with th» farmers,
county commissioners and highway

departments cooperating.

County Agent Lee McEiroy said
that as yet there has been no posi-
tive elimination method perfected
to get rid of the grass and sugges-
ed that experiments being
on now be watched before decision
was made on what process would be
vsed for elimination of the grass.

Rupert Paul, Texico farmer, gave |

it as his opinion that Johnson grass
can be eradicated by constant sum-
mer cultivation. “Never let " the
growth get more than three inches
high and you can kill it out in one
season,” Paul ' suggested, adding
that the land could be laid out
