4-H club 
work is not merely an enrollment 
of a boy with him "claiming" a calf 
or pig, on the farm and then forget-
ting about the whole job of feeding 
and caring for that animal. Real 4-
H club work is an educational work 
in which farm boys study better 
practices of farming and actually 
put those practices into operation, 
then study the result of those better 
practices to evaluate the work they 
have done. In the past many boys 
who have been enrolled in 4-H club 
work have been content to carry on 
the projects they have selected in 
the same manner with which their 
fathers and grandfathers have done 
that kind of work. I do not mean 
that such work is not beneficial. 
The manner in which their fathers 
have done this work may have been 
the best manner of doing the job. 
However, so far as 4-H club work is 
concerned, such work is a failure 
because the bpys have learned noth-
ing from 4-H club work since their 
lathers would have taught them 
their ways of doing the job even if 
they had never been in a 4-H club. 

The motto of 4-H clubs is, "To 
Make The Best Better". This is not 
just so many words. It is a principle I 
which will work and through which 
-we can achieve progress. So, this I 
year I am hoping we will have a 
large number of boys interested in 
selecting a farm project, and study-
ing new and improved practices of 
'doing that job. I am hoping they 
will combine these new and im-
nrove I methods with the old tried 
and true methods their fathers have 
used to make an outstanding job of. 
feeding their livestock and poultry 
and growing their crops. 

Therefore, if your boy is interest-
ed in 4-H club work, let him plan 
his work for the year an encour-
age him to do the job better than 
you have ever done it. Your ex-
perience plus his boyish interest

WINTER CARE OF ORCHARDS 

COLLEGE STATION—The win-
ter months, when fruit trees. are 
dormant, is the best season to pre-
pare the farm orchard for next 
year's production, • says J. F. Ros-
borough, horticulturist for the A & 
M College Extension Service. 

According to 'dietitians, two .serv-
ings of fruit daily are needed to 
maintain a person's health. Fruits 
are a free source of vitamins, and 
also supply iron and calciurh as well 
as other minerals for blood, bone 
and body processes. 

To obtain highest yields trees 
shoeld be treated now for harmful 
pests and surface disease, like bor-
ers and scale. Gummy exudations 
filled with sawdust pellets at the 
ground line of a tree is symptoma-
tic of borer damage. Rosborough re-
commends paradichloro-benzene, 
commonly called PDB, as most ef-
fective against borers when used 
from the middle of October to mid-
November. 

No soil preparation is necessary 
in administering this treatment ex-
cept to break the crust for 15 to 18 
inches around the tree and remove 
any grass or weeds. Place the PDB 
crystals in a circle about three inch-
es from the trunk. For mature trees 
one ounce is used, and for young 
trees one half an ounce is enough. 
The crystals should be covered with 
dirt immediately after being ap-
plied, and firmly packed with the 
back of a shovel to make a cone-
shaped mound. The cone should be 
torn down after six weeks and the 
remaining crystals removed. 

If only a few trees are infested, 
the simplest treatment for scale is 
a wash composed of two and one 
half tablespoons of lye in one gallon 
of water. This may be applied to the 
affected parts with an old paint 
brush. More extensive scale infesta-
tion in a large orchard may be dealt 
with by spraying during the winter 
with oil emulsion or concentrated 
lime sulphur.

COLLEGE STATION—Now that 
increased numbers of pressure cook-
ers are on the market, it's possible 
for individuals to obtain them as 
well as groups. Rationing regula-
tions recently have been relaxed in 
this respect, the War Food Adminis-
tration has notified the Texas A. & 
M. College Extension Service. 

Even though group use is not a 
prime requisite for eligibility to pur-
chase, individuals who buy new 
cookers should be patriotic enough 
to share them with their neighbors, 
suggests Mildred Horton, ExteVsion 
vice director and state agent. 

She explains that while Texas has 
received an additional allotment, 
there still aren't nearly enough to 
go around. 

Persons who need pressure cook-
ers should apply directly to their 
county farm rationing committees 
for a certificate of eligibility or 
they may ask that previously filed 
applications be reviewed under the 
new ruling. On a state level, ration-
ing of pressure cookers is handed 
by the Texas USDA War Board. 

Applicants need no longer locate 
a cooker for sale before the appli-
cation to purchas-! is aproved.

COLLEGE STATION—Contrary 
to current rumors, there is going to 
be enough soap for everybody in 
this country during the next 12 
month.

That is the 
equivalent of 16 large packages of 
soap chipsg  or flakes, or 33 bars of 
laundry soap, or about 94 cakes of 
toilet soap. 

In addition, three and one-half 
pounds of soap per person will be 
available to commercial laundries, 
institutions, and factories. Extensirm 
workers say, however, that it's still 
important not, to hoard soap and to 
use it carefully without waste.

COLLEGE STATION—Texas 4-
H Club boys are going to lend a 
hand in the educational work inci-
dent to the cattle grub control prog-
ram which will be conducted vigor-
ously under the supervision of the 
Extension Service this fall. 

According to J. W. Potts, assistant 
state agent, demonstration teams 
will be trained by county agents for 
the purpose of showing farmers and 
ranchiixen how to carry on the con-
trol work. 

Grubs, which originate with the 
heel fly, take a yearly toll of about 
$5,000,000 from Texas farmers and 
ranchtnen. But more alarming is the 
damage to hides and the amount of 
meat which the pest makes unfit for 
consumption. It is estimated that 42 
per cent, or 840,00 of the 2,000,0E 
cattle slaughtered yearly in Texas 
for meat, are "grubby". An average 
of two pounds is trimmed from each 
infested carcass, or e lough to furn-
ish the meat ration for about 4,600 
soldiers for one year. As a conse-
quence this meat is lost to the na-
tion's food stock at a time when it is 
most urgently needed and cannot b2 
replaced. This loss is exclusive to 
the reduction in milk production
