must be kept for later use by the
OPA, Chairman John. Armstrong of

Meats are to be listed separately by
pounds for beef, pork, veal, lamb and
mutton; sausage, scrapple, luncheon
meats,® etc:; and canned fish. The
list continues with cheese, except
cottage cheese pot cheese and bak
ers’ cheese; margarine; lard and
compound shortening; cooking and
salad oil; canned soup; canned vege-
tables and fruits; canned fruit and
vegetable juices; commercially fro-
zen fruits and vegetables; dried or
dehydrated fruits; dried peas and
beans; canned, evaporated and con-
densed milk.

Foods for which records must be
kept in gallons include fresh milk,
fresh cream and ice cream.

The weight of canned foods can be
the weight given on. labels. Cannqd]
fruits and vegetables include all
those in tins, jars or bottles. Catsup
and chili sauce should be included,
but not olives, pickles, jams and jel-
lies,

Right now dairying is
paying those farmers who own cows
which will produce. Right now dairy
products are needed badly in foo

to win the war. For these reasons,
right now is the proper time to start
a long time improvement program
in the dairy industry of Parmer
County.

Any livestock improvement prog-
ram must be based first on the pro-
per care of the animals now on the
farms and second, on improveme!
of the type of animal on the farm
by the use of better sires and foun-
cdation female animals. Those farm-
ers who have only one or two cows
cannot afford to keep a bull of any
kind much less a purebred bull from
approved and tested cows. But
group of these men can afford to buy

a bull cooperatively and even buy |

one of high quality., This sort of ar-
rangement is known as a bull circle.
In one community a group of farm-
ers go together and buy a bull of
known ability to get calves which
will produce more milk. The same
thing happens in several other com-
munities in the county. When a bull
has been kept in community
until he has daughters old enough
to breed then that community can
trade sires with another community.
