Among characteristics of
hybrid corn other than greater yield
are (1) the stalk and type of ears
are very uniform; (2) stalks stand up
straighter and are not blown over as
easily as other vVarieties because of
a stronger root system; (3) nearly
all ears reach roasting stave about
the same time, and (4) it is more
drouth resistant than most native
varieties.

The agronomist suggests that un-
til farmers are convinced that hy-
brid pays better than ordinary
corn, it is a good plan to plant a

hybrid and weigh several rows of
each for comparison.

es will be abandoned on a wide
scale after the war, believes a Uni-
versity of Texas test engineer.
