Before the charge was read,

In a letter from the Depart-
ment of Public Health of the State 
of New Mexico, the City of Texico 
was commended this Week on the 
new water and sewer systems. 
The letter, written by Robert P. 
Lowe, associate engineer of en-
vironmental sanitation services, 
was written following a survey of 
the Texico system on April 26. 

The survey of the new munici-
pia wat!,r and sewage facilities 
was made with Russell Johnson, 
water and sewage superintendent 
of Texico, and Mr. L. Cade Lan-
caster, state sanitarian. 

Following are excerpts from 
Lowe's letter: 

* • * • 
Our contact with Mrs. F. E. 

Autrey, clerk, revealed that there 
were 226 water connections and 
191 sewer assessments. On the 
basis of these connections there 
are some 900 persons using the 
water facilities, and 600 persons 
using the sewage system and 
treatment facilities. On the basis 
of the design, 1200 persons can 
make use of the sewage treatment 
plant, so it is ample in capacity 
for future growth. 

The survey of the water system 
revealed that an excellent system 
is now in operation for the Vil-
lage of Texico. Adequate elevated 
storage is available in the new 
storage tank, since the capacity 
of this tank is 50,000 gallons, and 
a satisfactory supply of water is 
available from the new well and 
from the connection to the Santa 
Fe Railway's well that is only 
used for emergency purposes by 
the village.

Pirates, Pony Team 
Remain Undefeated 

Starting last Sunday, you began 
helping pay for a $33 billion road-
building program for the United 
States. The first impact of this 
tremendous peacetime project was 
a cent-a-gallon hike in your gaso-
line taxes. 

However, you will be feeling 
the bite of this mammoth pro-
gram in other areas long before 
you will be benefiting from the 

'thousands of miles of superhigh-
ways it is supposed to give birth 
to. 

Here in Texico-Farwell, at the 
confluence of three national high- 
ways, the many-billion buck spend-
ing program might just as well 
not be—when it comes to doing us 
any good. 

The nearest these expensive 
improvements will come to us 
will be Highway 66 to the north 
about 50 or 60 miles. Since we 
have no link whatever with that 
well traveled route from Chicago 
to L. A., U. S. 66 had just as well 
be on the Canadian border so 
far as our benefit is concerned. 

Making U. S. 66 a superhighway, 
while leaving Highway 60, 70, and 
84 in their present state will make 
it even harder for us to attract 
tourists to travel our scenic south-
ern routes to the West Coast. 

Up until now, we have done 
fairly well, and have been gain-
ing steadily in tourist trade, but 
with billions going to improve 
other roads while ours remain 
tortuous 2-lane, winding affairs, 
how can we hope to compete? 

This is another example of what 
mass taxation for the benefit of 
certain areas can do. The people 
of West Texas and Eastern New 
Mexico will be paying through the 
nose for roads they'll never use 
except on long vacation jaunts. 

In some cases, taxation is the 
only method by which such large 
works may be undertaken, but 

, that doesn't happen to be the 
case with the superhighway pro-
ject. 

Those roads could all be made 
toll roads until the investment is 
retired. By this means, the users 
of the superhighways would pay 
for the superhighways. 

As it is, some of us in less 
fortunate locations will help pay 
for somebody else's roads—to the 
detriment of our awn! And what 
of the toll roads already in 
existence? The outlook for these 
pioneering projects in good roads 
is dim indeed, when the federal 
government n...w - proposes an 
inter-state system of super.  
"free" to all! 

• • • * 
The car experts are finally 

catching on. Just a week ago we 
noticed two articles—one in a 
newspaper, the other in a maga-
zine—denouncing auto designers' 
sacrifice of safety and function-
alism for style. 

The wrap-around windshields 
are a good point In case. When 
the '55 models hit the market, 
we expressed a dim view of the 
feature of wrap-arounds. Not 
only did they fail to improve 
the view to any extent, we 
said, but they distorted body 
design so that passengers could 
hardly get themselves into the 
front seat without skinning their 
knees. 

