The first step in the packing plant blems. A grant of $1,000 has been re 
is that of dry cleaning the peas. The I re- 
bits of skins or pods are blown and ceived from the Refrigeration 
shaken out. Then the peas go thru' 
a wet wash. And by that time they 
are scrupuously clean and ready for 
the bitaching process. For thirty 
seconds the peas receive a steam 
bath that destroys or checks the bac-

I teria. Color and flovor are set, too 
i so they change very little throughout 
the freezing, storing and final cook-
ing in your kitchen. 

The process of cooling the peas 
follows immediately after the blan-
ching. The next step in this com-
: mercial quick-freeking prqcess is 
a salt water bath. Over-mture, star-
chy peas will go to the bottom in 
this salt solution, and the tender 
ones will float on top. 

After the tender peas are wash-
ed to remove salt water, they aro 
spread out on moving belts. A group 
of skilled workmen give the peas 
the final once-over. OOne more bath, 
and they're ready to be packaged 
in waxed paper cartons.

New passenger car tires will con-
tinue to be rationed largely on the 
basis of occupational driving needs, 
although rationing of all farm-im-
plement and industrial type tires 
ended August 20, the District Office 
of Price Administration has announ-
ced. 

"The critical tire shortage has on-
ly been emphasized by cancellation 
of gasoline rationing—applications 
for tires have increased 20 per cent 
in many counties," accordnig to rat-
ioning Executive Wm. G. Williams. 

Predictions of an early end of 
tire rationing have made many ap-
plicants feel that the local boards 
were discriminating against them if 
applications were turned down. local 
Boards must hold tire certificate is-
sues within their quotas and the end 
of the war brought no increase in 
quotas, Williams said. "If you need 
any proof of the scarcity of pas-
senger tires, just try to find one of 
the popular sized ones," he pointed 
out.

built untill 1947. 

As you probally know—only ab-
out one-fourth of our sugar is grown 
in the 48 states. So when the war 
started our sugar troubles began, 
too. Not only in the Pacific areas—
except from Hawaii. And likely 
many more months will pass befort 

'most of the Pacific producers will 
!ship sugar to us again—even from 
'the Philippines. 

In the meantime, our allies who 
'were formerly dependent on home 
grown sugar and on sugar fro the 
Pacific have had to obtain some of 
their sugar from the Caribbean area 
—that means less sugar for the Un-
ited States. With less sugar to buy 
on the world market and more peo-
ple to buy it, our national supplies 
have gradually, dwindled. 

In the face of that, we used 450, 
tons 000 more of sugar for home 
canning purposes last summer than 
we actually needed for the food we 
put up. With the money to buy it 
and the appetites to eat it, we pro-
bably used some of that canning 
sugr for cookies, lemonade and the 
like. 

Now we have practically no re-
serve stocks of sugar to fall back on. 
Unfortunately Cuba has suffered 
from the worst drought in 87 years 
—The sugar crop in Cuba was 900,-
000 tons short of expectations. 

Fortunately. more sugar beets are 
planted in the United States this 
year—but not enough to balance our 
other shortages and we can't expect 
much improvement in supply for 
many months.

AUSTIN, TEXAS — Millions of 
flies help to cause the illness and 

.death of thousands of children and 
adults each year in the United States 
Hundreds of these casualties may 
be in the State of Texas this year if 
residents fail in their responsibil-
ity for developing the- best possible 
sanitaton measurese in the area in 
which they reside. Typhoid fever, 
summer complaint, and other intent-
ional diseases can be traced to the 
common house fly as the carrier of 
infection. 

Dr. Geo. W. Cox;  State Health of-
neer. speaking in this connection re-
cently said, "Be sure that your wn-
dows and doors are tightly screened 
so that stray flies from a careless 
neighbor will not endanger your 
family. Be sure that flies are kept 
away from food, drink, and utensils 
in the preparation of food. Make 
sure, if you live in rural districts, 
that outside privy vaults are tightly 
covered so as not to permit the en-
trance of flies. Infections from this 
source can be picked up and spread 
to human beings through contact 
with food, drink, and utensils. Keep 
all garbage covered untill collected 
or buried. Eliminate 11 breeding 
places for flies and you will be help-
ing your community in its work of
