Vote Of Confidence 
Given Chief Green 

The Texico Volunteer Fire De-
partment, in its regular meeting last 

'Wednesday night, unanimously pas-
sed a resolution ' giving Fire Chief 1 A. C. Green a vote on confidence, 
it was announced by Odis Huggins, 
secretary-treasurer of the fire de-
partment, following the meeting. 

Huggins said _that ten of the re-
gular members of the fire-fighting 
crew were present at the meeting 
out of a membership of "about 15." 

Huggins said also that the firemen 
agreed to an arrangement to place 
the custodian of the Fire Boys Fund 
under bond, and this would be done 
just as soon as details to that end 
could be worked out. Another pro-
potition discussed and agreed upon 
was to arrange for a "blanket" in-
surance policy on all members of 
the crew to protect them in case of 
accidents while making fire runs and 
while actually engeged in combat-
ing fires. 

"A policy that will cover every 
member from the time he responds 
to a fire alarm until he returns to 
his normal duties is what we are 
working on," Huggins said.

New Methods Employed 
On Ford V-8 Blocks 

assembling the various sections of 
the core there was always the haz-
and that the joints might not bn 
perfect fit, allowing the molten met-
al to flow into the crevices and form 
a thin metal 'fin' in the interior of 
the block resulting in. a restricted 
water passage. 

With the new equipment, the as-
sembled core is handled as a com-
plete unit, eliminating the possibil-
ity of open spaces between the point-
ed sections and also reducing con-
siderably likelihood of sand from 
the cores geting into the molten me-
tal. 

This unique process makes use of 
a conveyer with a spinning fixture 
for the core which passes through 
a dipping tank located in a pit be-
low the core handling section. As 
the core emerges from the tank a 
gear passes with a worm screw and 
spins the core, removing excess coat-
ing compound. 

This operation is part of the new 
1 $3 million core room which new is 
'going into production on the V-8 cy-
linder jacket cores. The core room 

Improved castings on V-8 cylinder 
blocks have• been achieved by Ford 
Motor Company mechanical design 
engineers by means of a new pro-
duction device for coating the sand 
cores with a protective material. 

Core dippings is an old practice in 
foundry operations but the new aut-
omatic dipping and spinning unit at 
Ford adds several important features 
to the old method and deals a hea-
vy blow to one of the toughest pro-
blems of block castings.

Questions and Answers 
For Discharged Vets 

Q. I was discharged from the U. S. 
Army because my mother was de-
pendent on me. Am I elgible to en-
ter a course of education or train-
ing? 
A. Yes. The fact that you were dis-
charged from the service because of 
dependency of your mother would 
not be material if you are otherwisc 
qualified. 

Q. What benefits, other than sub-
sistence, is a veteran entitled tc 
while pursuing a course of educat-
ion under the G. I. ill? 
A. Veterans Administration will pay 
for the veteran's tuition. books, sup-
plies, fees and other authorized ex-
penses within certain limitations. 

Q. I have a service connected dis-
ability and am to be rehabilitated 
under the Vocational Rehabilitation 
Act. Will my compensation pay-
ments be increased while I am pur-
suing a course of vocational rehab-
ilitation? 
No, your compensation will not be 
increased; but during the time you 
are being rehabilitated, you will re-
ceive your disability compensation 
plus subsistence allowance to bring 
you up to $105 a month if you do not 
have a dependent. Additional am-
ounts will be added for each de-
pendent or dependents. 

Q. I am being rehabilitated under 
the Vocational Rehabilitation Act 
(Public Law 16). Am I entitled to 
receive subsistence during the sum-
mer, and will I continue to receive 
subsistence allowance during the va-
cation? 
A. Yes. You will continue to leavc 
of absence not to exceed 30 days it 

any 12 months, and you will recei-
ve compensation and subsistence al-
lowance during vacation periods.

