Thinning improves the size and qual-
ity of the fruit left on the.tree, re-
duces the number of culls and in-
creases the uniformity of ripening.

This is the best time to thin
peaches—when the fruit is about the
size of the end of the thumb. A sec-
ond thinning may be needed two or
three weeks later. Sometimes an
orchardist may thin from 600 to 1,200
peaches on a single tree. But he's
not losing money in terms of pounds
of fruit, since a tree wouldn’t pro-
duce large fruit if it were not thin-
‘ned.

The easiest way to thin fruit is to
pull them off. On the higher branch-
es, a six-foot stick with a piece ot
rubber hose 8 to 12 inches long at-
tached makes a handy tool for fruit
thinning, Rosborough says.

1. Are there any figures to show

the effects of treating stock cattle
with DDT?

Yes. Kansas State College has put
out a bulletin giving actual results
In test demonstrations using DDT
to control the horn fly, More than
two million cattle were successfully
treated with DDT for horn flies
during the 1946 grazing season. These
cattle gained about 50 lbs. a head
more than untreated cattle. Accord-
ing to this, horn flies were causing
a loss of at least 10 million dollars
annually to Kansas cattlemen.

2. What is a pedigree registry cer-
tificate, and how does it differ from
& breeding certificate?

A pedigree registry certificate cer=
tifies that an animal is accepted as
eligible for registration in jts breed !
while a breeding certificate merely
association and is bred as stated,
certifies that the signer's bull,
stallion, boar or ram served the
specified female on a certain date.

3. What is the proper age for
breeding a Jersey heifer?

Tests made over a perlod of years
at the Research Farm of the Ralston
Purina Company show that it is
better to breed heifers according to
body size rather than age. A Jersey
heifer weighing 500 lbs. is fully big
enough to breed. Jersey heifers at
the Purina Research Farin usually
reach this weight by 12 months
of age.

Sun Shines”, Says Miller

COLLEGE STATION—The old
proverb goes “Make hay while the
sun shines.” That’s fine, says E. A.
Miller, extension agronomist of Tex-

Texas farmers mot to let the sun
shine to long on their hay. -
There’s a “best time” to cut every
kind of hay. When to cut depends on
what hay crop is harvested. If hay 1s
left too long before cutting, it be-
comes coarse and loses much of its
feed value, especially the protein.
Prairie grass, for example, can gen-
erally wait until there's time and
labor available. But even with prair-
le grass, you can’t wait too long, be-
cause—like the rest—will lose quali-
ty, Miller says. / !

Clovis Mattress Firms
Fined Here Wednesday

Two Clovis firms—the City Mat-
tress Company and the Clovis Mat-
tress Company—paid fines in Justice
Jess Newton’s court here Wednesday
for violations of the Texas health
laws.

Specifically, both firms were
charged with selling used materials
that had been labled “new mater-
ial”. Two charges were filed against
both firmg after their drivers had
been picked up in Farwell by O. H.

Howard and W. A. Roach of the|

Bedding Division of e State
Health Department of Texas.

The City Mattress Co. drew a fine
of $50 and costs on one charge, with
the second charge being continued.
The Clovis Mattress Co. was fined
$65 and costs on two charges, Coun-
iy Attorney Sam Aldridge told the
driver for the later firm that he was
subjecting himself to prosecution for
operating a truck in this state with-
out a Texas vehicle license or a Tex-
as drivers license.

Inspectors Howard and Roach,
who filed the complaints, said such
violations were common all over the
100 countiés in Texas where they
operate. They told of instance after
instance where mattress factories
had been found guilty of selling
“stained and bug-infested cotton”
covered with new ticking as
mattresses.”

They said if purchasers of mattres-
ses who suspected they had beén
,“gyped” by such operatorsi should
ask that their purchases be inspect-
ed. This service is offered to the pub-
lic without cost. Simply notify the
State Department of Health, Bed-
ding Division, Austin, Texas, and an
inspector will be semt to investigate

complaints.
