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Major Conservation
Work Done Under SCS
During Year 1950

At the close of the fiscal year June

30, 1950, farmers and ranchers co-|

operating with the Parmer County
Soil Conservation District had up-
plied major soi! conservation prac-
tices to 10,938 acres of land. This
marked the accomplishment of the
dictrict after 12 months of function-
ing.

Improved water application which
provides better distribution and pen-
etration of irrigation water, totaled
3634 acres. Irrigation systems have
been laid out on over twice this
amount of acreage. It will not be
reported as improved water appli-
cation until the farmer has used the
system for at least one irrigation
season.

Crop residue inanagement totaled ! rnajor conservation practices to 3947 |

3871 acres. The objective of this
practice is to prevent wind erosion
and water erosion, conserve mois-
ture, decrease evaporation, and con-
tribute, to improvement of the bsoil.
The practice is valid if the heads of
sorghum or row crops are cut, if
grazing is limited to waste heads
and leaves, and if large quantities of
vegetation are left undisturbed on
the surface, or partially incorporat-
ed in the soil.

Contour farming totaled 2493 ac-
res. This practice i8 widely adapted
'and is especially a major practice
for dry land farmers.

Other major practices planned and
partly applied last fiscal year were
cover cropping, 516 acres; range im-
provement, 2506 acres; seeding of
range, 220 acres; seeding of pasture,
(irrigated) 620 acres; farm and ranch
ponds, 2; terraces, 128 miles; field
diversion, 11 miles; irrigation land
preparation, 605 acres; and terrace
outlets, 4.25 miles.

During the year, 134 farmers
applied for assistance on 81,875 acres,

Good Moisn;re Is
Received Locally

Sufficient moisture to insure the
Friona area's mammotn row crop
of a big harvest has been receivea
during the past ten days, with, in
some cases more moisture on hand
than was needed or wanted.

General rains the first four days
of September put from 1% to 2
inches of rain in the group and a
young cloudburst in some sections
north and west of town on Friday
night dumped from 3 to 4 inches
over a good portion of the far side
of the county.

The Friday night rain washed
fields badly in some areas as the
soaked ground was unable to take
care of the downpour. Another hea-
vy shower averaging around 2 inch
was recorded over most of the area
Sunday night, and overcast skies
the first. of the week threatened ev-
en more rain.

In general, farmers are ready now
for several days of good warm sun-
shiny weather to insure the row
crop’s maturity. Chilly nights and
cool days have slowed down the
growth somewhat during the past
week, and an early frost—which is
not expected but could come—would
almost certainly damage a good por-
tion of the crop.

Fields that have been irrigated
earlier are nearer maturity than
those which depended eon natural
moisture, and with the weather per-
mitting, row crop harvest is expect-
ed to be one of the iargest in years.

Wheat farmers are jubilant over
the moisture, pointing out that it
paves the wav to earlvy plantinz of
the winter cron—providifg the ficlds
dry out sufficiently in the near fu-
ture for sowing. Some fie'ds, having
received no moisture several weeks
ago, were planted before the more
recent rains, and already are show-
ing a short green carpet.
