Crop Growing Dim

for a wneat crop throughout the
Plains area as Spring zpproaches.

Moderately high winds of the past
week have also played their part in
jessening the prospects for a wheat
yield, and growers are pointing out
that moisture must be forthcoming
at an early date if the crop is to sur-
vive,

With the approach of the month of
March, farmers are becoming in-
creasingly apprehensive of wind and
erosion and the return of dust storms
that played havoc in this region dur-
ing the mid-thirties. Few fields, they
point out, have sufficient coverage to
withstand the heavy winds that are
characteristic of the Spring season.

Grain storage facilities of the
Henderson Grain & Seed Company
at Farwell and Lariat are to be in-
creased another 200,000 bushels in
the immediate future, C. M. Hender-
con, owner-manager of the firm, an-
nounecd here today.

An additional 100,000 bushels of
storage space is to be created at the
Farwell plant, and an equal amount
at the Lariat elevator.

At Farwell, the increased storage
will be provided with an addition to
the present flat-top warehouses
north of the railroad tracks. The La-
riat addition will be created with the
¢rection of additional concrete block
tubes and another leg, giving that
plant two dumps.

the Farwell plant will have a total
capacity of 600,000 bushels, and the
Lariat elevator a total of 275,000, for
a grand total of 875,000 bushel capa-
city at the two locations.

Furthermore, Henderson said, a
deal has just been closed for another
elevator “down state” that has a ca-
pacity of 260,000 bushels. This eleva-
tor, he explained, will be used to
store the overflow from the Parmer

AUSTIN—If public health is to
contribute to health and happiness
in 1950, the people of the State need
to gain a new knowledge of its sig-
nificance and to convince their lead-
“ers of the importance of the support
of the people, said Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
State Health Officer.

The State Department of Health is
the state agency responsible by law
for the health of all people 1n Texas.
The working out of this responsibili-
ty, however, must be a joint affair
shared by all.

The State Health Officer is the
administrative and executive head
of the Department. The field activi-
ties are organized in 18 different di-
visions. A divisicn director with

specific training and experience in

one of the specialized fields of pub-
lic health as well as in general pub-
lic health measures directs the acti-
vities of each division.

- The many problems faced today
by every American community and
by every school, farm, business and
industry are: how to prevent and
control i1llness, malnutrition, and epi-
demics; how to make the communi-
ty in which one lives as free as pos-
sible from hazards to health.

The world of disease is not divid-
ed; it is a common world.

COLLEGE STATION—Fires cost
Americans $2/ million per day to say
nothing of the hardships and trage-
dies they leave behind.

New Near-Record
Production In "49

COLLEGE STATION—The crop
harvests of 1949 may long be remem- |
bered by Texas farmers. New rec-
ords and near records were made
for almost all field crops and yields
were uniformly good. E. A. Miller,
extension agronomist of Texas A. &
M., says figures recently released hyf
the Office of Crop Estimates, USDA,
show just how good the 1949 Texas’
Crops were.

The total crop average in the state
set a new record; 30,141,000 acres as
compared with the 10-year average
of 27,200,000 acres.

Miller says 5,900,000 bales of cut-’
ton were produced on 10,725,000,
acres and this is the largest cotton|
crop ever produced in the state. The
second largest crop was produced in
1926—5,628,000 baies, but it was har-
vested from 18,374,000 acres. 'ne 49
per acre yield was 264 pounds and
was the highest since 1894. Miller
says last year's crop was more tha.
double the average production for
the past 10 years.

The wheat crop of 102,343,000 bu-
shels was second only to the recora
crop of 124 million bushels made ir

1947. It was 74 per cent larger tham.
the 1948 crop and almost double the
1G-year average.

The grain sorghum ccop also ap-
proached the record crop of 1944 and
was 58 per cent above the average
for the last 10 years. The 1949 grain
sorghum production totaled 92.676,-
000 bushels. :

Q. Is a VA domiciliary kome a
place where ailing vets may conva-
lesce after iliness?

A. No. A domiciliary horne is de-
signed to provide a home for thcse
eligible veterans who have a chren-
1¢c condition requiring minimal med-
ical attention. For admission, vets
must have no adequate means of
support or must make an affidavit
of inability to defray the expense of
such care. Service requirements for
admission are essentially the same as
for hospital treatment.

Q. While going to school under the
GI Bill, my hand was seriously burn-
ad in a chemistry class. Will VA pay
the hospital expense in @ local hos-
pital?

A. No. Any disabilities mncurred
by a veteran while taking education
or training under the GI Bill are
considered nonservice-connected,.
but you may be able to establish
eligibility for hospitalization in a VA
hospital because of war service.

Q. I was recently discharged from
the Army bceause of a service-con-
nected disability. If I should need
hospitalization, how and where do
. apply for it?

A. See your nearest VA contact
epresentative or apply to a VA re-
sional office or hospital. In case of
mergency you may call the nearest
TA hospital collect, VA representa-
tives will handle mecessary applica-
t10 nand other forms.

