AUSTIN—Emphasizing the

all phases of child health, Dr. Geo. W.
Cox, State Health Officer, said today,
“Much of the impaired eyesight of
advanced years could be prevented if
sufficient interest in early life were
applied and a correction by means of
temporary glasses made when re-
quired.”

Parents, Dr. Cox asserted, should
be watchful for danger signals in the
child such as frowning, squinting,
persistent headache, eyeache, and
watery eyes. If the youngster reads
too closely or too far away from the

face, that situation may also ke sig-

nificant of trouble.

“No child likes wearing glasses
nevertheless, it is the obligation of
those responsible for the future of
young folks to have their eyes ex-
amined by a reoutable specialist if
there is a suspicicn that normal vis-
ion does not exist. It is much better
for a child to wear glasses for a few
years during earl]v school life than
to have permanentiv defective vision
in later life,” he declared.

Dr. Cox said that neglect of the
eyes ig by no means limited to child-
ren. Many older persons, some
through vanity, indifference, or care-
lessness, fail to give proper attention
to the care of their ey®s. Pemalties,

he warned, are bound to occur for

such inexcusable negligence.

“The eyes of any person, whether
young, middle-aged, or older, repre-
sent one of the most priceless of bod-
ily possessions,” the State Health Of-
ficer asserted. “To take care of thcm

urg-

Increase In County
According to County Attorney
Sam Adridge, the veclume of “hot
checks"” given Parmer County merch-
ants has :nercased sharply in the
past few weeks. Very few of the |
checks have been given by home-

town pecople, and merchants
advised to he ns=*tvy careful about
taking checks from travelers.
As a hetp in slo....az2 icwn the
racket, Aldridge suggested:
Merchants should be extremely

careful in taking checks drawn by
out-of-county residents on
county banks. The individual pass-
ing such worthless checks ig fre-
quently hard to find, and then prose-
cution is difficult because of the ne-
cessity in bring in out-of-county wit-
nesses. If a check is cashed for an
out-of-town party, a strict examina-
tion should be made of identification
|cards, In order to get information
lwhich would be of help in locating
‘him in the event the check is turned
'down for payment. Most of the
\checks that can’t be collected and
prosecuted are given merchants who
fail to get adequate information on
where the signer can be locatde.

Checks should be properly dated,
and merchants are reminded that a
post-dated check cannot be the bas-
{is of a criminal prosecution.
| Endorsed checks also pose a prob-
lem, since the endorser of a hot
check cannot be criminally prosecut-
‘ed unless a conspiracy between him
and the original maker cem be prov-
en.
| A check on an out-of-state -bank
|should never Be taken. The problems
of catching and prosecuting the hot
check artist are greatly multinlied
if the check is on an out-of-state
bank. i

Hot checks are costing the commu-
nity a great deal of money, and only
the menshants can ston the jractice
by refusing checks from people they
cannot identify.
