Waterworks Contract
Is Let On Friday

Another step toward in‘nprcn.'ementI
of the Friona city waterworks sys-|
tem was taken the past Friday, when
members of the city body let the
contract for waterworks Improve-
ment to H. B. Jordan & Co., of Plain-
VIEW.

Four bids were submitted to the
city following the advertisement for
bids, with Jordan's being the low-
est, and officials said the total sum
involved was $23,176.00. This money
is part of a bond issue voted some
months ago by Friona citizens for,
waterworks, paving, and city hall|
‘work in Friona. :

Jordan reported that he already
had some pipe on hand, and indica-
ted that as soon as he received the
actual go-ahead from the engineer,
the work of replacing local water
mains and extending the service, wiwu
begin.

"The contract calls for 30 working
days after the project gets underway,
with work slated to begin within 30
days from the date of letting the con-

tract.

Some 3,195 feet of eight-inch pipe

s to be laid, along with another 3,640

feet of six-inch mains. Replacement -
will be made of over 2,000 feet of
4-inch mains currently in use, with
these mains to be stored against pos-
sible re-use in the future, offcials
said.

A good portion of the replacement

work will be in the principal busi-

ness section of the city, in order that
business firms may take advantage
of the city sewer system, while ex-
tensions will be made in the grow-
ing residential sections of the city,
it was added. '
Following completion of the wa-
terworks program, city officials will
turn their attention toward paving
of residential streets, and the finale
of the big improvenient program will
be erection of a new city hall for
Friona. :

the middle of the night and leave
the gifts at the foot of the children’s
bed, so they will find them as they
awaken Chrisimas morning.

The English holiday celebration ex-
tends over three days instead of
two, the English women say. They
observe Christmas Eve, Christmas,
and “Boxing Day,” which is Decem-
ber 26.

According to Mrs. Kaltwasser, der-
ivation of the name i quite unus-
ual. On the day after Christmas, the
baker and mailman and all other
workers who delivered goods to the
houses are invited to drink each
others health with the family, and
are presented with a gift box. Even-
tually, the day was dubbed “Boxing
Day.”

Christmas eve is celebratsed by
singing carols, and special church
services are always conducted.
Children will go from house to house
singing carols, and then they will
knock on the doors and people usu-
ally “treat” them with money, ap-
ples, oranges, or some other small
gift.

The adults sit around and listen
to carols, and roast chestnuts before
the fireplace. Friends visit, and the
holiday season is the time that fam-
ilies are together.

Large stores feature Father Christ-
mas as American firms do—Santa
Claus dressed up in a red suit and
white whiskers—who talks to child-
ren. But the English do not attach
as much importance to Christmas
wrappings and displays.

In their decorations, the English
people use more holly, and as Mrs.
Dyer says, “They attach much more
importance to the mistletoe.” Houses
are also more elaborately decora-
ted, she says, and the British use
greenery and wreaths that oocasion-
ally extend to the ceilings of the
homes.

Some of the larger churches create
life-like scenes of the birth of Jesus,
which, according to Mrs. Kaltwasser,
really are beautiful. These, she adds,
help give the people a true spirit
of Christmas.

As for food, the English people
eat the traditional turkey dinner, but
their favorite desert i1s a Christmas
pudding.

This pudding is very much like
American fruit cake, only it is
steamed instead of baked. Money of-
ten is put into the.pudding as a good
luck token. _

Fruit, mince pie, and fruit cake are
included in the fare for tea, at six
in the evening.

Christmas celebrationg in various
homes do vary, Mrs. Kaltwasser and
Mrs. Dyer say, just as they do in
America. Some people strive to keep
the old traditions alive,

that Mrs. Kaltwasser remembers is
the playing of Christmas carols and
hymns on the church bells.
Christmas in Poland

When asked about Christmas cele-
bration in Poland, Mrs. F. J. Parks
of Texico, who was born in Poland,
remarked, “The snow ig clear up to
our hips there—we can't celebrate
much."”

But as she began discussing the
Polish observance of Christ's birth-
day, she became more serious. She
says that in Polland, Christmas is
altogether a religious observance.
People go to church at 4 o'clock on
Christmas morning to pay tribute to
Jesus on His birthday.

She stated that the spirit of the
Polish people on Christmas morning
wag “really something to see.” Pic-
turing the scene as she remembered
it, she described the white blanket of
snow that covered the ground for
miles and miles, and the trees that
dotted the landscape.

