Mayor Orval Francis, in discuss-
ing the matter with a Tribune re-

. porter saidéflatly, “Itsithe only thing

we can do.”’ He pointed out that
several residents in the north and
northwest part of town did not
have sufficient water for household
uses during the summer months, ex-
plaining that the lack of water was
not due to an inadequate supply but

tion system.

Mayor Francis said that a large
section of the town is now getting
its water from a two-inch main,
which means that many homes get
no water at all or scarcely any due
to the overtaxed small main.

Under the proposal, discussed by
the Council, a six-inch main would
be installed from the Furniture
Mart, running north to the Jack's
home, thence west to the school
property, thence south to the main
street of the town, completing a loop.

A second 6-inch extension would
run from Houston Lumber Co. west
to the Roberts Seed Co. Francis said
that only a 6-inch line was being
considered for the very good rea-
son that a small line would not
meet with the approval of the fine
insurance underwriters in consider-
ing a lower fire insurance rate,

Francis said that the Texico Coun-
cil would meet in regular session
Monday night, at which time furth-
er consideration would be given the
bond 1ssue question.

The regular city election is sched-
uled to come up soon, at which time
two new councilmen, a mayor and
clerk are to be elected, and the pres-
ent Council is working with the
view of holding the bond election
in conjunction with the regular city
election.

Limit Is Necessary

In the opinion of Mayor Francis,
the proposed bond issue will of ne-
cessity have to be the limit of bonds
that can be voted by the incorpora-
tion. He said that the present valua-
tion inside the city was barely more
than $300,000, and under New Mex-
Ico law a city cannot vote more than
a 4 per cent assessment for water
purposes. “This means,” he explain-
ed, “that we could not raise more
than $12,000 in water bonds with otr
present valuation.”

Asked what the cost of the pro-
posed water extension would be,
Francis said that the Council had
had no recent figures on the job.
He recalled, however, that when
the same matter was discussed two
vears ago, the estimated cost ran
something in excess of

' present,” he added.

He was not required to be
present at the bankruptcy hearing.
But when he failed to shhw up in
Amarillo, a four-state alarm was
spread for the missing Farwell civie
leader.

Commodity Credit Corporation
auaitors began an investigation
of the books at the Henderson
Grain & Seed Company in this
city last October, which resulted
in the local firm being ordered
into receivership when it was re-
vealed that the firm was short
several thousand bushels of grain
sorghums and wheat, stored for
the CCC, valued at more than a
million dollars.

Jess Osborne, Muleshoe banker,
was named receiver of the local
firm and has been in charge of the
business since early this year.

Henderson is understood to have
expressed no surprise when he was
taken into custody as he reached
the US side at El Paso, following
his return from Torreon by train,
The four-man party left here by
automobile and stored the car in El
Paso before going to Torreon.

Basic or complete conservation
plans are no longer being prepared
because of the extra time it takes
to prepare them. This has elimina-
ted individual topographic maps and
photographs. Theses two items are
regarded as very valuable by most
farmers and will be supplied as time
permits.

The district object, at this time,
is to try to assist every farmer with
at least one practice. ,

Farmers who have signed up for
a single practice may have heard
about the basic objective of the De-
partment of Agriculture with regard
to conservation. This gbjective is to
“Use each acre of agricultural land
within its capabilities and treat each
acre in accordance with its needs for
protection and improvement.”

Terraces, diversions, concrete pipe,
contouring or any: other practice
cannot perform miracles and make
land productive if it is not suifed
to conservation.

In assisting the Parmer County
SCD, the Soil Conservation Service
can give only that kind of help
which farmer cannot do himself.
It is a misappropriation of govern-
ment funds to do small jobs or
“chores” for farmers when they
can do them without technical help.

There are many different kinds of
legumes, small grains and grasses
which can be used for improvement
on irrigated land. All of the above
have several limitations when used
on dry land for soil improvement.

Recently there has been a great
deal of discussion oh using sudan
with an addition of commercial ni-
trates for soil improvement on dry
land. The sudan turned under at
full growth would provide the or-!
ganic matter while the commercial |
nitrates would provide the nitrogen
which is ordinarily taken from the
air by legumes and fixed in the'soil.
