For Tipton Family

Parmer's second case of infantile
paralysis appeared early this week,
and again it was in the Tipion
family in Farwell Last week, it
was Kathlene, 2-year-old daughter
of Mr. and Mrs. Eual Tipton, who
coniracted the disease.

This week it was Fern, 10-year-
old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Percy
Tipton. Percy Tipton is the grand-
father of Kathlene.

Tuesday morning he reported that
Fern had been taken to Plainview

Sanitarium and Clinic .where her

condition was diagnosed as polio.
He said she had shown some fever
Saturday, but did not appear to be
seriously ill. A Clovis physician rec-
commended her removal to the clin-
ic in Plainview.

Fern contracted polio just one
week from Kathlene. Fern's sym-
ptoms, as did Kathlene's, appeared
over the weekend, and polio de-
veloped the first of the week.

Paralysis of the limbs has de-
veloped in neither of the two Tip-
ton girls, the father of Fern told
The Tribune.

“The doctors believe that Fern's
case is a light one,” he said.

This also was true of Kathlene’s
She is still being kept under obser-
vation in the clinic, but Tipton said.
it was hoped that she would be
recovered sufficiently to return home
in the near future.

Youth’s Hand Hurt
As Pistol Discharges

Joe Caillouet, 18-year-old son of
Mrs. Louis Caillouet of Texico, re-
ceived superficial but painful injur-
ies Monday afternoon when a .22
calibre pistol he was cleaning was
accidentally discharged.

He was grasping the barrel of the
gun with his left hand, and when
the pistol fired, the palm of the hand
was burned and the bullet pierced
the flesh between his thumb and
first finger. No bones were broken.

At the time of the accident, he
was on his grandfather’s farm west
of Texico, the C. D. Houghtlling
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s, Parmer grain farmer,

Williams Licks G

Cllie Williams, Parmer farmer
living two miles north of Farwell,
must take his wheat farming ser-
iously, judging by the two-wheel-
ed contraption he figshioned to
haul and load his grain.

Williams, who came here many
years ago from Oklahoma to regain
his health, has accomplished his
physical goal, but his mind hasn’t
been idle, either.

He is the “inventor” of a huge all-
steel trailer that is capable of haul-
ing 11,000 pounds of grain to the
elevator, and dumping it in from
eight to nine minutes time.

Asked how in the world he could

|ldream up such an idea, Williams

looked at the reporter and said,
“Bud, if you had to scoop &s much
grain as I have had to, you'd un-
derstand.”

Williams built the trailer Iast
year, and reports that it works very
satisfactoriiy. He fashioned it .
pipe, steel beams, two auga.s, Eﬂ‘
floorplate, and assorted odds and
ends.

Power from Tractor

He pulls it with a Ford tractor,

which furnishes power for the aug-

ars from a power take-off.

“lI had to change the hook-up
around a little, compared with a
regular trailer,” he said. “If I hook-
ed on to the regular draw-bar, the
tractor would have reared up in the
air when grain was put into it.” -

Instead, Willlams removed the
drawbar, and fashioned a hitch di-
rectly under the driving, housing.
He also moved the trailer wheels a
short way back from center, in or-
der to distribute more weight for-
ward. This extra weight is easily
absorbed by the tractor, as the hitch
is practically even with the tractor’s
axle center.

Trailer Cosis Little

Since Williams has a shop with
welding equipment on his farm, the
trailer cost comparatively little to
build. He estimates his total out-
lay “at around $400.”

Of course, the ldrgest expense
item was the purchase of steel ma-
terials, The trailer is mounted on
'truck wheels, which are bolted to
channel irons from a Graham-Hoeme
plow.

“I picked these up in A.maril]o,"

Thursday, activities get underway
at 6 a. m., as the first test milking
in the butterfat production contest
will continue to 8 a. m. At 8 o'clock,

the barn will be open to receive en-
iries in all departments, and the
deadline for entry is 5 p. m. Final
test milking in butterfat production
comes between 6 to 8 p. m.

Judging of community exhibits and
agricultural products get started at
9 a. m. Friday morning, and also
slated for this hour is judging of
home arts and rabbits.

At 10, beef cattle will be judged;
with Brown Swiss and GuernSeys in
line for ratings at 11 ©o’clock. Jer-
seys come before the judge at 1 p.
m., Milking Shorthorns at 2, and
Holstein-Freisians at 3, to wind up
the day of judging activities, al-
though the barn will remain open
late for visitors expected to throng
the place.

Hogs will be judged beginning at
9 o'clock Saturday morning, with a
grand parade through Friona's main
street at 2 o'clock; and at 4 o’clock
entries may leave the barn.

