Kick-Off Banquet for Hospit& Fund 
Campaign Sei for Monday in Friona 
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Mean 25,000 Acres 
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CREDIT SHOULD BE GIVEN 
WHERE CREDIT IS DUE 

(An Editorial) 

The "65-40-50" legislation, a virtual godsend to Parmer 
County cotton growers, is a piece of legislation directly attrib-
utable to the work of the American Farm Bureau. 

The AFB, an outstanding example of group action us-
ing democratic principles, went to bat for all the farmers of 
the nation, driving toward a program it believed to be bene-
ficial to agriculture and the nation as a whole, and as a result, 
relieved in a large measure an inequitable and intolerable 
situation into which Parmer County cotton growers were 
placed through no fault of their own. 

In some circles, the Farm Bureau has been unjustly criti-
cized for its position on the farm price support program. 
Without regard for the long-term prospect for agriculture into 
which this organization has plunged its time, effort, and 
money, some persons have failed to see the untold good which 
the FB has accomplished in the nation's behalf. 

Last year in May, months before the 1953 cotton harvest 
was completed, and acreage controls were invoked, John C. 
Lynn, Bureau legislative director, recognized and called atten-
tion to the impending prospect for a severe and inequitable 
allotment which, true enough, came to be fact. 

Work was begun back then on county, state, and national 
levels to recommend corrective measures to the national legis-
lature. The national FB asked for a "65-45-50" provision. They 
got a "65-40-50" agreement. 

Work done in behalf of the country's farmers in general 
and our own farmers in particular deserves this recognition, 
and will, The Tribune hopes, get it. 

It is reasonable to assume that some adjustment might 
have been made by the administration without action from 
the Farm Bureau, but it is unlikely that a revision of 20,000 

' acres, upon which it is quite possible that $2,000,000 worth of 
cotton will be grown, would have been made through any-
thing other than group action of this kind. 
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SiIli  County Agent Joe Jones point-
ed out something to us last week 

OP that we already had spotted, but 
his having noticed it too made it 
all the more interesting.

That was in reference to an 
item  that appeared in a recent 
copy of Rep.. Walter Rogers' 
"newsletter," which is distri- 
buted to a number of persons 
in the county, including the 
editor. 
Rogers is making the point that 

a lot of people don't seem to have 
seen, and that is that the price of 
a product on the shelf that is 
manufactured from either food or 
fiber produced on the farm gives 
no indication as to the cost of the 
raw material involved in the com-
modity. 

Hence, very few people are 
aware that the price of a work 
shirt for instance, is affected 
very little by the original price 
paid for cotton. 
Rogers' illustration involved a 

shirt selling for $1.60. The cotton 
in the shirt, he says, is worth 
27.3 cents. That leaves a marketing 
margin of $1.33 cents between 
what the farmer gets for the cot-
ton and what the consumer pays 
for the shirt. 

The point the congressman is 
trying to make, naturally, is 
that if the farmer's share of the 
cost of the shirt was elimated 
entirely, it would still cost the 
consumer $1.33 for a $1.60 shirt. 
The ultimate deduction to be 

reached through all of these 
figures is this: It is not the price 
that a farmer gets for his products 
that has been the cause of high 
prices, and if the income of the 
farmer was reduced 50 or even 100 
percent, in many instances very 
little effect could be noted in the 
cost of manfactured and processed 
goods. 

THE STATE LINE Say, look at those smiles! The 
news is out that the President has 
signed and made law a bill on 1951 
cotton allotments. 

What does that mean? It means. 
that Parmer County's cotton al-
lotment stands a very excellent 
chance of being doubled, or near-
ly sc, by the hurriedly-enacted 
"65-40-50" provision that will re-
sult in an estimated 20,000 to 25,-
000 acres additional allotment 
for the county. 

This has eased tremendously 
the anxious situation that has 
prevailed since Secty. Benson in-
voked, under current legislation, 
acreage controls which resulted 
in a 70-percent reduction in al-
lowable cotton acreage for Par-
mer County growers. 
Severed from the .1953 planting 

of 95,000 acres to a permitted 16,-
000 acres for 1954, the county was 
raised to about 28,000' through the 
grace of the state PMA commit-
tee, which recognized the 'role of 
the county as a newly-developing 
area. 

