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“] don't see how they do i1, a
local grocer told us yesterday.
“There’s ... ... ... who is sell-
ing sugar for a lot less than it
costs me to get it in my store.
And they're doing the same
thing with meat."

That little remark points up
something that has been growing
on us for several months, and that
is the increasingly intense com-
petition for the customer’s dollar,
and the apparent willingness to
slash profit margin in an effort
to raise store volume.

Looking at a variety of items
of which every family must have
—not a few hand-picked ones
such as sugar, or meat, or bread
—we can say without fear of
contradiction that a family can
buy grcceries in this community
as cheaply as anywhere else, and
cheaper than in most US cities,

Other forms of business have

seen the need to reduce the profit
margin to gain more business, too,
and it looks as though the pen-
dulum is going to have to swing
back if they are going to con-
tinue to do business.

In fact, we heard one auto-
mobile dealer tell his competitor
last week: “Well, I'm going to let
you have all the business I've
been getting where I haven't
made any money. I can’t con-
tinue to give cars away, and I'm
through doing it."”

The automobile market is highly
competitive right now, but it looks
as though dealers do see that there
is a point that represents ‘“just
about as far as they can go.”

Common practices is for the
consumer fo cuss the business-
man' as the “middle man” who
makes the profits and keeps the
price of the goods he must have
out of reach.

Most people who spend any
money at all are always on the

~ lookout for ways they can buy
things “direct,” or “from the fac-
tory,” thus avoiding, they think,
the middleman’s profit.

Nothing could be farther from
the truth than the statement
that is often made that accuses
the main sireet merchant of
causing high prices.

' Take irrigation wells, as another
example. There is hardly anything
in this country that is now in such
a demand as irrigation 'wells, and
for that reason, most people think
that the price is just about what
the well drillers ‘want it to be.

All we can say to this is to
talk with some of the fellows
whou has' been doing ihe dril-
ing, if you want an idea of how

“profitable™ it is.

Yes, the cost of an irrigation
well is in many cases, seemingly
prohibitive, but the things that go
into the well are what make up the
big  prices—the manufactured
things.

Your well driller, your pump
company representative, your
irrigation engine man, are all
selling high-priced goods for a .
lot less margin of profit than
you might imagine.

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Better Watch Out
For New Regulations

Users of irrigation wells in Parmer County
had better keep a wary eye on how they use their
irrigation water this year, if the new rules and
regulations of the High Plains Underground Water
Conservation District mean anything.

The new regulations foretell a “tightening up”
of policies governing operation of wells, especially
where the wasting of water is concerned. Where
carelessness or imtifference is evident, it may be-
come necessary for district officials to file for an
injunction shutting down the well.

These regulations have not been made simply
for the sake of passing laws, or for the purpose of
demonstrating the power of the district. They are
designed as protective measures of all concerned,
because the preservation of our underground water
resources is a first consideration for us all. Please,
Mr. Irrigation man, use that water wisely!

The General’s Right
We've Gotten Pretty Soft—But

In an attempt to emphasize what he thinks is
a fundamental weakness of the American way of
life, Brig. Gen. Louis H. Renfrow, deputy director
of Selective Service, said last week that “easy liv-
ing habits have steadily reduced America’s stamina
to the danger point.”

He's quite right in saying that we have gotten
soft. Take an average businessman out of his office
today and tell him to run 100 yards as hard as he
can, and like as not you'll have a heart attack vic-
tim on your hands.

Send a high school youngster, who gets his
“exercise” in athletics, but is accustomed to spend-
ing most of his waking hours in the family automo-
bile, on a five-mile hike and he’ll turn up so mus-
cle-sore the next day he won't be able to get
around.

A discouraging percentage of our youth called
on by Selective Service to take up military training
are turned down for physical or mental reasons.
This is sad commentary on a nation that is supposed
to have the highest standard of living in the world.
We are supposed to eat better, get more needed
rest, and be healthier than anybody else.

But to make an unqualified statement defam-
ing the American’s traditional philosophy of “tak-
ing it easy'” would’'be unfair. Because it is his desire
to relieve himself of physical exertion that has
spurred the American forward in his role of the
world’s greatest inventor and improver,

You can see the revolution going on all around
you: First—automobiles, then automatic transmis-
sions, power brakes, and all kinds of gadgets to
take the work out of motoring.

First—the rub-board, then the agitating wash-
er, now fully automatic units that wash, rinse, and
dry the laundry in minutes.

First—a fire of brush or wood, then sticks
aflame with a gob of resinous material, then lant-
erns, then the incandescent light. Now, “cold” light
using contained gases as agent of illumination.

It is easy to go on, but the point is that al-
though it is a fact that all civilized progress has
made for “soft” physical specimens, the matter of
fitness is still up to the individual. There is still
plenty of manual work to be done, and many forms
of wholesome exercise available.

The senior Floyd testified that
his son was killed because he was
mistaken for him.

Mario (El Turko) Sapet, a for-
mer deputy sheriff under Parr,
was convicted of murder and con-
spiracy to murder in the shoating.
He was sentenced to 99 years.

