Such a manifestation of public-}
spiritedness is seldom seen anywhere
and Hardage is due a vote of sincere
congratulations on the part of the
people, especially the business men
of Texico-Farwell,

As I understand the deal, Hardage
had accumulated a nice bonus dur-
ing the year of 1952 for his record
in the sales of Hudson automobiles.
Accordingly, the Hudson Motor Co.
was ready to pay the bonus in cash
to the local dealer. But rather than
accept this. bonus for his personal
gain, he chose rather to distribute
‘his good fortune among business en-
terprises of Texico-Farwell and to
one individual in particular, who
'was to receive the grand prize.

So, the local Hudson dealer enlist-
ed the cooperation of 10 local busi-
ness firms who would assist in issu-
ing the tickets, and would pay for
the advertising, tickets And incidental
expenses of the drawing. In addition
to furnishing the prize to be award-
ed, Hardage also bore his part of
these expenses.

The net result was that approxi-
mately 200,000 tickets were issued by
the cooperating merchants, each tick-
et representing $1.00 cash purchase
in Texico-Farwell during a brief two
month period.

And while I am on the subject, I
.don’t know of a family in the entire
community everybody could con-
gratulate more being the lucky win-
ner of the automobile, than the Percy
Tiptons. In additiongto being among
the low income bmcket families of
the community, misfortune and ill-
ness have been major obstacles in
their attempt to rear and educate
their children.

They are well deserving of the
congratulaltions that have poured in
on them by every one who knew
them.

Admittedly, I know very little
about the details of this “Extension
area Service” to telephone subscrib-
ers of Texico-Farwell, proposed by
the Mountain States Telephone Com-
pany. But from the information that
has been conveyed to mee, it seems
that the Twin Cities subscribers are
in for a substantial hike in their
monthly telephone rates.

The raise in rates will apply pri-
marily in Texico-Farwell to business
phones where, as I understand it,
these rates will be increased about
three times the present rate. A small-
er increase, I am informed, will ap-

ply to residential phones under the |-

proposed new plan.

The proposed “extension area ser-
vice” would eliminate the toll sys-
tem on all calls between Texico-
Farwell and Clovis. Admittedly such
an arrangement would have an ad-
vantage over the present toll system
to a limited number of local sub-
scribers; business firms in particu-
lar who are in frequent contact with
various firms in Clovis.

To my way of thinking, however, it
is unfair to dump all business phones
into one classification for the rate
hike. Such an arrangement would
mean that the one-horse business
man whose tolls to Clovis would not
exceed more than a dozen calls a
month as compared to the larger es-
tablishments whose tolls, between
the same towns would likely be ten
times that rate—or perhaps even
more.

‘Telephone officials are quoted as
stating that a survey is being made
at present and that 85 per cent of the
local subscribers expressed them-
selves as being favorable to the new
plan. Quite naturally we might
expect that kind of local reaction,
such as it appears on the face indi-
cates a large majority in favor of
the change.

You may rest assured this addi-
tional service must be paid for, big
corporations are not in business for
their health, and, as I see it, pay-
ment for the increased service will
Test largely on the ‘pocketbooks of
the small business man.

A very inequitable arrangement to
say the least!

I believe this is a matter that
should be investigated by Chamber
of Commerce members and city of-
ficials thoroughly before the new
plan is adopted.

Bureau Meeting

About 100 farmers and guests at-
tended a legislative meeting of Farm
Bureau of District 2 in the Lubbock
Hotel in Lubbock Saturday: Pend-
ing legislation that will effect farm-
ers and their merchants who depend
on farm income for patronage was
discussed with an eye to helping rep-
resentatives formulate such pro-
grams with con51derat10n to their
constituents.

.Texas Farm Bureau has estab-
lished a legislative office in Austin
1o facilitate effective lobbying activ-
ities when necessary. C. H. DeVaney,
vice president of Texas Farm Bureau
will head the office. Resolutions or-
iginating on the county level and
passed on at the State Convention
will be offered for adoption in the
legislature.

