With thirty blocks of street pav-
ing already assured in Farwell, 
prospects for launching a paving 
program in Texico appeared the 
first of the week.

Mrs. Faye Anderson, representative 
of the D. & T. Construction Com-
pany, the firm now engaged in doing 
the Farwell paving, was in Clovis 
Tuesday checking records in order 
to determine the ownership of the 
property under consideration. 

Sponsors of the paving program 
are hopeful of getting Garwood 
Street paved from the Red Cross 
Pharmacy north to the B. 0. Fay-
ille property, then west to the 
school house along the west side of 
town. This does not mean that is 
is the only program under consid-
eration, but this was pointed out 
as the most feasable route as a, 
starting point. 
It is hoped to get a complete loop 

by the school property and back to 
the main street in the center of the 
town, with the possibility of paving 
at least another north-south route be-
ing under consideration. 

C. of C. officials contacted early 
this week said that New Mexico laws 
permitted the city council to create a 
spedal paving district, asses the cost 
to the property owners to be paid ov-
er a period of ten years. 

The property owner is given his 
choice of paying for the paving when 
it is completed and accepted by the 
City, and getting a ten per cent dis-
count, or having paving certificates 
issued against his property. Issuance 
of the certificates would involve a 
legal delay of perhaps three months,

Only one county race remained 
unsettled in Parmer County as a 
result of the first primary election 
held last Saturday. 
Earl Billingsley, incumbent, will be 

opposed by T. E. Levy in the second 
primary on August 23 for the office 
of county commissioner of precinct 
No. 3. 

Billingsley polled a total of 219 
ballots and Levy rolled up 141. 
Shorty Hughes trailed with 99 
ballots to throw two high men in 
to the run-off primary. 
In the only other contested elec-

tion in the county, E. R. Day lost his 
seat on the commissioners court 
from precinct No. 1 to Forrest Os-
borne by a count of 262 to 324. 

In the only write-in 'balloting of 
the county, J. D. Hamlin, present 
justice of the peace at Friona, was 
defeated by Walter Loveless. Hamlin 
polled 19 and Loveless got 31. 

Jess Osborne, Muleshoe banker, 
outdistanced Karl Lovelady, Mule-
shoe attorney, in the Parmer County 
voting by 1150 to 193, and went on 
to win handily over the five-county 
district in his bid for representative 
of the 96th district. 

Harold LaFont won over Andy 
Rogers for state senator in Parmer 
County voting by 773 to 525, but was 
defeated for the nomination by the 
Childress legislator. 

In other district and state races, 
the Parmer county voting strung 
along pretty well with the winners. 
Tabulations of the contested races are 
carried in this issue of The Tribune. 

A check-up with city officials 
Tuesday reveals that at least 30 
blocks of street paving is now def-
inite for the City of Farwell. 
The latest project reported to be 

ready to go includes 2 blocks on the 
north end of First Street. An effort 
had been made to get at least three 
blocks of this street paved, but it ap-
peared likely Tuesday afternoon that 
this was hardly probable. 

Efforts have also been exerted to 
get at least two cross streets paved 
from First Street to Sixth Street, it 
being pointed out that such paving 
was badly needed in order to afford 
proper drainage for First, Second and 
Third Streets.

In response to much public interest in the tax matters 
of Parmer County. Texas, which we cei!ainly welcome and 
which we deem a very healthy sign. the county commis-
sioners want to make public the tax situation as it per-
tains to some individuals and corporations and welcome 
an investigation and public interest into all tax matters. 

The Commissioners' Court of Panmer County for the 
years 1.949, including this date, has raised the valuation. 
of the railroad tax 569,710.00 instead of lowering the tax. 

This county taxes the railroad as high as any county in 
the Panhandle; for instance: we are 20 per cent higher 
on the cut-off to Lubbock than the average county tax on 
that line. Farmer County occupies the position of taxing 
the railroad higher than. any other county. 

This matter should be thoroughly understood and each 
court, including the years 1949 down to and including the 
present court, should take its share of the responsibility 
or credit. for this situation. 

