The idiotic philosophy that man could discour-
age warfare by devising weapons too terrible to
consider using ‘on even an enemy began about 700
years ago. When men of science finally perfected
‘2 terrible machine known as a catapult, whicH
threw tremendous stones into the ranks of the en-
emy, sages of that age wrote that warfare had be-
come so terrible that surely it would have to be
abandoned as a means of settling disputes. It was
simply too costly in terms of human lives.

The advent of gunpowder, then the perfec-
tion of the automatic firearm, then the airplane
and its lethal bombs have brought on the same old
story.
