
Turkey Shoot To Be Saturday And Sunday 
Area hunters will have an opportunity to limber up their 

firing arms for the fall hunting season this Saturday and 
Sunday at the Texico-Farwell Lions Club turkey shoot. 

The Saturday skeet shoot will begin at 1 p. m. and Sunday's 
activities start at 2 p. m. The shoot will be on a vacant lot 
across from Farwell Fertilizer in east Farwell. 

Participants must furnish their own ammunition and gun. 
The Lions Club will have ammunition on sale at the site. 

Shooters will be competing in groups of five and the winner 
of each contest will have his choice of either a turkey or ham. 
Entrance fee for each contest is $2.00. 

The Lions this week were clearing off the area and building 
a pit for the trapshooting machine, which the club borrowed 
from the Whitharral Lions Club. 

Arrangements have been made with local merchants for 
furnishing the turkeys and hams. Certificates will be given to 

the winners and they will be good for either a turkey or ham at 
designated merchants. 

In mapping out plans for the turkey shoot Monday night, the 
Lions Club adopted the following set of rules: 

1. No drinking allowed 
2. No guns to be loaded until shooter gets into firing position. 
3. There will be no shots larger than No. 4 bird shot. 
4. Each shooter to fire at three targets in succession. 
5. Five shooters to comprise one contest. 
6. Shooting stand will be 15 yards (45 feet) back of the pit. 

In event of a tie, the tied shooters will go to shooting stand 
No. 2, five yards behind stand No. 1 and shoot at two targets 
in succession. In the event of ;Mother tie, they will go back 
to the No, 3 stand, five yards back and shoot at two targets. 

7. There shall be two judges appointed by the club, with 
alternates. All decisions will be final. 
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No matter what a person's 
occupational endeavor might be, 
there are always times whenhe 
thinks the hazards of his job 
far excel those of his fellow-
man.

,he was facing again. The hiring 
of qualified teachers is by no 
means one of the easiest tasks 
In the world. 

All I could do was sympathize 
with him, but as I place the tele-
phone back on the hook and re-
turned to my work, it was with 
a realization that I wasn't the 
only one who experienced oc-
casional bad moments. 

Fortunately, everything did 
turn out all right for Willie.

fixing maximum rates of interest."

able to obtain a Farm Housing 
Loan. 

Previously, according to Billy 
R. Boling, Farmers Home Ad-
ministration County Supervisor 
for Parmer County, an ap-
plicant had to own a farm that 
would produce a substantial 
amount of the operator's 
income. 

Farm Housing loans are made 
by the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration and are used to 
construct and repair needed 
farm houses and farm 'service 
buildings.

Quality Pigs For Sale 

Cantaloupe harvest swings 
into high gear in the Bovina 
area this week as workers 
gather the golden melons from 
the more than 500 acres and haul 
them to the two packing sheds. 

Gateway Produce Co. started 
packing and moving the vine-
ripened cantaloupes late last 
week and operations at Bovines 
new shed, Salt River Valley 
Produce Co., got underway 
early this week. 

As the harvest began, Charles 
Flynn, owner of Gateway Pro-
duce, reported that the market 
price was from $3.00 to $3.50 
per crate. This was about $1.00 
less than they were selling for 
the previous week. 

Both tarthers and shippers 
were hopeful that the price 
would climb higher. 

it was too early to tell just 
what some of the yields would 
be, but estimates ranged from 
200 to 250 crates per acre. 
The quality of the melons was 

	

exceptionally good. 	Men at 
both packing sheds say that both 
yield and quality will be better 
than last year. 

Most of the cantaloupes packed 
at Bovina will probably go to the 
Southeastern states, Flynn 
says. The crop was almost 
a month late this year, due to 
early-season rams, and be-
cause of this, the melons will 
be hitting the market at about 
the same time home-grown 
melons will be ready for con-
sumption in the midwest. 

Cantaloupe growers in this 
area try to plant their crop so 
that it will be ready for market 
before melons are ripe in the 
midwest. However, during the 
past two years, the crop has 
been late and this has hurt the 
marketing of Parmer County-
grown cantaloupes in the mid-
western states. 

In addition to cantaloupes, 
Gateway will begin packing cu-
cumbers and bell peppers at its 
shed next week. Pat McGee 
of Gateway says that these ve-
getables will be packed between 
runs of cantaloupes and will 
not disrupt the melon packing. 

The cantaloupe harvest will 
last for about six weeks.

the time to start land prep-
aration. A good system of 
graded borders is needed to 
control the water for irrigation. 
This can be done by laying off 
small borderS in the field and 
removing the side-fall with a 
grader type implement. 

First, the soils must have 
sufficient depth to permit the 
required smoothing of leveling 
without seriously reducing the 
depth below that needed for 
normal root development. The 
intake rate of the soil should 
range from about one to two 
inches of water per hour. The 
available water-holding capac-
ity of the soil should be more 
that one inch of water per foot 
of soil depth. 

Topography should be smooth 
and uniform. The borders from 
side to side should be level 
and the grade in the direction 
of flow must be constant or uni-
formly increasing or uniformly 
decreasing. 

Water should be available 
at a rate adequate to meet the 
needs of the crop during 'the 
peak use period. 

A system such as this usually 
requires only minor leveling or 
smoothing and the layout and 
construction 	is 	relatively 
simple. Light water appli-
cations can be made. 

On the other hand you cannot 
fully 	utilize the rainfall on 
graded borders as well as on 
bench leveled land and a higher 
degree of skill is required to 
apply the water efficiently. 
Also, a drainage system such as 
a waterway is needed on this 
type of system and there is some 
danger from erosion by rainfall.

CUTTING . . . 

Lovely fall fabrics now are 
available for every type of gar-
ment . . Read labels carefully 
before you buy and prepare 
fabric properly before cutting, 
suggest extension clothing 
specialists of Texas A&M Col-
lege. 

Look for labels that state 
shrinkage control. If sanforized 
or guaranteed not to shrink 
more than 2 percent, additional 
shrinkage is not necessary. 

Check the grain line of the 
fabric before cutting. COR-
RECT GRAIN LINE INSURES 
PROPER HAND AND DRAPE 
OF GARMENT. During weaving, 
warp yarns are parallel to each 
other and so are filling yarns. 
The one set of yarns is at right 
angles to the other set. By the 
time fabrics are purchased in 
the store, one or more of these 
conditions 	may have been 
changed. Yarns may have been 
pulled or stretched "off grain" 
in the handling process. 

To check: 
• Straighten each end of 

fabric by pulling thread or 
tearing. 

• Fold fabric lengthwisewith 
selvages together.

Is there still some room in 
your home freezer? -- If so, 
why not preserve some colorful 
melon cubes or balls for use 
later in the year . . . for des-
sert, salad or appetizer. Marie 
Tribble, extension foods and 
nutrition specialist of Texas 
A&M College, says freezing 
melons is quick and easy to do. 

For home freezing, select 
firm-fleshed, well colored, ripe 
melons. Cut in half, remove 
seeds, and peel. Cut the peeled 
melon into cubes or cut in balls 
the size of large marbles using 
one of the small spoon-scoops 
sold for the purpose. 

Pack into freezer containers. 
and cover with cold sirup made 
in the proportion of 1 cup sugar 
to 2 cups water. Leave enough 
headspace for expansion in 
freezing-1/2 inch for a pint 
container with wide-mouth 
opening and 1 Inch for a similar 
quart container. Freeze at zero 
degrees F. or below and keep 
stored at zero.
