?Keep Community Alive,' Says GC Speaker 
Every nation's strength is in its small communities, 

"and you shouldn't let the community die," was the 
advice Delbert Downing gave his audience Monday 
night at the Farwell Chamber of Commerce banquet. 

Speaking to more than 100 Chamber members and 
guests, the Midland Chamber of Commerce manager 
listed community pride, faith, and self improvement 
as being the keys to building a better society. 

"The only way to improve society is to improve 
oneself," Downing said, and one way to do this is to 
have 	more faith in "yourself, your fellowman, 
and God." 

Mixing humor with somber philosophic advice, 
Downing had. a responsive audience for some 55 
minutes. 

He said, "A community will remain a community 

that would be a new industry in itself." 
There are plenty of reasons why people should 

wade at home, the speaker said, pointing out that 
it is the local merchant who supports youth ac-
tivities and other civic programs. 

"But, just to own a store in your town isn't 
enough," he said, "It has to be kept up." 

Downing explained how small town housewives get 
their national magazines, which tell of a new product, 
on the same day that their fellow citizens of the 
larger cities do. 

"Just because you own a store in a small town 
doesn't mean that you can sell last year's models," 
he explained, adding that the small town merchant 
had to change displays and wash his windows just 

as long as people live in it, appreciate it, and use 
it," and he added, "if a Chamber of Commerce can 
instill pride in a community it has done well." 

Downing told his audience to make people proud 
to say, "I bought it in Farwell." And, "wDen you 
tell folks where Farwell is, don't say southwest of 
Amarillo, but tell them how far Amarillo is from 
Farwell." 

The forceful banquet speaker said he didn't have 
any sure formula for solving a town's problems, 
but he warned of putting too much stress on immediate 
things and overlooking things of more importance. 

"Every town is concerned about attracting new 
industry, but I wonder if we don't put a Little too 
much stress on this," Downing said, "If you can get 
people who go elsewhere to shop, to stay at home, 

as often as the big city merchant does. 
The Chamber speaker cited statistics on the state 

of Texas and the nation, showing how the cities were 
getting larger and how many of the small towns 
were growing smaller. 

He didn't think this was a very good trend, and 
said, 'When you have a heavy concentration of 
people in small area, corruption goes up and mor-
ality goes down." 

Downing advised his audience to be honest in every-
thing. "Be honest in little things," he said, "honest 
enough to blame yourself for something that is your 
fault." 

"Increase your faith in religion and in your fellow-
man, he said, adding that, "If a nation would de-
velop complete faith, it would be invincible."

Someone once said that if 
you have a hundred different 
witnesses to a certain event of 
activity, when it's all over, 
you'll have a hundred different 
accounts of the story. 

No statement could be any 
more true, and it has been 
proven time after time, whether 
it be a fight in the street, a 
sporting event, the reading of 
a novel, an essay, or what have 
you. 

A perfect example of this 
would have to be an essay which 
has been making the rounds in 
several area newspapers. The 
papers which have been reprint-
ing the article have been ones 
with liberal leanings, and they 
have titled it, "The Modern-
Day American conservative." 

In seeing the article in one 
of these newspapers the other 
day, I remembered having read 
it once before, and also remem-
bered having interpreted it quite 
differently than had rry more 
liberal-minded friends. 

I couldn't remember just 
where I had first come across 
the article, but finally decided 
that it must have been in some 
Republican campaign litera-
ture. Sure enough, on checking 
through some political propa-
ganda that I had filed away, 
there it was, in the Political 
Reporter, mouthpiece of the 
Republican party. 

The Republicans had copied 
it from Rotary Magazine and had 
titled it, "The Rugged In-
dividual." 

When I first read the essay. 
I considered it a literary 
masterpiece and thought it 
graphically pointed out the 
fallacy of big-spending pro-
grams of the federal govern-
ment. 

Most of we Americans are 
all for a program as long as 
we believe there will be some 
personal benefit from it, and as 
long as someone else will foot 
the bill. The minute we have 
to start paying for this pro-
gram out of our own pockets, 
or wise up to the fact that 
we've been paying for it all 
along, then we become violently 
opposed to it. 

Politicians who put over the 
big-spending program under 
the guise of giving the little 
man a break, are really just 
pulling the wool over his eyes. 

While he might get temporary 
assistance from some of these 
so-called benevolent acts, in 
reality the people planners are 
telling a person how he is going 
to eventually spend his own 
money. Or, if not his own, 
certainly his children's money. 

The theme of the essay goes 
a lot deeper than that, but that 
was my first interpretation. 

The liberal democrats in-
terpreted it another way, and 
I can also see how they were 
able to make political fodder 
out of it. 

