Research on this project has
been done by entomologists at
the University of Wisconsin in
conjunction with the U, S, De-
partment of Agriculture’s
Forest Products Laboratory
in Madison,

They have found that dieldrin
mixed with cement will poison
the insects that crawl over the
concrete, Termites absorb the
poison through their feet,

Now we ask, ‘‘How long will
the dieldrin last in the con-
crete?’’ This is now being
investipated, They have found
that after 18 months, concrete

posts containing 16 percent
dleldrin were still 100 percent
effective after 10 minutes’
exposure,
