Hia First Official Act Was To Dispateh
To the Lord Mayor the Announce-
ment of His Father's Death.

London, May 7.—King Edward VII,
who returned to England from & va-
cation ten days ago In the best of
health, died at 11:45 o'clock last night
In the presence of his family, after an
iliness of less than a week, which wan
serious hardly more than three days.

The Prince of Wales suoceeded to
the crown immediately, according to
the laws of the Kingdom, without offi-
clal ceremony.

His first official act was to dispateh
to the Lord Mayor the announcement
of his father's death, In pursuance of
custom., His telegram read:

Ventilating the Sickre . o

In ventilating a slck chamber it ia
often desirable and necessary to leave
the window open to secure fresh alr.
The best way to do this Is to tack a
plece of muslin across the open win-
dow by means of thumb tacks. It the
air is chilly this will keep the drafts
off the patient and will keep out the
dust and dirt, which might otherwise
be blown in. If the day Is bot and
sultry—and these days are the hardest
and most trying on & sick person—
an ideal way to ventilate, purify and
oool the alr is to open the window or
windows and stretch a plece of muslin
across the opening, then lower the
shades to where the window Is opened
and after this has been done thor-
oughly saturate the muslin with cold
waler. Then place a large basin or
pail ofs cold water under or near the
bed. If this Is done It often will en-
able a restless patient to obtain some
much-needed sleep and rest.  As soon
“as the muslin becomes dry wet it
agaln.
