AIDS explained 
to folks here

Hamilton earns 
science fair 
top honors 

"We have 17 known cases 
of Aids in Lubbock, 6 in 
Amarillo, and 1 each in 6 
other counties in the Panhan-
dle," said Dr. Arnold Isaacson, 
the Regional Health Director 
of the Texas Department of 
Health. 

Twenty-nine cases does 
not sound like much, but it 
is the nature of the dis-
ease which makes this num-
ber significant. In 1982, there 
were only 39 cases reported 
in the whole state of Texas. 
On Feb. 19, there were 3,846 
cases in Texas. The numbers 
continue to grow at an alarm-
ing rate. Nationally, the num-
ber of patients with Aids dou-
bles every year. 

Isaacson spoke to parents 
and teachers at an open 
meeting sponsored by Farwell 
Schools Tuesday at Farwell 
High School. Farwell plans to 
implement a teaching pro-
gram on Aids. 

"I've never seen anything 
like this Aids virus. It is 
completely unforgiving. We 
have no drugs, we have no 
vt-Qcines, and the recovery 
rate is zero," said Isaacson. 

The Aids virus can remain 
inactive for years. It can be 
caught by children or adults, 
homosexuals, or heterosexu-
als. 

It attacks the immune sys-
tem by invading the helper 
T cells which normally stim-
ulate cells to make antibod-
ies against diseases. Aids 
viruses take over the helper 
T cells and multiply in the 
T cells. Then they spread 
through the body to destroy 
healthy cells. 

The Aids virus can remain 
in the body for 5 years or 
more without showing up. 
Carriers can have the virus 
without showing any signs of 
disease. 

Aids has been spread five 
ways that doctors know of: 
1. through blood, semen, and 
vaginal fluids, and mother's 
milk (It is found in other 
body fluids such as tears 
and saliva, but no cases have 
been verified 28 being spread 
this way.); 2. through infected 
syringes; 3. through blood 
transfusions, 4. through the 
use of blood products, and 
5. from infected parents to 
children through birth. 

Since 1985, blood and blood 
products have been care-
fully screened and treated to 
eliminate them as factors in 
spreading Aids. Each blood 

sample is carefully screened 
three times with tests that 
are each 97% - 98% effective. 

The symptoms of Aids are 
varied. Some symptoms are 
flu-like: rashes, fevers, diar-
rhea, depression, hair loss, 
night sweats, vomiting, weight 
loss, and intestinal bleeding. 
Later, as the immune sys-
tem breaks down, the body 
is unable to fight off normal 
illnesses. The symptoms be-
come more extreme. The Aids 
patient becomes so weak-
ened that he is unable to fight 
off infections. 

"The very best way to 
avoid Aids is to avoid sex," 
said Isaacson. "You can't get 
Aids from the air, or from 
shaking hands, , or from a 
water fountain or from a 
swimming pool." 

Isaacson said that 75% 
of the Aids cases in the-
U.S. involve male homosex-
uals; 16.9% involve male in-
travenous drug users; 10% 
involve heterosexual females 
who are either intravenous 
drug users or wives of in-
fected bisexual males. The 
remaining 6% of the cases 
involve people who were in-
fected because of blood trans-
fusions, blood clotting fac-
tors, or other causes - 2% of 
the cases are still under in-
vestigation. 

Body tissues of Aids pa-
tients can also spread the 
disease. One man contracted 
Aids when he accepted a 
cornea transplant from a pa-
tient who died of Aids. Be-
cause of this at least one 
pathologist in Lubbock now 
recommends cremating the 
bodies of Aids patients. 

Sexual contact is by far the 
greatest cause of the spread 
of Aids in the U.S. "One of our 
big problems is that young 
people do not believe that you 
can get Aids from sex," said 
Isaacson. 

Isaacson said that there are 

cases in Lubbock that in-
volve young women who con-
tracted the disease through 
contact with a young air-
man stationed near Lubbock_ 
They didn't think that they 
could Aids from someone 
who seemed like a nice guy. 

Isaacson recommends that 
people today who wish to 
avoid Aids need to follow 
the same counsel that was 
given the best medical lead-
ers 4,000 years ago in the 
Bible - avoid sex or be faith-
ful in a monogamous relation-
ship. Consider homosexuality 
an abomination. 

Some of the suggested 
deterrents to the spread of 
Aids were not recommended 
by Isaacson. "Mandatory Aids 
testing is not effective -
it is too expensive, and it 
would only identify cases up 
to the time of the test. A 
person could contract Aids 
right after being tested," 
said Isaacson. "I don't think 
condoms are very effective, 
either. Ten percent of the 
time condoms fail to protect 
women from conception. If 
you realize that the Aids virus 
is 1/500th the size of a 
sperm cell, you can see that 
condoms would not be an 
effective deterrent." 

