Hubert Kidd, manager of
Five Area Telephone Cooper-
ative in Muleshoe, sent a copy
of his company’s phone direc-
tory, and wrote to explain the
way the 911 emergency num-
ber works in his area.

His letter said in part
that If you live in 5 Area’s
Lariat exchange - 925 - and
dial 911 your call will route
to Muleshoe, although your
location could be closer to
Farwell or Oklahoma Lane.

If you live in 5 Area’s
Lazbuddie exchange - 965 -

and dial 911 you will route to
Muleshoe, although you could
live closer to Oklahoma Lane,
Lazbuddie, Dimmitt or Sudan.

“Keep in mind, if you dial
911 after all the area towns
have connected you will get
help regardless of where you
live. Five Area Telephone has
had 911 since 1987,” said
Kidd. “We know it sounds
confusing. In the rural areas
of America you will find
it the same. Our Lazbuddie
exchange - 965 - serves

. people in four counties.”
