Also involved in the chase was
Bovina Police Chief Leon Saddler. Police from Texico, Clovis
and Curry County also were involved.

Williams was riding in a police car driven by deputy Gary
Blair when he used a shotgun to hit the two front tires of
Stephans’ GMC Blazer. For awhile, Stephans was driving in
the eastbound lanes of the divided highway toward Clovis.