Now a well-known authority in 
• the field of vision has come up 

with about the same observation, 
saying that this curved glass in-
creases eye strain, and actually 
contributes to errors in driving 
because of the distortion involved. 

Our next prediction: Some-
thing is going to have to give in 
the headroom department. It is 
now almost impossible to get 
into a new car without cracking 
your head against the top of the 
frame, and once inside, you 
aren't much better off.

As the American people paused yesterday, 

they should have remembered the early statesmen 
of our nation, the hardships they faced in giving 
the people of the nation today, the freedom they 
have today.

Bindweed Spreads Spreads 
Like Human Cancer 

Statistics released by the High 
Plains Underground Water Conser-
vation District office at Lubbock 
revealed that 13 new irrigation 
wells were completed in Parmer 
County during the month of May. 

In the same period, 12 permits 
to drill were issued. 

This is considerably off the pace 
of a year ago at the same time, 
but is considerable drilling activity 
to be this time of year, when a 
new well could hardly be expected 
to make a crop. 

Also during May, Bailey County 
finished 29 wells, Castro 11, and 
Deaf Smith 18.

Ending in County 

Another warning was sounded 
this week that pointed up the 
fact that Parmer County fight 
against the spread of bindweed is 
only beginning. The spread of this 
noxious plant might be reckoned 
to human cancer in its destructive-
ness. Most cotton farmers of the Par-

mer County area checked their 
Calendar and halted spraying of 
their fields for thrips and flea-
hoppers this week, with the view 
in mind of letting beneficial in-
sects build up. 

A month-long buildup of these 
insects is recommended in order 
to control the bollworm, which will 
be showing up about three or four 
weeks from now. 

Early season control programs 
whereby farmers spray their fields 
by the calendar instead of by 
insect count have been gaining in 
popularity in the area as a means 
of insuring setting of early fruit. 

At the monthly Farm Bureau 
director's meeting Monday night;  
in Friona, 4-H boys and girls who 
attended the round-up at College 
Station recently reported on the 
trip. 

Home Demonstration Agent Jim-
mie Lou Wainscott introduced the 
girls who were Beverly Smith, 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Jack 
Smith of Lazbuddie; and Margaret 
Mabry, daughter of Mr. and Mrs.

County Agent Joe Jones intro-
duced James Stevens of Bovine 
and Mike Ellis of Lazbuddie.

Eugene Ellis, mother of Mike, was 
in attendance with her son at the 
Monday night meeting. All of thes 
young people gave enthusiastic re-
ports on the venture and expressed 
their appreciation to Farm Burea 
for assisting them financially 
going.

towns' bar ditches, farmers' 
fields, and even in the lawns of 
the county's cities." 
Up until the last few years, Par-

mer County has been able to brag 
that it was virtually free from 
noxious weeds. However, things 
are changing fast, warns the agent, 
and the challenge to control this 
weed needs to be met. 

Irrigation with its intense farm-
ing methods has been largely re-
sponsible for the spread of bind-
weed (and Johnson grass, too), 
and there are still farmers who 
don't recognize the weed and plow 
through it, scattering seeds all over 
their field. 

Of course, there are many other 
ways of spreading bindweed, too, 
but the one that can be controlled 
by residents is the one that needs 
the most prompt action. 

"Someway or another," warn-
ed the agent, "it needs to be 
brought home to the people of 
the county that the bindweed 
problem is becoming increasing-
ly serious, and is the responsi-
bility of everyone. 

"It's showing up everywhere: 
behind buildings, along highways 
and railroad rights-of-way, in the 

Joe Jones, county agent, this 
week had proof that bindweed is 
not the concern of farmers alone—
but is the responsibility of town 
residents as well. 

For infestations of the creeping, 
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It thrills us to see the potato 
men of the area—few as they are 
—on the verge of making some 
real money this year. However, 
we have seen them hopeful be-
fore when things didn't work out 
so well, so perhaps it's still best 
not to count unhatched chickens. 