LUBBOCK—Cattle are not likely 
to bloat when grazing pastures of 
alfalfa or alfalfa and grass mixtures 
if the pastures are completly dry 
and animals are full of dry feed 
when they are turned in. and if 
stacks of dry feed are available in 
the pasture, according to W. L. 
Stangel, dean of Agriculture at Tex-
as Technological College. 

Dean Stangel suggested that cat-
tlemen start initial grazing abou' 
noon on a sunny day and watch the 
animals for signs of bloat at first. 
Cattle may then be left on the pas-
ture, but if they are taken off, the 
entire procedure must be repeated 
before grazing begins again. 

Spray For Quality Grapes 

COLLEGE STATION—One of the 
biggest steps toward producing high 
quality grapes is a complete spray-
ing program through the growing 
season, says Extension horticultur-
ists at Texas A. and M. College. 

In localities where grapes have not 
been forced into growth, a spraying 
job will now clean off all disease 
spores which may be on the branches 
to cause trouble later, the horticul-
turists say. Black hot, the disease 
that takes a big toll of Texas grapes 
each year, can be controlled, with 8 
Pounds of bordeaux mixture in 100 
gallons of water. Bordeaux is the 
name applied to a preparation (-com-
posed of copper sulphate and lime. 
Growers have found that a thorough 

-spraying of the mixture on leaves and 
young grape clusters is a first-rate

COLLEGE STATION—It's time to 
plant the garden on the High Plains 
of Texas. 

Horticulturists of the Te)tas A. and 
M. College Extension Service list 
the vegetables that are ordaniarily 
planted on the Plains during early 
spring. Here they are: beets, spinach, 
onions, potatoes, mustard, English 
peas, lettuce, radishes, cabbage, car-
rots, Swiss chard and a few other 
hardy plants. 

The horticulturists say that ex-
perienced gardeners hold off on 
planting the not-so-hardy vegetab-
les, such at tomatoes, pepers, sweet 
potatoes, squash and pumpkin, until 
danger of frost is past. 

The battle against garden insects 
will begin as soon as the first green 
shoots breaks through, the horti-
culturists say. so  a smart move now 
for gardeners will be to check up on 
the latest information and materials 
for controlling insect pests. Agents 
in couny Extension offices will give 
gardeners—city or rural—informat-
ion on controling insects. 

COLLEGE STATION — Here's 
news for housewiVes who plan to 
can vegetables this year. 

Food preservation Specialist Gw-
endolyne Jones, of the Texas A. and 
M. College Extension Service, states 
that U. S. Department of Agricul-
ture research has caused some 
changes in general recommendat-
ions for processing low-a'cid vege-
tables when canned in a presSure 
canner. 

Low-acid vegetables include as-
paragus, beets, carrots, corn, greens, 
okra. summer squash, sweet potat-
oes, beans and peas. The USDA re-
search has shown that processing 
time for these vegetables can be 
generally. lowered, which will give 
the housewife better-flavored can-
ned goods with better texture, and 
still render the vegetables safe from 
bacteria that cause food spoilage. 

Quoting an example. Mi 
that a pint of greens as former-

ly processed 95 minutes. She nnw 
tells housewives to process the pint 
of greens only 45 minutes, to con-
rorm with the new USDA recommen-
datiOnS. Another big change is on 
sweet potatoes. Processing time for 
a pint of yams has been cut down 
frorn 95 to 55 minutes. 

Extension Circular 223. "Can Vege 
tables in a Pressure Canner", has 
been revised to give the new proces-
Sing time. Miss Jones advises home-
makers to ask their local county 
home demonstration agents for 
copy of the folder. 

The housewife may wonder, on 
checking the new time table, why 

-quart jars of some vegetables are 
processed longer instead of shorter.  
This appears to be a contradiction 
in the general run of the new rec-
omendatton.-{ but Miss Jones ex-
plains that quart jars of food are 
usually less hot at the beginning of 
the process than pints, and the re-
search showed that this extra time 
on some quarts of vegetables is ad-
visable in producing sterile canned 
food.