Q. I am the unmarried daughter
»f a World War I veteran who died
recenily. Although I am 30 years old
{ have been dependent on my fath-
ar all my life because of a spinal in-
jury when I was eight. Am I eligible
fo receive a pension?

A. If the facts are as vou state, you
may be eligible. Application may be
made as a dependent child of the
deceased veteran, after which your
case will be adjudicated by VA on
the basis of evidence submitted.

Q. Will VA give a free medical ex-
amination to any veteran? :
A. When such examination is me-
‘essary to determine the vet’s en-

:itlement to some VA benefit.

Q. Did the dividend which I re-
'eived on my NSLI policy result

*om fewer war deaths?

A. No. The government assumes
liability for claims traceable to extra
hazards of service in the TUnited
States armed forces as a cost of war.

Q. I want to make dancing my life
work. How can [ arrange for lessous
inder the GI Bill?

A. Since {he course you contem-
late is one ({reqiently pursucd for

ecreatioral purpcses, you.will kave
to suhmit to VA complete juztifica-
tion that the course you want is in
connection with your present or con-
templated business or occupation.
Prior approval mwust be obtained
from VA Lefore sfarting training.

A. Np. Dividends will be paid for
all periods 'the insurance was im
force under waiver of premiums.

Wise Planning Puls
More Food In Less
Space For Locker

COLLEGE STATION—Much of
the storage spare in the home freez-

er 1s oiten wasted because of the
vpe and size of containers uesd.
Mrs. Bernice Claytor, extension

nome management specialist of A, &
M., says that research workers in ihe
USDA have found that rectangular
containers use space to the best ad-
vantage, regardless of whether the
storage space in the freezer is round
or rectangular.

The use of different sized rectan-
ular contamners more fully utilized
‘reezer space than did contaiers of
ther shapes and sizes. Mrs. Claytor
2dds that flimsy cartons and those
racked too tightly with food will
bulge during freezing and will take
ap more space. If rectangular car-
.ons are placed broadside down
‘reezing, bulging can be kept to a
minimum,

The mamn purpose of the research
was to find a better method of esti-
mating the storage capacity of home
freezers. To any family that goes
shopping for a home freezer, the size
needed and how much food can oe
stored in different models are im-
portant considerations. The usual es-
timate is likely to be a vague and
uncertain guide.

The quantity of food that can be
stored in a given space depends on
the shape of storage space, container
used, how the food is packed and the
kind of food For example, it was
found that slightly more than 16 1bs.
of dry rhubarb packed in cone-shap-
ed wax cups could be stored in one
cubic foot of space, but when the
same food was packed in sugar and
put into rectangular cellophane bagg
in paperboard cartons, 58% lbs. went
into the same space. This wide vari-

ance is 1mportant to users of home
ireezers both from the standpoint of
economy and utilization, she says.

Mrs. Claytor adds that if container
manufacturers could standardize the
dimensions and shape of the so-call-
ed pint, quart amd 2-quart containcrs
storage capacity could then be rated
in terms of the number of pints or
quarts per cubic foot. This would be
a real help to families trying to es-
timate the size of the unit needed,
and would also give them a basis
for comparing storage capacities of
[reezers that are available.

High Speed Knitter
For Texas Cotfon
Mav Be Practical

LUBBOCK — Texas-grown cotton
fakrics may meet the chalienge of
syrthetic textiles, if a research pro-

ject now in progress at Texas Tech-
nological college is successful.

sJexas Tech is one of the three
state colleges or universities now
doing work under the direction of
the Cotton Research Committee of
Texas. Tech is concentrtaing on fi-
ber experimentation, and the current
problem is posed by synthetic tex-
tiles which cut down on cotton con-
sum>tion.

Dr. L. Hessler, research asso-
ciate at Tech, says the project is still
in its infancy in some respects. How-
ever, he believes Texas fibers show
promise of adaptation to the high-
speed Tricot knitter now in the Tech
cotton fiber laboratory.

Some fabric from the Tricot has
already been produced by using Tex-
as-grown cotton. If mercerized and
dyed, this Tech-produced fabric will
compare with many textiles now on
the market.

knitting impossible. This inherent
weakness has left the field to'rayon
and other materials which have a
filament an dare therefore ‘“fuzze-
iree.”

John Leahy, director of the com-
mittee from Texas A. & M., esti-
mates that only 45 per cent of all
knitted cloth contains cotton. The
Tech research project has its sights
on increasing the figure to a point
which would greatly stimulate the
demand for raw cotton at the knit-
ting mills.

The Tricot project is only one of
some 30 cotton experiments now go-
ing on at Tech, the University of
Texas, and Texas A. & M. The Texas
Engineering experiment station is al-
so cooperating with the committee.

Leahy says the committee is con-
scious of the problem created by the
surplus of raw cotton and believes

the research committee may pr(:nvidu|

the ultimate answer.

“If we could find a complete util- |

ization for Texas-grown cotton we
would eliminate the surplus, and that
is certainly one of our objectives,” he
said.