As for as one could see, she re-
membered, people would be walking
toward the church to attend ser-
vices. According to the Polish wo-
man, the faith shown by the people
on Christmas day is a beautiful thing.

One observance that is universal
is the Christmag caroling custom.
All the little children in Poland look

‘forward to Christmas Eve when they

‘an go caroling. They come into the
villages on the day before so they
'will not miss any of the fun

Townspeople will make down pal-
lets for children to sleep on, but or-
dinarily, Mrs. Park says, the young-
sters stay up all night talking and

Then they get up in the moming
and go from house to house singing
carols. As in America and England,
people give them “treats.”

Sometimes it becomes so cold that
the smaller children practically
freeze, Mrs. Parks said, but she add-
ed, laughing, “they wouldn't miss
the caroling for anything.”

Usually families observe the Holy
Day by having a big Christmas din-
ner, A special custom is observed at
this dinner, which is difficult to com.
pare with American customs

She was on-
ly 17 years old when she left Poland
in 1912 and since has been in Ameri-
ca.

Even in the Summer

Julia Molnar, of Brazil who is a
student at Wayland College, says
people of her country do not know
what a “white Christmas™ Is, be-
cause the Christmas celebration is
held at almost the middle part of
the summer.

Julia, who hag been in the Stales
for three years, couldn't see too much
difference in Christmas in Brazil and
the United States.

“They are very much alike™ she
emphasized. She said that for some
people, Christmas is merely a holi-
day and they do not know the true

meaning of the Holy Day.

Chris!tn.u caroling by the young
people is emphasized much more
there with everyone joining in the
festivities, On Dec. 24, the carolers
form groups, but ordinarily they do
not begin until 12 o'clock that night.

Then they stay up all night going
from house to house singing carols
Everyone walks and no carg are
used, she stated.

“They sing the same old-time
carols that are popular in the United
States,” she said. Miss Molnar also
remembered that stores in Brazil
are more decorated than the business
houses in the cities of North Ameri-
ca, but she did not feel that Christ-
mas was as commercialized in her
home country.

The opening of gifts is reserved
until Dec. 25 in Brazil. Also, most
churches hold special services Christ-
mas day. Young people of one church
will invite young people of another
church for special services. “It gives
a wonderful feeling of brotherhood,”
she said.

Santa Claus is called Father Noel,
but he is pictured as we see him,
with a white-trimmed red suit, kind
twinkling eyes, and a snow-white
beaygl. A Father Noel is found in the
cities who walks the streetg so child-
ren may talk to him.

Since Brazil is a Catholic country,
scenes of the birth of Christ are
prevalent. “These scenes are very
beautiful,” Miss Molnar says. “Life-
size figures are used, making the
scenes look quite natural” Schools
usually plan and set up the scenes.

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Day of Creation Is
Basis of Calendar
Giving Year as 5711

According to Jewish dogma and
tradition; the Day of Creation ante-
dated the birth of Christ approxi-
mately 3,761 years. Thus, the Jew-
ish calendar, which the Jews
adopted during the 15th century,
reads 5711 in relation to 1950 A.D.

Use of the notation A.D. (in the
year of our Lord) was inaugurated
by Charles III of Germany, who
affixed the symbolism to the years
of his reign in 879. The system of
retroactively dating the years prior
to the Saviour's birth and, dedica:
ting the succeeding years to His
greater Glory was invented, along
with the Christian era, by a monk
about 532 A.D. The Christian era
begins on January 1 in the middle
of the fourth year of the 194th
Olympiad, the 753rd year of the
building of Rome and in 4714 of the
Julian period.

The Julian period, invented by
Joseph Scaliger about 1583 A. D.,
was deyvised by multiplying the
lunar cycle 19, solar cycle 28 and
the Roman indiction 15.

Apparently the Egyptians were
the first to figure out any ‘exact’
measurement of time (about 4,000
B.C.). Having devised a ‘calendar,’
the experts turned their attention to
estimating the date of the ‘begin-
ning’ and the Mundane era of Alex-
ander fixed that estimate at 5502
B.C.

Modern research has developed
a new time clock, which utilizes
the principle of radioactivity. Wood
samples now can be radioactively
‘dated’ as far back as 4,600 years,
and atomic scientists hope soon to
extend their measurements as far
back as 20,000 years—long before
the dawn of history.

And there is plenty of room to go
back, back, back, since astrono-
mers and geologists estimate the
earth to be at least three or four
billion years old.