The Jersey department, usually
one of the highlights of the show,
will draw $152.50 in prize money as
both choice bulls and females com-

pete for cash and ribbons; the Milk-
ing Shorthorn department is set up
to issue $135 in prize money to ani-
mals of both sex, as i1s the Holstein-
Freisian department, the Guernsey
division, and the Brown Swiss group.

In the swine division, $306 will be
given in prizes, with all breeds to
be judged separately before the two
grand champions of the show are
selected.

Inidvidual products have their
place at the show. Corn, popcorn,
small grains, grain sorghums, and
grain sorghum heads are taken care
of in the establishment of classes,
and $19.50 is arranged in prize mon-
ey.

Crop-Saving Rains Arrive,
Wheat Sowing Is at Hand

Rainfall Sunday night through
Monday totaled .75 inch. An addi-
tional .33 fell Tuesday, and
through Tuesday night and early
Wednesday morning, another .28
weés on the ground. As The T~
bune went to press, the rain show-
ed no immediate prospect of lei-
ting up.
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General rains that blanketed the
entire Panhandle and South Plains
moved into Parmer County Sunday
evening, and continued a faidy
steady gentle precipitation until to-
day (Wednesday).

Farmers were wearing big smiles
as they watched the bar ditchs Tl
and their row crops perk up. Many
feed fields were being severely burn—
ed by the mid-summer sun and dry
winds.

This is the first noticeable morms-
ture since Aug. 27, when a scant one-
half inch did little toward relieving
the parched condition.

Virtually every stage of farming
in Parmer benefitted from the raim.
Irrigationists were finding it increas-
ingly difficult to keep ahead of Old
Sol. They stood near their wells
watching the water disappear ini®s
the ground before it reached the end
of the row.

Dry-land men who had feed crops
were the hardest hit. They could
only hope the rain arrived in time t@
save the feed, since most of it had
been raised under “wet weather™
conditions.

A third group—farmers who miss-
ed a feed crop and were waiting far
rain to sew wheat—were equally
benefitted by the rain. Many of thess
farmers had voiced the intention s
ignore government wheat acreage
allotments, in the iight that thear
land would be uncovered throughout
the winter monthi,

Joe Camp, se¢retary of the Parmer
ACA, was out of town this week,
and consequently no figures ar=
available on how many farmers in-
tend to grow wheat to sell on the
open market.

Jimmy McGuire, attache at the
office, said not a great many farmerg
had been in to discuss whether they
would abide by the government al-
lotments.

It is felt rather generally that far-
mers who intend to sell on the ope=n
market this year will be able to ob-
tain premium prices for their grainm,
in view of the war situation.

However, some were “playing &
safe” and staying within government
allotments.

In any event, the three-day raim
will insure sufficient moisture fer
seeding wheat.

Early Tuesday, as rains generally
diminished, Friona phoned in witk
a report of “a little over 1% inches.™
They also added that it was contin-
uing to rain there. Farmers in Frio-
na also agreed that the rain was
very general in nature.

The explanation is that even
though a mother contracts syphilis
just prior to pregnancy, she can be
restored to health and the baby can
be born sound and healthy, provided
treatments are started within the
first three prenatal months. Even af-
ter that time, a high index of profec-
tion for both mother and baby is as-
gured, but the & anges for a normal
birth decrease with each week of de-
lay.

Prenatal clinics are held by all lo-
cal health units for those women
who would not otherwise have this
care because of lack of financial re-
sources, Dr. Cox said.

LITTLEFIELD (Special) — The
State Beard of Water Engineers is
seeking maps and written data giv-
ing evidence of the geographical area
and extent of the underground wa-
ter reservoir in a 2l-county Pan-
handle-South Plains area.

The board made the request for
written material {ollowing a recent
21-county hearing in Plainview at
which it received oral testimany on

the ground water supply.
if| They chiefly are interested in re-
ceiving information about areas
which will, or will not, support ir-
rigation wells producing at least 107
gallons per minute (or 150,000 gal-
lons per day). :

The dry areas, together with 160~
acre tracts of grazing land not irri-
gated, and areas where water is
not suitable for commercial irriga-
tion’ purposes, will be excluded from
a proposed underground water con-
servation district. '

The High Plains Water Conserva-
tion and Users Association, with offi-
ces in Littlefield, has members in
14 counties who are cooperating by
submitting written data on the
ground water supply.

Any individual who has informa-
tion on the extent of the reservoir
should communicate with the State
Board of Water Engineers, H. A.
Beckwith, chairman, Austin.

Owners of the Triplett-Pringle
farm, located northwest of Bovina,
ure cooperators with the Soil
Conservation Service. They are
plannirng their irrigated pasture
in coordination with the farm
agency.