Still, that figUre would have 
been woefully inadequate in the 
face of present prices farmers have 
had to give for their land, and the 
amount of capital that recently has 
gone into irrigation wells and 
equipment adapted exclusively foi 
the production of cotton. 

Many farmers who planted 16C 
acres of cotton in 1953 and were 
going to be allowed only about 2C 
for next year said flatly they 
"wouldn't be able to make a go 
of it," if something wasn't done 
to relieve the situation. 

How Much Cotton 
Because the legislation just en-

acted deals with individual cases 
and not state or county: ones, it is 
impossible for Parmer County ASC 
men to give an accurate figure on 
how much cotton will be permit-
ted next year. 

If you are a cotton grower, 
here's how you will be permitted 
to compute your acreage allotment, 
and you will be allowed a c;eoice 
between: 

1. Sixty-five percent.of your av-
erage of the last three years, or 

2. Forty percent of your best 
one year in the last three. 

3. However, in neither. case may 
--,ur allotment exceed 50 percent

County Voters 
Accept Wind 
District Proposal 

On the verge of completion this 
week is the $25,000 addition to 
Lazbuddie Schools which will add 
enough modern classroom space 
to ease the cramp in gradeschool 
facilities that has been increasing-
ly pressing in recent years. 

Supt. J. G. Ward, in surmis-
ing the expansion program, said 
it is hoped that students will 
move into the new building 
i,/ithin two weeks, as the only 
construction vet remaining is in-
stallation of steel lockers and 
laying of tile flooring. 

For. Lazbuddie youngsters, it 
vr'..1 be a welcome relief to con-
aitions that were such that one 
clz.ls:>, the fifth grade, had found 
it necessary to hold daily ses-
Eions cn the stage of the small 
audilcrium. 
School district taxpayers under-

wrote 6 bond to cover the addition 
last year, and it was approved by 
the attorney general in September. 
Construction got underway that 
month, headed by John Johnson, 
Muleshoe, who is contractor for 
the job. 

From a physical appearance, the 
addition is not readily disconcern-
ible from the main building, since 
it attaches on the south side and 
is made a "wing" of the older 
structure. 

However,. the transition is more 
apparent on the inside, where 
modern facilities, including indi-
rect lighting, make the addition an 
exhibit of modern-type school con-
struction.

Because the 700 cotton growers 
in the county will benefit between 
a choice of the two, and it will be 
advantageous for some to pick 
the first route and some the sec-
ond, ASC representatives are able 
only to estimate allotments on a 
county-wide basis.

Furnishings were re-
moved from the older building and 
re-installed in the new addition. 

Outside, the building is fashion-
ed in brick that is identical in 
color with that of the main struc-
ture it adjoins, and windows are 
the modern roll-out type. 

Enrollment in Lazbuddie schools 
is in excess of 300, 81 accounting 
for high school students. 

Supt. Ward said that present 
plans call for a formal opening and 
dedication during Texas Public 
Schools Week, which will be 
March 1-7.

If $50,000 is raised, the hospital 
will finance the remainder of the 
funds necessary to construct a new, 
permanent-type building th'at will 
replace the crowded, temporary 
structure which presently houses 
the hospital facilities. 

The dinner is scheduled for 7:30 
p. m. at the Friona Clubhouse, ac-
cording to Jim Baxter, hospital 
manager, and at that time details

Dr. D. H. "Tiny" Reed of 
ENMU in his talk at the Lions 
Club last week, did a pretty 
good job of simplifying one of 
the most complex organizations 
in the world—the U. N. 
Most of us are totally unaware, 

the educator said, of what the 
United Nations stands for and 
what its potential could be in our 
lives. 

Very, very few people have 
even the remotest idea of how 
it functions, what is has accomp-
plished, and what it is working 
toward. 
Of more than a thousand people 

interviewed in a typical US city, 
Dr. Reed said, about one half of 
them had "heard" of the UN. 