Nago Alaniz, then law partner
of the present District Attorney
Raeburn Norris, was charged with
conspliracy to murder in the case,
and is free on bond. He has not
yet been tried.

Parr once was convicted and
served some time in prison for in-
come tax violation. He received a
pardon from President Truman.

He is now free on a $1500 bond
on a charge of carrying a pistol
illegally near a meeting of the
Freedom Party, his political oppo-
sition.

District Judge C. Woodrow
Laughlin, Parr-backed office hold-,
er, ordered the grand jury to find
out from everybody — including
Shepperd—what they know about
law violations in Duval County.

J. C. King, foremen of the Du-
val County Grand Jury, is Parr’s
partner in a San Diego automo-
bile sales agency and also is chair-
man of the county’s Democratic
executive committee.

Laughlin, who is awaiting the
outcome of a suit brought by a
group of lawyers practicing in his
court, to remove him from office
for alleged official misconduct,
noted in his charge that neither
he nor District Attorney Norris
had been asked to assist in an in-
vestigation.

It seems then that one is as essential
as the other, and that they go hand in hand.

Let us compare them from another angle: the financial viewpoint. I-
nances the churches? The members, of course; the people who go ft?e?g ft)‘i'h&(le'—
ship. The schools are public institutions, and as such are subject to public financ-
Ing, once again the people who use the facilities are the supporters and benefact-
ors. There are several ways hospitals can be financed: private, public, C0-0p
and non-profit corporations. Parmer County Cemmunity Hospital is of the non-pro:

fit type organization.

.It is a Hospital not owned by any group. True, it is governed by a Board
of Directors who are elected by persons who bought shares when the Hospital
was started. That is as far as it goes in that noremuneration is due those people
now. Those who still pay membership dues on a yearly basis, get some considera-
tion in doctor fees, room rent, laboratory, and X-ray charges, but no dividends or

anything of that nature.

Any money which the .hospit'al.should show as profit goes back in the busi-
ness for new equipment, which always is needed. Through this you can readily

see that hospitals are not financed like churches and schools.

Parmer County

Community Hospital is the only Hospital in the County, and it looks like the corr-

parison stops at that point.

Your Hospital keeps its doors open 24 hours a day from the day it opens
for busmesg. It has to be; ready to handle any emergency at any time. Race, color,
or creed; rich or poor, it makes no difference when they come to the Hospital’s

door; they are admitted.

Your Hqspite}] h_as a good medical and nursing staff and has been operating
successfully since its inception. It has good equipment and diagnostic facilities.
We feel that all we lack is a building comparable with our other assets: a fireproof,
semi-soundproof building. The plans we have in mind are to increase from a 19-
bed to a 25-bed hospital. Additions to our staff are expected this summer when
another doctor and dentist join us. We are crowded for space now and with these
additions it will be even more so. :

With these things in mind, stop and ask yourself this question: ‘“What is it
worth to me, knowing the Hospital is there if I need it?” It is an unanswerable
question, isn’t it? Who can,say in a time of emergency, a life and death matter,
what it is worth?

NEWS FROM THE

FARM BUREAU

By RAYMOND EULER

To you farmers who are still
wondering how to figure an esti-
mate of your 1954 cotton allot-
ment acreage: Add the planted
acreage of 1951, 1952 and 1953
and divide by three; now mul-
tiply by .65. Next, select the great-
est planted acreage of either of
those years and multiply by .40.
Whichever figure is' the greatest
will be your allotment within
three or four acres, except that it
must not exceed 47 per cent of
your cultivated acreage.

If, when you receive your allot-
ment, you do not wish to plant
all, or any part of it, do your
part by turning that acreage back
to the ASC Committee for alloca-

you do this, you will receive his-
tory credit for it next year. If you
don't, neither you nor the county
will receive credit for it.

Well, the cotton situation has
been pretty well taken care of
now. It is none too early to begin
thinking about the proper method
of alloting grain sorghum acreages
for 1955. Give it some thought, and
if you have suggestions bring them
to your Farm Bureau where they
will be properly channeled for
possible aceeptance by the USDA,
as the cotton program was.

Of course it's a free country, and
if you and your neighbor want
to pool funds and go to Washing-
ton on your own, you can do that
too. But it’'s cheaper (only $10
per year) to have your Farm
Bureau do it for you with over a
million and a half volunteer sup-
porters and well qualified leaders;
and the record indicates it's more
dependable where results are con-
cerned.

It's getting close to membership
drive time and your directors and
officers are laying plans for a
thorough program of enrollment.
We figure 65-40-50 cotton pro-
gram is worth $10, even to a non-
cotton farmer, because each add-

less acre of milo or other crops he
may be depending on. This is only
one immediate reason for belong-
ing.

We figure that Parmer County
Farm Bureau directors and offi-
cers are about the most faithful
group in the country. At two
o’clock Friday afternoon (a beauti-
ful working day) 12 out of 13 were
on hand for a called meeting, and
we're sure that one was complete-
ly unable to make it, for he’s us-
ually on hand, (None of them re-
ceived any remuneration for at-
tending).