Of particular, and lasting interest
to rural people of the state, are pro-
posed plans of some interests to dis-
continue channelling of funds under
the Colsom Briscoe act to counties
of 15 miillion dollars; bond assump-
tion funds of 7 million 300 thousand
dollars, and tractor gas tax refund,
which amounts to 127 thousand dol-
lars in Parmer County each year.

O. R. Long. of Nashville, Tennessee
who is organizational field man for
the Southern State, addressed the
group. Said Long, “The Farm Bureau
Program must be based on the needs
of its members, and its success de-
pends upon the fulfilling of those
needs."”

Lloyd Barbour, distriet director of
Iowa Park stressed the importance
of water legislation and urged mem-
ber; to Fe2p an eye on that subject.
“Your legislators know how many
members you have in your county
Farm Bureau when you ask them to
vote for or against something, so be
sure you are representing your coun-
ty with a majority of your farmers in
your organization,” said Barbour.

armer County farmers are seek-

ing $279,488.84 in government assist-
ance for 10 approved PMA practices
in 1953, records at the Parmer
County Production Marketing Ad-
ministration show.

This is a figure nearly triple the
allocation which has been granted
Parmer—3$98,900. What will be the
result? PMA secretary Joe Camp
indicates that there will be sharp
reductions ahead in the amount of
assistance that will be approved
by the PMA to farmers. That is,
the reduction will be steep as com-
pared with what is being asked.

The PMA program last year,
which was operated on a basis en-
tirely different from now, receiv-
ed an original allocation of $103,-
000. Later, however, that figure
rose to $115,000 as a result of sev-
eral increases.

The $98,900 allocation might be
called the *“original” one for 1953,
but Secretary Camp is doubtful that
it will be increased.

In 1952, farmers came in and made
application for a practice as the need
arose. If everything was in order,
|the assistance was approved—pro-

vided, of course, funds were avail-
able.
This year, farmers were required

to sign up before the first of the

year for what practices they wanted
approved. That accounts for the tow-
ering $279,488.84 total for applica-
tions.

The PMA will
guarantee assistance on one-half
of the first practice request for all

“If a man has 200 acres of deep
chiseling listed as his first practice,”
said Camp, “we’ll have to cut that
back to 100 acres of guaranteed as-
sistance, We will pay the full rate on
the 100 acres, and give ‘conditional’
approval to the other 100.”

Camp indicated that it will be pos-
sible to find funds available for some
of the “conditional” approvals be-
cause there is a virtual certainty
that some of the practices applied for
will be cancelled during the year,

(Dr. Krick has become well-known
in the southwest for his efforts at
producing artificial rain. He desig-
nates his efforts as of being ‘“rain
increasing” rather than “rain mak-
ing” in nature, however.)

More money is coming in from ex-
isting revenue sources, so that the
governor’s recommended $172,529,000
for general revenue appropriations is
within the officially estimated state
income for the next two years.

The budget is about $6 million

Parmer County agent, Joe Jones,
today released a statement pertain-
ing to the winter care of the dairy
herd. Jones stated, “Dairy cows

if they are properly fed and housed.

Diary cows
should get all of the roughage, in-
cluding hay and silage, that they
will clean up daily, and concentrates
should be fed in accordance to each
cow’s daily praduction for maximum
returns.

Another little trick that will help
hold up milk production is to warm
the drinking water in cold weather.
Milk is approximately 87 per cent
water, and if the water is cold, cows
don’t drink as much as is needed.
A water heater will soon pay for
itself, says Joones, from the increased
milk production.

In most
cases this is due to an improper
balance of protein, or not enough
protein in the grain mixture.”

We have noticed frequently, Jones
continues, that when a diaryman
feeds silage of particularly good
quality, and the cows are allowed
to consume all they want, they will
consume larger quantities of silage
and less of the alfalfa hay with a
resulting drop in production. This
drop is due to the fact that the alfalfa
was being depended upon to supply
a considerable portion of protein,
and thus, is left lacking. Such a
drop can be prevented by increasing
the protein content of grain ration
or by limiting the amount of silage
offered so that they will eat more