In the year of 1949 the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission merged all of the Santa Fe lines into one rail-
road known as the Panhandle and Santa Fe Railroad. In-
terested citizens of Parmer County and members of this 
court procured the railroad to divide all of its intangibles 
and rolling stock on a basis commensurate with the rni,e-
age in each county. 

Parmer County having approximately 49 miles of rail-
road to tax and being the highest taxing unit on rail-
roads in the Panhandle got the railroad to request the 
State to allocate the intangibles and the rolling stock and. 
through the various agreements and negotiations certain 
mileages were lowered and intangibles and rolling stocks 
were increased, and out of the entire transaction Farmer 
County received a net increase of $69,710.00. 

Now, let us say that the State' does allocate the roll-
ing stock and intangibles, but it was at the railroad's re-
quest that this was done. Consequently, the eastern coun-
ties raised their mileage qn the roadbed and lost the in-
tangible and rolling stock tax In part. 

This county has not seen fit to employ experts to value 
railroad property. Many of the counties have. This infor-
mation is all available and this county has had access to it. 
The so-called experts who have been employed by various 
counties at a considerable cost have reached the conclu-
sion that $38.000.00 per running mile is a fair market val-
ue of the railroad. This, of course, depends upon the 
weight of the steel in the lines. the condition of the cross• 
ties, and many other factors. The tacks:-  that is ordinarily 

used by so-called experts is 120 to be multiplied by the 
weight of the rails. 

The value that this. county places upon the main line 
Is $15,500.00 per mile. including intangibles. This makes 
the railroad render Its taxes at slightly less than 50 per 
cent of its actual value. The average land value in Farm-
er County for tax purposes, according to the State Comp-
troller's records, is $6.06 per acre. 

We hardly think that 56.05 per acre represents 50 per 
cent of the actual value of land in Parmer County. We 
know of no railroad selling and have no figures on this 
basis to determine their value, but we do know of some 
land in the county that is assessed at $5 and $6 per acre 
which has sold at from $200 to $300 per acre. 

We do not think that we are favoring the railraad over 
citizens of this county and believe that when we have 
gained a valuation of 569.710 we have not cut the tax of 
that taxpayer. . 

With reference to the lowering of the value of town 
lots, this practice has been followed by this court and 
many preceding courts. The value of land in this county 
for tax purposes is not less than $4 and not snore than 
per acre. We have found ourselves in the position of hav-
ing land which was subdivided into lots assessed at some 
$400 per acre and land across the road assessed at $7. 

We thought—and think—that some adjustment was 
necessary. For this reason the Commissioners' Court at 
its last equalization meeting announced that all applica-
tions for adjustment on unimproved town lots In any city 
In the county not being used for residential or industrial 
purposes would be favorably considered if applications 
wete made for adjustment, and we believe we have given 
favorable consideration to all such applications. 

We have to treat all taxpayers alike within constitu-
tional and statutory limitations regardless of personalities 
or residence, and with your help we will try to give ad-
justments where discriminations occur. 

The last available information that we have on cattle 
shows that approximately 10,000 cattle were rendered for 
taxation In Farmer County and the actual market value 
of cattle and hogs was much different than our tax rolls 
showed. The raise in the valuation of cattle was given for 
the purpose of equalizing this differential and again to 
let every taxpayer pay his share of the taxes. 

We welcome any inquiries into the entire tax structure 
of Parmer County and assure you that we will be the first 
to recommend correction of any discriminations that exist.

During the "coaling" of the ship (?) 
(anyway it traveled on the water) we 
went into the town to fee it and end-
ed up in a picture show. And there 
we saw "The Last Stand of General 
Custer," also believe it or not. 

In due time-48 hours late-our little 
old ship the D-S Soma landed at Pi-
pervika. Helsinki is a city of Con-
trasts. There are flashy modernistic 
office buildings and there are drab, 
hot-waterless apartments and sleep-
ing accomodations offered the Olym-
pic visitors. I am living on the boat 
instead of in the town as it is far 
more livable and convenient.

Then came the waves- no, waves is 
not the precise word. There was no-
thing gentle or peaceful . about the 
tons and more tons and more tons of 
water heaving up and down under-
neath us.