Anyway, here it is (You can 
interpret it any way you want 
to, and no matter which angle 
you want to look at it from, 
it is real food for thought): 

'It seems a young man lived 
with his parents in a public 
housing development. He at-
tended public school, rode the 
free school bus, and par- 
ticipated in the free lunch pro- 
gram. He entered the Army and 
upon discharge kepthis national 
life insurance. He then enrolled 
in the State University, work- 
ing part time in the State cap- 
ital to supplement his GI check. 

Upon graduation, he married 
a public health nurse and bought 
a farm with an FHA loan and 
then obtained a Small Business 
Administration loan to go into 
business. A baby was born in 
the county hospital. He bought 
a ranch with the aid of a GI 
loan and obtained emergency 
feed from the Government. 

Later he put part of his land 
in the soil bank and the pay- 
ments helped pay off -his debt. 
His parents lived comfortably 
on the ranch with their social 
security and old-age assistance 
checks. REA lines supplied 
electricity. The Government 
helped clear the land. The 
county agent showed him how to 
terrace it, then the Govern- 
ment paid part of the cost of 
a pond and stocked it with fish. 
The Government guaranteed 
him a sale for his farm pro-
ducts. 

Books from the public library 
were deliverd to his door. He 
banked money which a Govern-
ment agency insured. His chil- 
dren grew up, entered public 
schools, ate free lunches, rode 
free buses, played in public 
parks and swam in public pools.

High hopes and hard work paid off for 

members of the Oklahoma Lane Baptist 
Church, as they near completion on the 
first Spanish mission to be erected anywhere 
in the area. 

Funds for the erection of the mission were 
raised by donations from members of the 
Oklahoma Lane Baptist Church, sponsors of 
the mission. Almost all labor on the building 
was done by volunteer workers from the 
church. 

Several Spanish missions are in operation 
in surrounding towns, but Oklahoma Lane 
has the distinction of being the first com-
munity to build a new structure especially 
for the Spanish people. 

The mission began as a dream some seven 
years ago, when the church began working 
with Spanish people, and was finally put on 
the drawing board in November of 1960. 

Construction began January 1, and in 
spite of bad weather, plans are being made 
for the first services to be conducted in 
the building on February 19, les.s than two 
months after the foundation was laid. 

The new mission houses a 20 x 36 
auditorium, four classrooms, a nursery and 
two restrooms. Walls throughout the building 
are painted a soft brown, and acoustical tile 
was used on the ceiling. Concrete floors 
will be in use, until tile can be added later. 

Entry to the church is gained through a large 
doorway sheltered on two sides by a partial-
porch, over which a steeple rises.

Until the building is completed, the SpaniSh 
people will continue to meet in the church 
building at Oklahoma Lane, as they have been 
doing for the past seven years.

Is it Christian, is itinterest-
ing, and is it compelling? If 
so, it is a sermon which can 
properly be called a good one. 
If you will hear a good sermon 
often enough, you will find that 
the gospel of Christ does give 
life worth living. Attend Church 
Sunday.

Proper placement of ferti-
lizer will he the topic of dis-
cussion at a meeting designed 
for farmers and fertilizer deal-
ers of the area next Thursday 
from 2 to 4 p.m. at the Okla-
homa Lane Community Center.

The use of sprinkler irri-
gation is the Parmer Soil Con-
servation District is becoming 
more important all the time. 
Farmers in the district are be-
coming more conscious of the 
fact that much of the water used 
in their present irrigation 
system is being wasted and not 
used by crops. 

On the steeper slopes many 
farmers are having trouble get-
ting enough water in the soil; 
then on the sandier soils many 
find that the soil is taking 
water too rapidly thus reducing 
acreage that can be irrigated. 
Sprinkler irrigation is not only 
good for irrigating the steep 
or sandy land but it is also ef-
fective on tighter and level 
land. 

The objective of irrigation is 
to apply water at a uniform 
rate over area in order to get 
the most effective use of what 
water you have. A sprinkler 
irrigation system properly de-
signed and operated will give an 
even application of water no 
faster than the soil will take it 
up and will eliminate waste of 
soil and water by run-off. 

With proper design one can 
irrigate more acres properly 
with the same amount of water 
over the furrow type irrigation 
being used now using the same 
amount of water. 

The sprinkler is a very 
versatile type of irrigation 
since it can be used on most 
soils and on the steeper slopes.

Now is the time for all rose 
growers to come to the aid of 
their rose bushes. That Is, if 
they need pruning. Early spring 
is the best time of the year to 
prune roses. The kind and 
amount of pruning to be done 
varies with the types and va-
rieties of roses. 