"If we do not return to basic 
moral principals, by 1991 
there will be 16,000 Aids 
cases in Texas, and 50 -100 
times that many infected. 

"By 1991, Aids will be one 
of the top 10 killers in the 
U.S. It will break the bank 
of Medicare, Medicaid, and 
our county health facilities," 
Isaacson predicted. 

"The Surgeon General of 
the United States is pes-
simistic about the develop-
ment of a vaccine. There is 
no vaccine yet for syphilis 
or gonorrhea, and people 
have been seeking those for 
years." 

We need to teach about 
Aids. In the home we need to 
teach religion and ethics. In 
the school we need to give 
solid scientific information, 
but the teaching concerning 
Aids is a local decision. In 
the churches we have the 
unique opportunity to teach 
the value of chastity and 
use scripture to substantiate 
our beliefs. In the community 
we can be a personal force 
to educate and bring about 
changed laws.

Excel 
closes 
Friona plant 

I still kind of laugh when 
I think I now work for a 
little old weekly newspaper 
somewhere Out West. 

For lo these many years 
I worked mightily at various 
jobs on large daily newspa-
pers. I used to think work-
ing on a weekly was just the 
kind of thing a retired per-
son could do: heck, you only 
come out once a week so that 
means you only work one day 
a week, right? 

Yes, I was wrong. Little did 
I know that you had to work 
harder on a weekly because 
there weren't dozens of oth-
ers to help out. But there are 
benefits. 

I received a publication the 
other day that really made my 
feel good about putting out a 
little weekly. The publication 
told about a meeting of 
marketing executives where 
the following statistics were 
related about weeklies: 

1. Whether hand-delivered 
or mailed, weeklies have a 
shelf-life of 3 1/2 days com-
pared to 30 to 60 minutes 
for a daily. Sunday newspa-
pers have a life span of at 
least a day, which accounts 
for why retailers place the 
bulk of their ads in Sunday is-
sues. 

2. Weeklies have high read-
ership. Since they concen-
trate on local doings, per-
sons within their zones tend 
to read them to keep up 
on what's happening in their 
communities. Weeklies have 
a clearly defined distribution 
patern, with coverage of a 
concentrated area surround-
ing the retail outlets of its ad-
vertisers - no waste. 

Along the same lines, I re-
ceived a copy recently called 
the "Texas Consumers Re-
port," put out by the Texas 
Newspaper Advertising Bu-
reau. 

It did surveys throughout 
the state, then broke them 
into areas. Here's a look at 
the Panhandle stats (includ-
ing Parmer County): 

1. Consumers report media 
preferences: 91% read news-
papers regularly; 65% listen 
to radio usually, and 68% 
watch TV. 

2. Consumers report ad-
vertising usage: 72% redeem 
coupons from newspapers; 
64% read and retain adver-
tising in print as part of the 
newspaper; 51% throw away 
circulars received in the mail; 
12% read and retain circulars 
received in the mail; 24% read 
and retain newspaper ad in-
serts. 

3. Consumers report best 
sources for information: 53% 
newspapers; 13% TV; 29% 
radio, and 5% other sources. 

Those kind of statistics 
make me feel good about 
working on a little weekly. 

It's interesting that when 
I worked on dailies, I knew 
that you had to fight to grab 
the reader's attention since 
that paper's life span (30 to 
60 minutes) was rather short. 
With a weekly, I have found 
(every time I make a mistake!) 
that most folks read it from 
top to bottom. 

Boy, if my old friends from 
my daily newspapering days 
could see me now... •

Excel Corporation, Parmer 
County's biggest employer, 
announced Monday the clos-
ing of its plant in Friona ef-
fective Feb. 29, laying off 
1,250 people. 

The plant may be closed in-
definitely, but local employ-
ees are hoping that the clos-
ing will last only a week_ 

The closing comes at a 
time when beef prices are 
higher than normal, and there 
are few finished cattle to 
be slaughtered in the South 
Plains area. 

Local feed lots currently 
sell a large percentage of 
their cattle to Excel. If they 
cannot sell to Excel, and if 
they have to ship to Swift or 
Iowa Beef it will cost them 
more in shipping and han-
dling, thereby cutting their 
profits. The closest alterna-
tive buyer for local producers 
is in Plainview.

They are John Armstrong, 
Jerry Atchley, Larry Cox, Bob 
Davis, and Rex Williams.

The State Line Tribune sent 
each candidate a question-
naire. Here are their re-
sponses:  

make a more efficient depart-
ment, giving the public better 
protection as economically 
as possible and to serve each 
citizen in the same manner 
as the others to the best of 
my ability. However, there is 
one change that I would make 
as soon as possible. There 
would be a resident deputy 
living in Lazbuddie. 