Wondering if there are any 
"sour grapes" fellas around who 
had a hard time with potatoes last 
year and feel they might be miss-
ing out for not planting this year, 
we phoned up Walter Kaltwasser 
out at Oklahoma Lane to get his 
sentiments. 

Although Walter admitted that 
if he could have foretold the pros-
pects things might have been dif-
ferent, he said, "Well, you know, 
it took a lot of maize to make 
up for what we lost on potatoes 
last year." 

Buck Gregory of down West 
Camp way was scheduled to start 
digging today (Thursday), and had 
the strange paradox of digging 
his spuds at the same time he 
was planting. 

Pleased with the summer mar-
ket, he is getting another crop 
in for fall, hoping that prospects 
will still be good.

In driving through the country, 

we notice that farmers are mak-
ing good use of staggered plant-
ing dates with their crops this 
year—particularly milo. 

Often, they tell us, it is help-
ful to be able to water a crop 
in one stage while part of the 
rest of the acreage is in an 
earlier stage and can stand wait-
ing its turn for a long drink on hot 
summer days. 

* * • * 
Also, it amazes us to see the 

difference that 30 or 40 miles in a 
north-and-south direction can 
make in over-all crop develop-
ment. There is really an apparent 
difference between growth along 
the Lazbuddie-Farwell southern 
part of the county, as compared 
with the northern end. 

Of course, as the season wears 
on this difference diminishes con-
siderably, but the variation is ex-
tremely noticeable when crops are 
just getting started. 

* * • * 
Common weeds in field crops 

such as the careless weed and 
tumble weed have been a real 
problem for many farmers this 
year. Showers have been largely 
responsible for this condition. 

However, even as this is being 
written, the fields are being swift-
ly cleaned out by our industrious 
High Plains farmers. By this week-
end, most fields should be much 
neater looking—and of course have 
much more potential for this fall.

artificial rain-making?

We noticed in last week's Mule-

shoe Journal that Lazbuddie has 
been chosen as the site of a 
quarter section experiment station 
for the Texas Research Foundation 
of Renner. 

If this pans out, it will bring a 
lot of well deserved publicity to 
one of Texas' most productive 
regions, not to mention the bene-
fits in plant research that one 
would naturally expect from such 
a project. 

• * * • 
We side with county Farm Bu-

reau officials who are concerned 
about the effects of the lobbying of 
organized labor. The most recent 
threat to our farm economy are 
several pending bills Which, if 
made law, would make labor on 
our farms an almost unbearable 
expense. 

The tender cy of the rvernment 
to discount the time-proven laws 
of supply and demand, and to 
arbitrarily determine what a Par-
mer County farmer must pay for 
the hands he hires, is detrimental 
to the soundness of our agricutural 
economy. 

"Corn in Parmer County is sure 
looking good," reports Agent 
Joe Jones this • week, but this op- 
timistic report is dimmed by the 
presence of corn earworms which 
are showing up in considerable 
numbers in some fields. 

"This is not the old Southwest-
ern corn borer which attacks the 
stalk and causes the corn to fall 
over," points out Agent Jones, 
"but he is doing his damage 
where he is hard—if not impos-
sible—to control." 

"A lot of holes are showing up 
in the leaves, and indicates that 
the worm is working in the bud 
in rolled-up leaves," says Jones. 
"it is causing the farmers a lot 
of concern." 
The agent added that it is well 

that farmers be concerned over 
the potential threat of the worms, 
but he cautioned against the im-
pulse to rush in with control meas-
ures that might prove ineffective. 

"It is doubtful if poison will re-
duce the number of worms, simply 
because the worms are down inside 
the plant where the poison can't 
get to them," warned Jones. 

"My advice is not to poison, but 
if a farmer feels that he must, 
then I surely recommend that he 
check with someone else who has 
sprayed to see what kind of luck 
they report. Also, the best time to 
try control is when the miller is 
depositing her larvae on the corn 
silk. 