First Day, First Moon

old China when festivities began on
the First Day of the First Moon and
climaxed on “Teng Chieh,” the
Feast of Lanterns.

After the family gatherings tradi-
tional to New Year's Day, ex-
changes of gifts and all sorts of en-
tertainments were in order until
“Teng Chieh.”

Northern China commemorated
“Teng Chieh” very simply. Paper
lanterns, hung in doors and win-
dows, symbolized the advent of the
longer days. Southern China, how-
ever, climaxed the festivities with
spectacular lantern-lit paradea fea-
turing huge fire-breathing dragons,
supported from within by many
men, wiggling throigh the streets.

CHRISTMAS TREK will be put

American homes this year. Yet
the trimmed Christmas tree, as it
is known today, is only about 150
years old in this country.

The Pilgrims forbade Christmas
celebrations on the grounds they
were pagan. A Massachusetts
law in 1689 subjected anyone to a
fine who observed the day by
| feasting, refraining from work or
in any other manner,

It was not until near the end
of the American Revolution
that the Christmas tree took
hold. German immigrants,
homesick for the tradition of
their native land, put them up.

The custom of the lighted Christ-
mas tree, some historians tell,
originated with Martin Luther. He
was fascinated by evergreen trees,
glistening with starlit-snow, point-
ing to the heavens at Christmas
time. So he brought an evergreen
tree into his house and lighted it
with candles for his children.

Another old German legend cred-
its St. Boniface with the origin of
the Christmas tree. Having con-
verted some oak tree-worshipping
Druids to Christianity, he took
them into a forest, cut down an
oak and pointed to a stately fir
along side. .““Take this tree,”” he
said, ‘“‘into your homes as a sign of
your new worship. Celebrate God’'s
power no more with shameful
rites, but in the sanctity of your
homes with laughter and love.”

music by writing new songs and
popularizing old ones.

The carols of Europe arrived
with the peoples who came 1o
America to settle. “O Come, All Ye
Faithful’’” (Adeste Fideles), even-
tually translated into 119 languages
and dialects, belonged to no one
nation but was the common gift of
the continent. From Germany came
Luther’s hymn for children, ‘“‘Away
in a manger, no crib for a bed. . .”
England sent “‘God rest you, merry
gentlemen, let nothing you dis-

beautiful ‘‘Cantique de Noel’”” or ‘‘O
Holy Night.” :

Three American composers did
much to revive the ancient custom
by writing new songs which are, to-
day, ' among the world’s best be-
loved carols.

“Jt Came Upon a Midnight
Clear” was the inspiration of
Edmund H. Sears, a Massachu-
setts Unitarian minister, in 1849.
Less than 10 years later Dr.
John Henry Hopkins, Jr., Epis-
copal rector from Williamsport,
Pa., composed both the words
and music for ‘“We Three Kings
of Orient Are.”

Perhaps the best-known Ameri-
can carol, “O Little Town of Beth-
lehem,” was written in 1868 by
Phillips Brooks in Philadelphia. The
young Episcopal minister, later
bishop of Massachusetts, was in-
spired to write the poem by the
memory of a trip to the Holy Land
two years earlier. The rollicking
“Jingle Bells,"” though non-religious
in theme, also came from the pen

The bulk of the holiday
deccration comes from: the Caro-
linas, Tennessee and the southwest
where off-season agricultural work-
ers gather the branches for ship-
ment throughout the nation.

The white - berried plant also
serves as a winter food supply for
mockingbirds, robins, and wax-
wings. These small birds are re-
sponsible for the spread of the
tree-damaging parasite. After eat-
ing the berries the birds clean
their beaks on the trees, firmly
planting the mistletoe seeds they
do not eat. The tap root of the
seedling pierces the tenderest por-
tions of the tree—young branches
or buds—and the tree sap is drawn
into the thick leaves and translu-
cent berries of the guest plant.

Though the mistletoe plays the
dual characters of destructive kill-
er and promoter of love, supersti-
tion has it that the plant can
switch roles in a twinkle. For in-
stance, if the yuletide mistletoe
bough isn’t removed from a house
by Candlemass Eve (February 1),
each leaf left will produce a goblin
to plague the careless occupants
during the year.

published Dickens’ manuscript

“The Life of Our Lord’ was pre-
sented to the world.