They realize that preparing the
land for irrigated pastures is im-
portant. According to Joe Jones,
county agent, a common mistake is
to seed the pasture grasses on land
that has not received proper pre-
paration for efficient irrigation.

Seeding a pasture that cannot be  §

properly irrigated is truly a waste
of time and money, Jones says.

Workmen on the Bovina farm first |

negan leveling the land to ‘‘get the
aumps out.” which actually begins
the process of smoothing land. After
construction of the borders, the land
between them is leveled by means
of a wooden “float” so that water

| will be spread uniformly and not

collect against any of the bcrders.
Borders Tricky Job

Marking off borders is a job for
trained engineers. On the Triplett-
Pringle farm, borders run south-
east. The idea is to run the borders
straight up and down the slope as
near as possible,

Since water follows the slope, this
gives uniformity
Jones emphasizes.

Steep slopes can be irrigated suc-
cessfully by this system only when
properly engineered. For this rea-
son, the Soil Conservation Service
should be consulted before consid-
ering land preparation for perman-
ent irrigated pastures.

Space between the borders is 40
feet wide on the Triplet-Pringle
farm. Small grass seeds will be
planted % to )2 inch deep on good
seed bed. The ground should not be
allowed to crust until the seed ger-
minates and begins to grow.

CGwners of the farm plan to seed
5 pounds each of Southern brome-
grass, perennial rye, orchard grass,
and alta fescue to each acre, says
Jones.

Discussing borders further, Jones
says horders should be built large
enough that livestock will not tram-
ple them down during the life of the
pasture. On the average, they should
be constructed to last for four or
five “years.

how to obtain best results from the
new-type pasture.

Land preparation is the same for
any close-growing crop like alfalfa
that has to be flooded, says Jones.

Bordering for the permanent pas-
ture is engineered by the SCS. The
pasture must be mapped out and
requires accuracy when getting rea-
dy to border and seed. ‘“They just
don’t guess at the lines,” the county
agent remarked.

Ready by Next Spring

The Triplett-Pringle pasture

should be ready for light grazing by

next spring, but the grass should |

be given a chance to establish it-
self before it is grazed heavily.

Irrigated pastures should be graz-
ed when the forage 1s most nutri-
tious. The plants contain the most
proteins and minerals after they
have made some growth, and before
heading.

County Agent Jones reports that
quite a few farmers in Parmer have
irrigated pasturep, and more are
noting the possibilities of the pro-
grams. So, he emphsizes care in
seeding the land tracts for satis-
factory results.

The lunchroom pro-
gram is moving along nicely, states
Jones. Almost twice as many stu-
dents are eating at school now than
were during the same period last
year.

The dieticians are assisted in the
lunchroom each noon hour by five
high school girls.

Superintendent Jones zalkp an-
nounces that the tennis court which
was begun before school started, is
practically completed. The 84x40
court is concrete and will have a
removable net. Bgckstops are t®
be bhuilt in the near future.

The court also will be marked for
basketball and tennis and goals will
be installed. The court will be used
for shuffleboard and other games.

Discussing improvements in the
farm shop, Jones says new equip-
ment installed in the shop included
four oak work tables, a drill press,
band saw, joiner, jig saw, lathe, dou-
ble grinder with shields, several
electric motors, numerous hand tools,
and clamps.

The new equipment, added to the
tools acquired during the summer,
gives Texico Schools a first-class
farm shop, Jones adds. The equip-
ment, purchased from Pleasant Hill
Schools, is estimated to be worth
several thousand dollars.

Jones says 21 boys are registered
in the farm shop course.

he said.

Alsg bought in Amarillo was pipe
for the framework and floorplate
ior the sides, bottom, and ends. Mis-
cellaneous parts from an 'Allis-
Chalmers combine comprise the re-
mainder of the material.

The main “beam” of the trailer is
an 8-inch pipe at the bottom of the
V-shaped floor. It houses an augar
which carries grain to the end of
the hauler, where it may be loaded
into a truck without any extra
scooping.

The grain escapes through open-
ings in the floor. Size of these out-
lets is determined by a control at
the front of the trailer which oper-
ates small doors over the outlets.

Just One Boner

“I only pulled jist one boner
‘when I built it,” Williams recounted.
*“When I put in the augar, I thought
the power take-off was going to
turn the other way. When it was
hooked up, the augar ran back-
wards."”

“We built it to haul about the
same as a truck, but it holds a lit-
tle more,” Williams explained., He
also commented, “It sure runs
smooth, too.”

Farmers thinking about buying a
truck with which to haul grain
might do well to drop by and see
Ollie Williams, who exercised his in-
genuity, and is amply rewarded for
it by owning a useful piece of farm
equipment.