Of that group, only a fraction 
of them knew for what purpose 
the United Nations stands. 
"Some of them knew enough 
to say it was a peace move-
ment," said Dr. Reed. 
Condemnation of our No. 1 po-

tential enemy in the world today—
the USSR—is always quick by 
the American public, especially 
when Russia exercises her "big 
power" authority to veto some-
thing in the UN. 

But how many of us are aware, 
Dr. Reed said, that it was the 
United States that insisted on 
there being a "veto" provision 
in the UN organization? 
The explanation for our insis-

tence on this point, however, is 
understandable, especially in the 
light of the recent furor over the 
Bricker amendment which would 
seek to limit executive power in 
order not to supercede the autho-
rity of the Constitution. 

Because the US is a demo-
cracy, no one person is supposed 
to be able to say this country 
will or won't do such and such 
a thing. 
For that reason, any agreement 

made, say, in the UN, would have 
to be ratified here before the US 
became bound to it. That, in.sub-
stance, is why we insist on being 
able to say "no", in the UN and 
kill any move that might come up, 
regardless of how many other 
nations voted for it. 

It indeed is still a most compli-
cated world, and one in which we 
find it difficult to trust one 
another's judgement. 

* 
An experiment that may be of 

utmost importance to our interest 
on the Plains in the underground 
water supply from which our $20 
million crops have been raised is 
going forth in Lynn and Floyd 
Counties to the east of us. 

The tests are being conducted 
in the interest of water conser-
vation by the High Plains Un-
derground Water Conservation 
District of which Parmer County 
is a member. 
Should they be proved feasible, 

it could result in a partial answer 
to the heretofore unsolved prob-
lem of what to do about the 
slowly, but nevertheless steadily, 
declining water table upon which 
our economic well-being is resting. 

The project involves the prin-
ciple of recharging the under-
ground water-bearing sands with 
natural surface water which 
falls (yes, it still will rain) oc-
casionally on our land and 
drains off into hundreds of ir-
regular depressions, forming 
our surface lakes. 
The means used to convey this 

surface water underground where 
we can keep it and use it when 
needed is through use of "trench

Certified seed may cost slightly 
more, but the added expense 
assures purity, higher germination 
and better yields at harvest. Seed 
of questionable purity and ger-
mination may not be cheap at any 
price says Joe Jones, county agent. 

Jones points out that seed lab-
eled "certified" is the best seed 
available of a particular variety. 
Seed in this category comes from 
fields that have been inspected 
during growing season, properly 
handled upon harvest, cleaned, 
tested for purity and germination 
and properly stored. All this, he 
adds, is insurance for the farmer. 

The blue tags attached to each 
certified seed sack carry informa-
tion of interest to the buyer. Issue& 
by the State Department of Agri-
culture, the blue tags are placed 
only on seeds that have met these 
high standards. 

Farmers should purchase soon 
the seed they will need for plant-
ing this year's crops, Jones advises. 
Supplies generally are adequate, 
but last minute shoppers may find 
local supplies depleted and thus 
forced to plant whatever seed is 
available. 

Jones says if planting seed has 
not been chemically treated for 
seed-borne and seedling disease, 
farmers by doing so will gain 
additional insurance against poor 
stands and plans losses during 
early plant growth. Jones can sup-
ply information on seed treating 
and can make local variety re-
commendations. 

Let's Be More Realistic 
About Tax Revision 

Numerous congressmen, mindful of this as an 
election year, and also of the political platform 
used to put the Republican administration in office, 
are urging reduction of personal and corporate in-
come taxes, regardless. 

The 10 per cent cut which was made effective 
the first of this year is certainly appreciated by us 
all, and additional reductions will be welcomed with 
equal enthusiasm, We are sure. 

However, before attempting wholesale revi-
sion of the income tax structure, why don't we 
make some minor adjustments in the present status, 
.and arrive at some more realistic figuring? 

Take the individual exemption, for instance. 
As a breadwinning father, you are allowed to claim 
an exemption of $600 for each child. We.  guess that 
$600 is better than nothing at all, but the fact re-
mains that it is a very inadequate amount. If par-
ents could raise children on the present average 
standard of living for $600 a year, it would really 
)e something. . 