On hybrid tea and floribunda 
roses pruning should be done to 
cut out dead wood. Sometimes 
weak and spindley canes or 
stems need to be removed to 
allow stronger stems to become 
stronger or new sterns to form 
and grow. 

To shape a more attractive 
rose bush you may prune all 
good stems or canes to about 
24 inches from the grounds. Of 
course, you don't want to cut 
all canes across like a table. 
This shape would not show a 
natural appearance. 

Proper pruning should always 
be practiced for producing the 
greatest number of flowers. 
Don't just cut to be cutting the 

, stems. Always cut about one-
half inch above a leaf bud. If 
you wish the bush to grow out-
ward, cut the stem above the 
leaf bud on the outside of the 
stem. When the leaf or stem be-
gins to grow it will bush out-
ward. Naturally, cutting the 
stem above a bud, on the inside 
of the bush will force the bush 
to appear bushier.

Soil sample reports continue 
to come in.

Contracts which will open the 
way to more acreage of castor 
beans and kafir in the Curry 
and Parmer County areas are 
now being made by Golden West 
Seed Company of Texico. 

Pat Patrick, manager of the 
firm, says he hopes to write 
contracts with farmers for 
5,000 acres of castor beans and 
4,000 acres of kafir, in addition 
to limited acreage of sudans, 
cane, hegari and other seed 
crops. 

None of these crops have 
been grown on a very large 
scale in this area in recent 
years, but Patrick believes that 
any of them can be more profit-
able than grain sorghum. 

Last year Golden West con-
tracted 2,000 acres of castor 
beans with farmers in the area. 
While it was a rather poor year 
for the bean growers, the 
average yield was around 1100 
and 1200 pounds. Some were as 
high as 1600 pounds. 

The price paid for the beans 
was $5.25, thus grossing the 
farmer around $60 per acre. 
Yields were lower than had 
been hoped for, and this was 
attributed to the unusual cold, 
wet weather. 

It was also a bad year for 
cotton, and for best results, 
castor beans require the same 
type of weather conditions as 
does cotton. 

Patrick believes that high 
yields of castor beans can be 
grown in the area and that the 
crop can be a profitable one. 
He says that many yields in the 
Plainview area, where they have 
been growing castor beans for 
quite a few years, have been 
higher than 2,000 pounds per 
acre. 

Contracts being entered into 
this year call for the same 
$5.25 per hundred weight. 

0n kafir, the contracts call 
for a payment of 15 cents above 
the farm stored loan. "On the 
1960 basis, this would be a 
$1.63 per hundred weight," 
Patrick says. 

Golden West has entered into 
an agreement with the Corn 
Producers Co. of Corpus 
Christi, a firm which will use 
the kafir for starch. 

Kafir, which once was a big 
crop in this area, should yield 
right along with many of the 
milo varieties grown here, 

goes into worthy 4-H boys and 
girls before they are eligible to 
receive awards and recogni-
tions. We hope to develop lead-
ership in more boys and girls 
in the future years. Adult lead-
ers decorated the community 
center and 4-H girls brought 
cookies for refreshments.

Anyone planning to build a 
new home or renovate their 
old one would do well to spend 
the few minutes necessary to 
read a recent publication of 
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station. This publi-
cation is a report of studies 
conducted to determine the 
scrub-resistance character-
istics of kitchen and bathroom 
wall-surfacing materials. 

As every housewife knows, 
the walls of the kitchen and 
bathroom require much more 
cleaning than do other walls in 
the home. Because these walls 
are subjected to extra harsh 
treatment, it is wise to use 
coverings that are resistant 
to damage. Use of the proper 
covering in the first place can 
save unnecessary expenses for 
replacement or repairs later 
on. 

In the tests, ten different 
types of wall-surfacing ma-
terials were scrubbed with 
three familiar brands of wash-
ing powder. To insure uni-
formity, the tests were made 
with a scrubbing machine. The 
cleansing powders used were 
non-abrasive, mild abrasive 
and moderately strong abras-
ive.

All wall materials tested had 
good resistance to scrubbing 
with the non-abrasive cleanser, 
and no damage to any of the 
glossy surfaces was noted. In 
contrast, the surface or the 
gloss of many of the materials 
was damaged by the stronger 
abrasives. 

The ceramic tiles, porcelain-
on-steel, stainless steel and 
vinylized fabric showed little 
damage from any of the three 
cleaners. Plastic tiles, flexible 
rubber and enameled steel 
showed some change after 
abrasive scrubbing. Pre-
finished wallboard, enameled 
steel, thermoplastic laminated 
sheeting and copper tiles 
showed the most damage from 
abrasive scrubbing.