Armstrong: After estab-
lishing a new philosophy, set-
ting new policy and a re-
view of personnel, I am sure 
a change of personnel will 
be in order. One of the first 
things that I would do would 
be to ask the Commission-
ers to hire a jailer. That would 
free a deputy, who could then 
spend more time on patrol. 

The county would be di-
vided into three areas with 
a deputy assigned to each 
area. The deputy assigned 
would investigate all com-
plaints in his area. When 
not on an investigation, the 
deputies will be on patrol in 
each assigned area, getting 
to know the people in the 
area and letting the people 
get to know them. I, as sheriff 
and-or my chief deputy, will 
personally respond to and fol-
low up on all complaints re-
ceived. 

Cox: At this time I cannot 
make promises. I will say 
that a more active patrol 
is needed in the county at 
night as well as daytime.

I have been a fulltime em-
ployee in the Tax Assessor 
Collector's office for seven 
years. The last four years, I  

nave served as chief-  deputy. 
During that time I have had 
the opportunity to work in 
all phases of the work con-
ducted in that office. 

What changes would you 
make in the post, if elected? 

Herington: The office of 
Tax Assessor/ Collector is 
governed by state and federal 
laws, so therefore I cannot 
state what, if any changes 
would be made in the inner 
workings of the office. I will 
state that I will continue to 
give the same excellent ser-
vice that Mr. Moseley has al-
ways given to the people.

Although 
this is a major part of the 
work, this is not the only thing 
we do. 

Although you pay your taxes 
directly to the Parmer County 
Appraisal District, this money 
is sent to our office where 
each month I make a report 
and the money is allocated to 
the various entities. These re-
ports are maintained in the 
tax office and are audited an-
nually. 

In addition, we handle voter 
registration which is almost a 
full time job. We also handle 
boat titles and registration.

Southwestern Public Service Company and a committee 
representing the cities SPS serves in Texas announced they 
have agreed to a $14.4 million, or 3.1%, overall reduction 
in electric rates for SPS's residential, commercial, industrial 
and other retail customers. 

Of that amount, $10.9 million is applicable to customers 
within the city limits of the communities SPS serves in Texas. 
The remainder would apply to rural areas when approved by 
the Public Utility Commission of Texas (PUCT). 

The decrease reflects lower SPS costs of providing 
service, principally through savings made possible by federal 
tax reform, said Sam Hunter, SPS vice president of rates and 
economic research. Effective with SPS's current fiscal year, 
federal tax reform decreased the Company's federal income 
taxes. 

SPS announced in October it intended to request a 
rate reduction. A committee representing the cities was 
organized to examine the proposed lower rates. Chairman 
of the committee was Merril E. Nunn, Amarillo city attorney. 

SPS is filing the request with 74 cities it serves in Texas. 
If approved by the cities, the decrease is expected to go into 
effect March 28. A monthly bill for a residential customer 

using 1,000 kilowatt-hours would drop $3 from $73.51 to 
$70151. In Texas, cities have original jurisdiction over rates

The staff 
of the PUCT has been reviewing the effects of federal tax 
reform on electric and telephone untilities throughout the 
state to ensure tax savings are recognized in rates.

Marshall indicated that test-

ing, like all trends in teaching, 
will run its course and loose 
favor in time.

This 
is one of the purposes that 
the tests were designed to 
perform. 

Marshall stated that some 
school systems have mis-
used test results. Some school 
systems have tried to teach a 
test to students, rather than 
teaching the test format and 
the objectives being tested. 
Some school systems are us-
ing the results to move teach-
ers or to rank teachers. 

Also, the state of Texas will 
use results of the TEAMS test 
to single out the schools with 
results in the top and the 
bottom 5% of the state on the 
test. 

"We are getting way out 
of bounds with testing," said 
Marshall. 

Farwell Schools presented 
a program on Monday night 
to explain standardized test 
results to parents. 

The program was presented 
by Larry Marshall, a consul-
tant from McGraw Hill pub-
lishing company. 

"We are placing too much 
emphasis on tests right now," 
said Marshall. "We are us-
ing them for things they are 
not intended to do. Tests will 
just help us to predict where 
we're at, and where our ac-
tions will take us." 

Tests do not tell us what 
students are capable of learn-
ing. Marshall used stories 

about his own life and about 
his children to illustrate the 
fact the interpretation of test 
results sometimes misses the 
mark. Students often have 
more ability than they are 
given credit for having. 

Standardized tests that are 
used today do not test for 
pure logic, socialization, or 
perception. They indicate what 
a student has learned about 
a specific subject or about a 
curriculum objective. 

"When a specific student is 
having problems, we can use 
standardized tests to look for 
patterns that might help us 
to diagnose the problem and