The county agent this week 
checked two fields which had been 
sprayed, and found only one dead 
earworm. 

Up against a worm over which 
no effective (and practical) con-
trol measure is known, Jones add-
ed a note of optimism. "Now I 
don't deny that the worms are do-
ing damage—but it's not as much 
as farmers might tend to think at 
first." 

The agent checked with the 
Hereford area, which has been 
fighting earworms for six years, 
and found out that farmers there 
too believe that it is impractical to 
spray field corn. 

In the case of sweet corn that is 
being cared for carefully and will

Hybrid Hits Town-- 
Goes in a Hurry 

A shipment of 40 bags of Texas 
Hybrid No. 620 from Asgrow Seed 
in San Antonio went fast when 
farmers got the word the new 
stock had arrived. That's the re-
port of C. M. "Heinle" Henderson 
of Farwell. 

The seed arrived at Hender-
son Grain & seed Friday two weeks 
ago, and by Saturday evening, 
it was all gone. "I didn't call any-
one on the telephone or advertise 
it," said Henderson, "It just went 
to fellas who dropped by." 

Hybrid grain sorghums, a new 
development for Southwestern 
farmers which holds high promise 
for increased yields, is just now be-
ginning to trickle down to farms. 

Next year will be the first year 
of wide-scale production. 

This shipment, the first known on 
a commercial scale in the area, 
came from stock produced this 
year in the Lower Rio Grande Val-
ley, according to the Farwell seeds-
man. 

"It is a cross of Kafir 60 and 
Redbine Milo, and should be an 
early maturing variety," said Hen-
derson. 

Largest purchasers of the seed 
were Bob and John Spearman of 
Pleasant Hill, who are seeding 100 
acres to the hybrid. 

Henderson said he has since 
received a small additional ship-
ment, but expects it to go fast, 
too.

In fair or poor condition these 
grasses will be in less abundance 
and show less vigor and an inva-
sion of annual weeds, less de-
sirable grasses will take their plac-
as with a great infestation of 
yucca and sagebrush. 

To improve the condition of a 
range or pasture, a farmer should 
pick out his most desirable grass-
es, find out about their growth hab-
its, and manage grazing so that 
they are allowed to make a seed 
crop every year or so. It is never 
a good practice to graze more 
than half of the current year's 
growth of those more desirable 
grasses. 

A good method of determining 
the carrying capacity of a pasture 
is to select a spot where conditions 
are average, measure off a plot 3.1 
feet square, clip all the vegetation 
on the spot and weigh it in grams. 
The weight in grams multiplied by

Attention Called 
To Native Grasses 

Native ranges or native pas-
tures are no longer Farmer Coun-
ty Soil Conservation District's 
most important agriculture prod-
uct. However, what native pas-
tures that still exist will bear some 
attention, says Floyd Crume work 
unit conservationist. 

For the most part there are two 
significant range sites in the dis-
trict. One is the hard land range 
site and the other is the mixed 
land range site. The hard land 
site consists of those lands con-
taining tighter, less permiable 
soils. In good condition these rang-
es will contain unlimited amounts 
of blue gramma, side oats gram-
ma, western wheat, and little blue 
stem with about 25% buffalo grass. 

In poorer condition, these grass-
es will be in less abundance and 
less vigorous. Invading plants such 
as loco, broom snakeweed and 
other harmful or less palatable 
plants will be present. 

Mixed range lands in the dis-
trict are those more sandy lands, 
that absorb water more readily. 
In an excellent or good condition 
they may contain blue gramma, 
side oats gramma, hairy gramma, 
black gramma, little blue stem, 
Indian grass, and switch grass, in 
unlimited amounts with buffalo 
grass, three awns, sand dropseed 
and tabosa grass making up about 
one third of the cover.

4-H Encampment 

Last of July 
The annual summer encampment 

of county 4-H Club boys has been 
scheduled for July 30-31, and Au-
gust 1.2, announces Joe Jones, 
county agent. 