Written 100 years earlier for the

There was no macadam highway
leading from Nazareth to Bethle-
hem when Mary and Joseph under-
took their memorable journey
nearly 2,000 years ago.

As far as routes were concerned,
there were three. The western
route led along the sea-coast and
through the plain of Sharon. This
route was unpopular with pious
folk like Mary and Joseph who
shunned the heathen cities, rowdy
travelers, etc., as much as possi-
ble.

The shortest route, via the fruit-
ful plains of Esdraelon into the
mountainss of Samaria and through
Shechem and Bethel, was not very
popular either. The road was tol-
erable, but steep; however, the
Jews had little use for the Samari-
tans, and vice versa.

The Jordon route, which de-
scended into the Jordon valley and
followed the river's east bank
around Jericho, was favored by
the majority of Galilean travelers
who for one reason or another (the
Passover, etc.) went down to Jer-
usalem at regular intervals and
knew their way around as well as

suburbanites know their way
around modern metropolitan
areas.

If the Jordon route was a little
round-about, it was fairly level—
and steeped in Jewish history,
from the shadow of Mount Tabor
where Saul in desperation sought
his ‘witch’ of Endor, to the tomb a

little before Bethlehem where the
first Joseph buried his beloved
Rachel.

New Year Heartily

Pre - revolutionary Russia wel-

cannon—a hundred shots fired at
midnight.

The observance of the New Year
on January 1, according to the
Gregorian calendar, was instituted
by Peter the Great in 1700. The
evening of December 31, known as
St. Sylvester’s Eve, was the time
for great fun and enjoyment.

In Petrograd (later St. Peters-
burg, and now Leningrad) the
streets were gayly decorated with
flags and lanterns, and thronged
with merry-makers. After the
booming cannon ushered in the
New Year, the Czar formally re-
ceived the good wishes of his sub-
jects.

On New Year’s Day the Winter
Pgalace was opened to society. Fes-
tivity reigned throughout the city,
hospitality and charity were the
watchwords from palace to cot-
tage, at least, at New Year’s
time.

The mythical Ovsen was sup-
posed to be around about this time.
He was usually depicted astride
a boar, symbolically associated
with the pork served for New Year
dinner and the symbolism of Aryan
descent.

Ovsen’s name (so like the French
words for oats) suggests his in-
fluence -over matters pertaining to
the harvest. Since earliest times,
Russian boys were accustomed to
go from house to house, encourag-
ing everyone ‘across’ the gulf be-
tween the Past and Future Year,
while scattering oats and other
grains in petition for a bountiful
harvest.

BOVINA, TEXAS Y However, for those .who have a
place to burn the yule log and
want one, tradition says it should
be oak, ash, olive, apple or pine.
Further, the fire on which it is
placed should be kindled from a
brand saved from last year’'s log,
and that it should not be allowed
to go out during the night.

For those determined to have
the yule log, the voice of exper-
ience says get hold of all the wood
you can. Some kinds burn better
than others, but reject none these
days.

Ash is highly praised by some
and can be used without being
seasoned. It burns quickly, but
throws off great heat. Poplar, on
the other hand, should be seasoned
or it will spark badly.

Elm is condemned as undesir-
able, but can be used. It is slow
to get burning, but lasts a long time
and brightens up when it gets going.
A few logs of birch, pine or fir will
help it along.

Beech and oak are among the
best logs. Beech is especially
good, having a pleasant aroma
and a steady glow. Oak has the
outstanding merit of burning slow-
lyeh

If none of these are available,
wood from all kinds of fruit trees
are prime favorites for the yule
log because of their pleasant smell
when burning.

Russians Celebrate
Midwinter Festival ’

Although Christmas is no longer
a holiday in Soviet Russia, a non-
religious midwinter festival is
celebrated and children receive
gifts from ‘‘Grandpa Frost.”

In Czarist Russia, it was custom-
ary to well-to-do families with
large homes to entertain lavishly
on Christmas day. The invita-
tions were extremely formal and
begged the invited to consider that.

“ . . for thousands of years it
has been so; with us it has not com-
menced,  with us it will not
cease. Do not, therefore, disturb
the festival; do not bring the good
people to  despair. Without you
there will be no maiden festival at
Anna Karpowna’'s.”

In planning these houseparties,
hostesses gave particular attention
to the selection of partners for the
young ladies. The selection was
sometimes very satisfactory and
sometimes left something to be de-
sired.

Arrival of the *‘fair maidens,”
each with her mother and retinue,