Then, how about mothers who are finding it 
necessary to work to help ends meet? The law de-
clares that they cannot claim as deductible the ex-
penses made necessary at home while they are 
gone—such as care for the child, housekeeping, etc. 

These home expenses are necessary to enable 
them to pursue their work, just as it is necessary 
for a businessman to hire a secretary to write let-
ters for him, and a janitor to clean out the office. 

A more sensible application of the laws gov-
erning exemptions and deductible expenses is in 
order before tax reductions.

COLLEGE STATION—Taxpay-
ing farmers may choose to "write-
off" over a 60-month period the 
cost of building or reconstructing 
a grain storage facility. This ruling, 
says C. H. Bates, extension farm 
management specialist, was pro-
vided by recent tax law changes 
and may be used instead of the 
regular depreciation rate based on 
the useful life of a building. 

Bates gives this example to fur-
ther clarify the new ruling. In-
stead of depreciating a $3,000 
building at $100 per year for 30 
years, he says a new storage build-
ing may be "written-off," or de-
preciated out, in 60 months, five 
years. Figuring it this way that's 
$600 per year for five years. But, 
continues the specialist, at the end 
of this time the building value is 
fully depreciated and may not be 
reported thereafter. 

Under the new law, a grain stor-
age facility includes any corn crib, 
grain bin or similar structure suit-
able for the storage of grain 
crops. Adapting another structure 
for grain storage or enlarging an 
existing building is also consider-
ed construction. The ruling is ef-
fective if the building is erected 
within the calendar years 1953-
1956, inclusive, he says. 

If a taxpayer decides to "write-
off" the cost he must include in 
his income tax returns a state-
ment of his actions. Likewise, con-
tinues Bates, he may discontinue 
the rapid write-off rate at the be-
ginning of any month specified in 
a notice filed with the Secretary

Scholarships to 
Be Awarded 

High crop yields at lower cost 
are possible for farmers who fol-
low the example of many suc-
cessful growers, and use the free 
soil testing service at Texas A&M 
College. 

When money becomes tight, 
some farmers are inclined to re-
duce their expenditures for fer-
tilizers, says M. K. Thornton, ex-
tension agriculture chemist. 

This isn't the best reasoning, he 
points out, because food and Ex-
periment station tests show much 
greater financial returns from 
crops properly fertilized, than from 
crops supplemented with little or 
no plant food. 

Thornton continues that this is 
the time to collect soil samples 
and send them to the laboratory. 
It gives the lab enough time to 
analyze the sample and return re-
commendations so the farmer may 
use the information in buying fer-
tilizers. About three weeks should 
be allowed for a reply. 

Thornton says the laboratory in 
1953 analyzed and made recom-
mendations on 7,989 samples. 

A soil analysis determines or-
ganic matter and mineral content 
in soil. Upon knowing these levels 
and the crop to be planted on the 
field from which the samples were 
taken, the lab can make the cor-
rect recommendation. 

Forms for submitting samples, 
together with sampling instruc-
tions are available at any county 
agriculture agent's office.

Jones Gives Pointers 
On Fertilizer Checks 

St. Louis—Training for careers 
in fashion design will be the re-
ward for the two national winners 
of the 1954 Forest City Fashion 
Scholarships, offered this spring 
through a competition being held 
among students in accredited high 
schools from coast to coast. The 
competition closes March 1. 

The scholarships provide full 
tuition grants for two years' study 
at the Washington University 
School of Fine Arts in St. Louis, 
and are offered by Forest City 
Manufacturing Company to en-
courage more talented young 
people to prepare for t_careers n 
fashion design. 

In a letter to principals of 22,000 
high schools, Mr. Simon Spitzer, 
president of the sponsoring corn 
pany, praised the originality and 
creative ability of students who 
took part in the 1953 competition. 

"There's a world of fashion tal-
ent in our high schools," Spitzer 
said. "Young men and women 
willing to train for careers in 
fashion design will find many op-
portunitiesi n the fashion indus-
try." 

Students wishing to compete for 
the scholarships are required to 
submit four sketches of original 
fashion designs, together with a 
letter of recommendation from 
their high school principals. De-
signs to be submitted include a 
dress for class wear, a costume for 
lounge wear, a date dress, and a 
formal evening dress.