Plans for the earlier affair are 
only in the formulative stages, but 
already a list of leaders willing to 
make the trip is being prepared. 
Clobbers will soon be receiving a 
letter, advises Jones, with com-
plete information on the outing. 

Eligible to participate will be 
clubbers who have completed a 
project this year, or who are now 
managing one. 

Camp cost will be $7 for all boys 
and leaders attending. 

Now is the time for farmers to 
file for refund of the two-cent 
federal road use tax on all farm 
used gasoline purchased between 
January first and July first. A 
year from now, when you file 
again, you will be filing for three 
cents per gallon. Farm Bureau 
thought the one cent increase 
would soon go into effect, when it 
was working on the law allowing 
farm exemption. Forms, which are 
very simple for filing on this tax 
refund, are available in the Farm 
Bureau office and at most banks 
and the county agent's office. 

Since passage of the above men-
tioned law, oil companies have 
raised the tank wagon (farm de-
livered) gasoline price 1/2  cent per 
gallon, which means that this much 
of the benefit farmers were 
finally able to get goes to the oil 
companies instead of the farm-
ers, who fought for the exemption. 
Walter Hammond has wired Lyn-
don Johnson and Price Daniel, ask-
ing an investigation of this new 
act of discrimination against farm-
ers. 

They have both replied favor-
ably. Whether the desired action 
can be obtained is not known, 
since the oil companies can claim 
the one half cent is a delivery 
charge, although they have not pre-
viously made such a charge. But 
unless the local consignee gets the 
money, they will not be able to 
use that excuse, which we think 
would be very thin, anyway. 

Farm Bureau is also taking ac-
tion, as directed in county and 
state resolutions, against propos-
als for federal aid to public 
schools. Unless kids are getting 
dumber, which we don't think they 
are, even the Gilmer-Aiken deal 
has been a detriment to the real 
education of our children. Federal 
aid would multiply this deficiency 
no telling how many times. Most 
people know by now that federal 
aid means federal control, whether 
it is admitted by proponents of 
federal aid laws or not.

As if the presence of bindweed 
wasn't worry enough for High 
Plains farmers, most are -discover-
ing that this year more Johnson 
grass is popping up than ever be-
fore. 

It's a result of intensified farm-
ing methods under irrigation 
where the grass is not only plow-
ed up and scattered throughout the 
field, but is often fertilized and 
watered and encouraged to grow 
strong and tough. 

"The best control measure of 
Johnson grass is still to summer 
fallow the land and plow the grass 
every time it gets over six inches 
high," according to County Agent 
Joe Jones. 

He admitted, however, that such 
conditions might not be possible on 
all farms because it is necessary 
to keep the land in production. 

Generally speaking, chemicals 
that are suitable for the control of 
bindweed will work on Johnson 
grass. Naptha and sodium dalpon 
are new chemical preparations 
which are proving effective in 
many cases.

Johnson, and that a check had not 
been made to see if the faucets 
were open in the house. 

"Did you examine the pipe?"

Johnson said that he checked 
the meter and no water was run-
ning through it. Pierce said that 
all the faucets in the house were 
open and that the water ran all 
night and up into the next day, that 
being the reason for the seepage 
around the old cesspool. 

At a later date, Johnson and Dan 
Buzzard, Clovis attorney, were at 
the place and the old cesspool no 
longer leaked, Johnson testified. 

When asked if the new hole was 
connected to any other cesspool, 
Johnson said, "Yes, by a ditch fill-
ed with rock."

Judge Sullivan, after hearing all 
testimony, found the defendant 
guilty and assessed a fine of $150. 
Judge SullivAn presided at the trial 
after Texico Police Magistrate Sam 
N. Lewis disqualified himself. 
Lewis withdrew after Pierce filed 
an affidavit several weeks ago, 
saying that he did not think he 
could get justice in Lewis' court.