Joe Jones, county agent, warns 
farmers not to put off too long 
mak.tg., their, fertilizer plans' for 
54. The agent further Points out 
that farmers should always use 
'check plots where no fertilizer is 
:applied. These plots need not be 
over 24 rows wide, but this will 
enable each farmer who applies 
fertilizer of any kind to check and 
see if it actually paid him to fer-
tilize and if so just how much. 

• Check plots should be used at re-
. gular intervals throughout the fer-
tilizer area. He says checking an 
unfertilized field against a fer-
tilized field is not a reliable check. 

'The agent also points out that 
-checking one years unfertilized 
crop against the next years fer-
tilizx1 crop doesn't tell the story you 
want. Check plots should by all 
means be left throughout the fer-
tilized field. 

For example the county agent 
says that three or four 24 row 
:trips through a quarter section 
would tell a good story on just 
what fertilizer .did for you. Where 
commercial operators make the 
application for you: be sure you 
Save well marked•check plots that 
are left to be unfertiliLd and 
make sure the operator under-
stands, Jones emphasizes.

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Wheat, Sorghum 
Loans Will Pass 
51/2 Million Mark 

Wheat and grain sorghum loans 
to Farmer County farmers for 1953 
and up to Jan. 15, 1954, passed the 
$51/2 million mark, according to 
figures in the county ASC office 
last week. 

Loans for wheat up to Jan. 15 
stood at 442 for a total of $788,112.-
84. Farmer county had approxi-

, mately 60,000 acres in wheat last 
year. 

Grain sorghum loans stole the 
show, however, totaling a whop-
ping $4,947,392.68 on 1725 loans 
up to Jan. 15. Joe Camp, ASC sec-
retary, estimated that another 
$300,000 will be loaned yet on the 
recent crop. The county had about 
200,000 acres of grain sorghums 
last year. 

Cotton is an unknown factor. 
Gins and other private operators 
this year handled loans. on this 
commodity, and no figures are 
available as to the amount which 
went into loan. In recent weeks, a 
lot of cotton has been selling out-
right, however. 

In 1952, grain sorghum loans 
amounted to only $437,243.90, the 
comparatively small figure being 
mostly because a large part of the 
1952 crop was sold. 

Wheat loans for 1952 were $2,-
217,093.37. 

Some drouth emergency feed, 
applied for under the recent pro-
gram, is still arriving in the 
county. It is being unloaded in 
Farwell under ASC supervision. 

Three cars of meal have been 
shipped in during the last two 
weeks.

At the close of the item appeared 
these words: Farm Bureau Presi-
dent J. Walter Hammond said 
"the vital need for alleviating 
Hardship cases' is the main rea-
son for the Farm Bureau fight for 
the increase in the first place." 

After a phone conversation with 
Claude McCan, this telegram was 
sent to the appointed meeting 
place of the state PMA committee: 
Claude McCan, state PMA Chair-
man, College station, Texas, Janu-
lry 28—"Parmer County Farm 
Bureau with five hundred sixty 
members reaffirms support of 
Texas Farm Bureau 'requesting 
1954 cotton allotments be allocated 
by state PMA Committee directly 
to farmers for benefit of hard-
ship cases as provided by recent 
congressional action." 

Sunday morning daily papers 
carried this item concerning the 
allotment meeting, "The state com-
mittee composed of Claude McCan 
of Victoria, chairman, and Fred 
Chandler of Pecos and Bob Lyons 
of Amarillo issued this statement 
yesterday: 'The increase of 
1,342,320 acres in the 1954 state 
allotment for upland cotton (will) 
be apportioned has been termed 
in the state under the 65, 40, 50 
formula; this method of appor-
lionment has been termed the 
most equitable method to carry 
out the intent of the act and to 
correct inequities and prevent 
hardships". 

There is a final act in a Farm 
Bureau accomplishment that will 
mean thousands of dollars to Par-
mer County farmers this year. 
Farm Bureau leaders, working 
many months, inaugurated the idea 
and gained support of individual 
grower groups.

BELVIN FREEMAN 

Belvin Freeman, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. W. L. Freeman of Texico, has 
recently returned to his assign-
ment after having visited in Tex-
ico with friends and his parents, 
for the first time in over three 
years. 

The local boy arrived home 
December 19, and was to return to 
Ft. Sill, Okla. over the weekend, 
for 10 weeks of training in an ar-
tillery course. He will then be re-
assigned. He has been in the service 
for five years, having joined up 
after he had attended Eastern New 
Mexico University for two years, 
studying journalism. 

He volunteered, received a com-
mission, and was graduated from 
OCS at Ft.

He had various assignments, was 
then assigned to 62nd AAA AW 
Battalion at Ft. Hood, Texas, and 
went overseas to the Far East 
Command. He was at 40th AAA 
Brigade Headquarters at Yoko-
hama, Japan as an R-Cat (Radio 
controlled airplane target) com-
mander. 

He was there until April of 1951, 
when he joined the 29th AAA AW 
group and became a platoon leader 
The battalion was moved to Hok-
kaido, Japan with the 1st cavalry, 
which had just returned from 
Korea. He was the battery adju-
tant for a while, then Brig. Gen-
eral Ralph C. Cooper acquired the 
local boy as his aid from April of 
1953 until Belvin's return in Dec-
ember.

AUSTIN—What will happen at 
a special session of the Texas legis-
lature, to convene about March 15, 
depends upon action—or inaction—
by the U. S. Supreme Court on this 
state's gas gathering tax. 

There are three possibilities: 
1. That the high court will not 

hand down its decision before or 
during the session. In that event, 
a new tax bill must be passed if 
the teachers are going to receive 
their pay increases. 

2. That the court will declare 
the tax invalid. Under those cir-
cumstances, the legislature could 
rewrite the bill so as to remove 
the court's objections. 

3. That the court will approve 
the tax. If this is the ruling, Texas 
will have sufficient funds on hand 
and in sight to grant the teachers 
their salary hike. 

In announcing that he would call 
the legislators to Austin for a 30-
day meeting around mid-March, 
Gov. Shivers said that if the gas 
gathering tax is ruled out by the 
court, "it probably will result in 
increasing some existing taxes."

Greetings: 

One of the great and basic in-
stitutions upon which we rely for 
the furtherance of our American 
ideals is our public school system. 
It is the birthright of every Ameri-
can to attend our public schools 
and there acquire the essentials 
for making an honorable living, 
as well as an understanding of the 
reciprocal privileges and respon-
sibilities of American citizenship, 
the advantages of our way of life, 
and the place of our country in the 
world. 

We in Texas are proud of the 
school system that has been devel-
oped in our State. We like to be-
lieve that the opportunities afford-
ed our children for sound basic 
education are not excelled any-
where. If we are justified in this 
conclusion it is only because the 
people of the State have shown a 
personal interest in education and 
because spirited men and women 
have been willing to devote their 
lives to the teaching of youth. 

Our school system can meet the 
objectives expected of it only when 
there is a widespread public un-
derstanding of our schools and the 
type of education they provide. 
This kind of understanding can 
best be developed by the intimate 
knowledge that comes from in-
speeting the school houses, know-
ing .the teachers and seeing the 
work of the pupils. 

With these thoughts in mind, 
I Allan Shivers, Governor of Tex-
as, do hereby designate the week 
March 1-6, 1953, as Public Schools 
Week in Texas, and I urge every 
citizen to visit at least one public 
school during this period and to 
become personally acquainted with 
the programs and accomplishments 
of our educational system.

Ft. Worth, Jan.—Effective Jan-
uary 18, the US Soil Conservation 
Service became active under its 
recent organization, H. N. Smith 
announced today. Smith, who has 
been acting Regional Director for 
the four-state region of Arkansas, 
Louisiana, Oklahoma and Texas, 
with headquarters in Fort Worth, 
Texas assumed his new title as 
State Conservationist for Texas, 
and will report directly to the Ad-
ministrator of SCS in Washington. 

"The same action was taken by 
the men who had been appointed 
State Conservationists for the 
other states in the nation," Smith 
said. The title "Regional Director" 
was discontinued. Smith's head-
quarters as Texas State Conserva-
tionist are at Temple, Texas. 

"During the transition period 
when the physical transfer of per-
sonnel and property from the old 
regional offices to the state 
officers is being carried to 
completion, James W. Hammett, 
who has been Assistant Reg-
ional Director, will be in 
charge of the office in Ft. Worth," 
Smith said. 

Much of the time of the person-
nel remaining there, until their 
transfer to other positions in the 
states, will be spent in giving 
training to personnel in adminis-
trative duties to be carried on in 
the state offices after the Ft. 
Worth office is closed later in. the 
fiscal year. 

Also effective on January 18, 
was activation of seven Engineer-
ing and Watershed Planning Units 
strategically located in geographic 
sections of the county. These units 
will assist the State conservationist 
with engineering phases of 
assistance to soil conservation dis-
tricts and with planning, design 
and construction activities in 
watersheds where flood prevention 
programs are proposed or under-
way. One of these units will be 
located in Fort Worth. Personnel 
in these units will be on the staff 
of the administrator of the Soil 
Conservation Service in Washing-
ton, D. C. The Fort Worth Unit 
will assist Texas, Oklahoma, Ark. 
and La. Howard 0. Matson will 
be in charge of this unit. 

Located too in Fort Worth will 
be a Field Cartographic Unit, one 
of seven such units in the nation. 
These units are part of the Wash-
ington D. C. staff located•  in the 
field to meet the needs in the states 
for aerial photographic maps and 
other types of cartographic re-
production. The Fort Worth Carto- 
graphic Unit will also serve Texas, 
Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Louis-
iana. H. L. Dean will head this 
unit.

: ruing the waste of underground 
water, drilling and spacing of new 
w _11s, and reworking or replacing 
of old wells have been formulated 
by the High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District board 
of directors. 

Szveral amendments to the rules 
w:;re made necessary this year, re-
ports district manager Tom Mc-
Farland. Also, he said, clarifica-
tion has been needed in parts of 
the oil constitution and by-laws. 

The new rules and regulations 
become effective Sunday ,February 
7. 

Ong of the most important of 
the changes in the rules concerns 
water waste, McFarland said. In 
the past, because of lenient rules, 
much water has been wasted. Not 
deliberately, but unconsciously, he 
hastened to add. The new rules 
and regulations definitely define 
the term waste as applied to un-
dergound water, and provisions 
have been added for its preven-
tion. 

According to the new Rule 1, 
waste is any water not used for 
agricultural, gardening, domestic 
or stock raising purposes; it is wa-
ter which is not used for benefi-
cial purposes; it is waste escap-
ing from one underground reser-
voir to any other reservoir not 
containing underground water; it 
is water 'which is knowingly per-
mitted to escape from irrigation 
land; it is that which is permitted 
to escape into natural water cours-
es such as depressions in the land, 
creeks and rivers; and it is excess 
water which is not returned to the 
underground strata. 

According to the provisions of 
the above rule, water shall not be 
produced within or used within or 
without the district boundaries in 
such manner and under such con-
ditions as to constitute waste. 

Concerning the application and 
issuance of drilling permits, the 
new rules clearly and definitely 
prescribe brief procedures to be 
used by owners or tenants desiring 
to drill, McFarland said. According 
to the present rules, no person, 
firm or corporation shall drill, con-
struct, or equip a new well within, 
the district without first making 
application for a permit. 

Water wells which are to be 
used in a temporary capacity in 
supplying oil or gas wells are ex-
empt from this rule. Also, upon 
application, information pertinent 
to the drilling, construction, or 
equipping of the new well must be 
furnished the district by the ap-
plicant. 

After the proper information has 
been furnished and approved, a 
permit may be issued. 

Also, no well shall be drilled and 
equipped without the owner sub-
mitting a drilling log and regis-
tration data. 

As for spacing of wells, which 
has always been a large problem 
to cope with, we think the neW 
rules have clarified the situation 
greatly, McFarland said. 

Following are minimum speci-
fied distances between wells as in-
corporated into the new regula-
tions: 4-inch or smaller pumps, 200 
yards; 5-inch pumps, 250 yards; 6-
inch pumps, 300 yards; and 8-inch 
pumps, 400 yards. A special permit 
must be obtained for pumps larg-
er than 8 inches. 

Pumping rates will be regarded 
as follows: 4-inch or smaller 
pumps, 70 to 265 gallons per min-
ute (gpm);. 5-inch pumps, 265 to 
390 gpm; 6-inch pumps, 390 to 
560 gpm; and 8-inch pumps, 560 
to 1,000 gpm. 

The rules are so constucted, Mc-
Farland said, to allow users to ap-
ply for exceptions to spacing, pro-
vided they can present a sound 
basis for such. 

These rules have been made, he 
added, with the interest of every 
water user in the district at heart. 
We hope they will provide for more 
conservation of underground wa-
ter on the part of everyone in the 
bounds of High Plains Water Dis-
trict. 

Other rules such as those fox re-
tharge wells, reborings, changed 
conditions, and- well testing and in- 
spections, have been changed in 
some respects and should be stu-
died by water users, he said. 

Provisions also have been made 
for the reworking or redrilling of

water drained in quite readily for 
a time, but soon it was clogged 
with the accumulation of foreign 
matter which the water carried into 
the opening. This problem has yet 
to be overcome. 

What the experimenters are 
shooting for is a new approach, 
however. They are going to use 
a filter which is constructed of 
a material very readily available 
in this part of the country-cot-
ton burrs. 
The plan is to fill the pit with 

burrs and gin trash in the hope' 
that they will catch and hold silt 
as the water percolates down 
through them. 

After rain has dried up, the 
burrs will be pushed out and 
spread on farm land as fertilizer. 
New burrs will be used to fill 
the pit, and the process will 
start all over again. 
This may sound like a lot of 

hokum to some irrigation farmers, 
around here, but the time is al-
ready past when we should be 
giving top-priority consideration. 
to every idea that may help us 
hold our water. 

Two tough facts are staring 
at us, and if we ignore them for 
the next few years we ultimate-
ly will have to face them in 
worse circumstances. 
One is that the boundaries of 

our "irrigation belt" have been 
pretty clearly defined, and hydro-
logists say we can expect our water 
to last from 25 to 40 years at the 
present rate of usage. 

The second is that according 
to every known way of finding 
out the answers, there is only 
one conclusion to be reached re-
garding our supply of water, 
and that is that it is a "reser-
voir" and not a series cf "under-
ground rivers," and that it is 
possible to add to this reservoir 
only through rainfall on the sur-
face. 
Those indeed are long-term prob-

lems, but they should be grappled 
with before it's too late.

silo" type pits that have been 
scooped out by bulldozers in the 
bottom of lakes when they were 
dry. 

The slashes in the lake bottoms 
run about 15 feet deep at their 
lowest point. Men who have 
studied the problem say these 
openings represent ruptures in 
the "tight" lake bottoms, which 
through the years have sealed 
over by the accumulation of 
silt washed down from neigh-
boring farmlands. 
Because lake bottoms let very 

little water drain naturally away, 
most of the collected rain water, 
which was serving no useful pur-
pose anyway, will be lost to eva-
poration. 

Attempts to drain this water 
back underground have been un-
dertaken before, but not very 
successfully. The main kick-back 
has been the high silt-content 
of the rain water. 
Several farmers have drilled 

holes in their lake bottoms and the

And of the alarming 
figures on school building and the 
decrease in qualified teachers 
being turned out each year by our 
colleges. 

He pointed out that there had 
been no real building in the 
school system since the days of the 
depression. He also pointed out 
that while there was such a great 
increase in the number of school 
children last year, there was a de-
crease of 30 per cent in the out-
put of teachers. He told of the 
crowded conditions in some places 
which required the teachers to 
teach in shifts. He also stated 
that though Texas brags about 
being the greatest and largest in 
many things that they rank 
twenty-seventh in the nation in 
teachers pay. 

In overcoming the situation, he 
stated that he believed that more 
citizens needdd to study the school 
system and become acquainted 
with their operation. He said that 
too many of us are "negative 
citizens" only speaking out when 
We oppose an issue when we 
should be "affirmative citizens" 
and speak out loudly for the things 
we believe in and support. 

The meeting was closed with 
Bedford Caldwell leading the 
benediction.
