‘55 Sesame Harvest

Practically

What can actually be considered
a ‘‘big’’ sesame crop has been laid
by in the Parmer County area
during the past two weeks—at
least most of it is in the shock and
safe from danger of shattering to
the ground.

Many farmers of the High
Plains, pressed by lower prices,
higher production costs, and acre-
age controls, have been trying out
sesame as a possible answer to
their need for another cash crop.

To date, very few have reports
on seed yields, but most believe
that the crop has done well this
year under irrigated conditions.
The market price for the seed—
which is used to make non-rancid
oil—will likﬁly be 'between nine
and ten cents per pound.

Yields of near 1000 pounds of
seed’ per acre would be considered

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good for irrigated sesame.

There were about 3000 acres
of sesame planted in Parmer
County this year, but about one
third of this failed to come up to
a satisfactory stand. Farmers
report various ideas on the dif-
ficulty in getting a stand, though
most tend to agree that planting
too deep and crusting over be-
cause of spring rains accounted
for most of the trouble.

At any rate, there are approxi-
mately 2000 acres of sesame in
Parmer County, and considerable
acreage in Curry County to the
west. Most growers say they have
learned a lot in this first year of
growing the crop.

The addition of a Farm Bureau
program known as ‘“The Soil Fer-
tility Bank’ will be made in the
discussion items to be up for con-
sideration by the members of the
Parmer County Farm Bureau when
they convene in Bovina tonight
(Thursday).

Gilbert Kaltwasser, county presi-
dent, said that in a meeting of
presidents from this 13-county dis-
trict at Lubbock the past week,
it was decided that the topic be
inclutded by the” organizations of
the district.

The Soil Fertility Bank plan, and
variations of it, is the Farm Bu-
reau’s suggestion on the agricul-
tural problem. These features will

1. Setting aside of 20 percent of
the total tillable acreage.

2. Continuation of allotments, but
with supports of 100 percent for
basic commodities.

3. 85 percent of parity supports
for non-basic commodities.

Kaltwasser gave an example
of how the program, if adopted
on a nationwide scale, would
work. “If a man had 100 acres,

he would have to lay aside 20
of these and grow only soil-build-
ing crops. If he had, say, a 50-

Cotton Allotment Due Soon;
More Reduction Anticipated

The West Texas Chamber of
Commerce commented October
8 that is was likely that allot-
ments for this area would prob-
ably be about 260,000 acres
less than in 1955.

At the same time, the chamber
criticized a move to discontinue
using ‘““trend’” as a factor in pass-
ing out the state’s cotton reserve,
which previously has amounted to
10 percent of the total allotment.
(Readers of The Tribune will re-
call a story in this newspaper indi-
cating what would happen to the
county’s allotment next year if the
move proposed by Rep. Poage of
Waco was accepted. This would
almost completely have eliminated
any possibility of trend ‘consider-
ation.)

At the moment, it is under-
stood that it will be up to the state
ASC committee to decide what
use shall be made of the state re-
serve, They can use it to cover
trend, hardship cases, small farms,
and other inequities.

Last year the committee used
two-thirds of this reserve for trend.
In fact, they have favored the

Dies Friday Night

Plenty of Opportunity
For Those Who Want to Work

If this part of the Southwest is any indication
of conditions prevailing® over the nation as a
whole, we believe that times have never been better
than now for honest people who are able bodied
to make a good living with a job.

If there ever was a time (save time of war,
when manpower in every field is at a premium)
when jobs were more plentiful, wages more aftrac-
tive, and opportunity greater, we can't remember
when it was.

An the face of this healthy and desirable condi-
tion, however, has appeared a disturbing factor,
represented by that group of laborers which thinks
that they should have more than they are worth;
or that they are ‘“‘entitled” to something from their
employer whether they turn a hand or not.

With demand ‘good for qualified workmen on
every hand, these workers who demand more than
they are enutled to become more noticeable, and
this seems to be especially true at this moment.

Within the past few days, we have talked
with farmers, ginners, warehousemen, small busi-
nessmen, and contractors—all of whom depend on
reliable help in order to make their business a
success. On every hand, we hear complaints from
employers about how difficult it is to obtain
Joyal personnel. No doubt some abuse their em-
ployees and are responsible themselves for high turn-
overs in personnel, but we know many of these
who provide jobs fog others that are more than
just ‘“fair” to their workers.

Farmers tell us that the sorriest help of all
this year, as harvest tries to get underway, is local
or ‘“native” labor. Gins and others who arrange
for Mexican or ‘‘bracero” labor report they are
beseiged with requests from farmers who prefer
the Nationalists to their own native Americans—
who should be the most dependable source of
labor.

What accounts for this disturbing condiﬁ'on?
We really don't know, but last week we read some-
thing by the controversial Ernest Joiner of Ralls
that has set us to thinking, and he may have some-
think at that.

See if you agree with Ernest. If you do, what
can be done?

Had an interesting chat with a veteran school
administrator the other day, and conversation drift-
ed around to prevailing low scholastic standards in
our public schools.

He advanced the theory that the ‘‘gimme”
philosophy born in early days of the New Deal,
and which has fastened itself upon our citizens,
has been taken up by youngsters in their school
work. 14

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No longer does a student ask his teacher

hard work and pride in accomplishment is also
reflected in the pttitude of people, young and old
alike, who apply for work.

Employers seldom hear a prospective employee
ask how much he can earn at his job. The burning
question is ‘“‘how much will you pay?”

It is small wonder children expect passing
grades without earning them.

Many of them have parents who receive wages
they do not earn—like the man who demanded (and
received ) 44 hours pay for 40 hours work; like par-
ents who have a guaranteed annual wage, whether
they work or not; like parents who receive paid
vacations, social security, pensions and hospitaliza-
tion without paying for them.

The child’s study of his parents’ occupation
with “things guaranteed’ is reflected in his social
life, too. This is the era of strange demands for
“guaranteed®entertainment and recreation.”

this year. He has 480 acres in the
crop, including some in New Mex-
ico. .

Of this, 230 acres are in the
shock on his Oklahoma Lane farm,
and there were 30 acres to be cut,
bound, and shocked this week.

Sanders planted between June 5
and June 20 after pre-watering,
using both regular width rows and
20-inch rows. The narrow-row
sesame received four waterings;
the regular rows three.

He reports that after producing
the crop, he believes that an ap-
plication of nitrogen-bearing fer-
tilizer would have paid off, and if
he had it to do over again, he
would make this application.

Contrary to earlier reports,
Sanders believes that it takes just
as much water to grow good sesa-
me as it does to grow good feed.
It previously had been thought
that the amount of water needed
fell between the needs of cotton
and grain sorghums.

No special problems were en-
countered in' cutting and binding
the crop, he said, and he reports
that he has lost very little seed
from prematurely maturing and
shattering pods.

Texas is considered a particular-
ly important area in which to or-
ganize a Ground Observer Corps,
partly because of its heavy indus-
trialization and partly because an
enemy jet-type bomber flying over
the Siberian Peninsula can follow
the jet stream into Texas and be
here in as little as eight hours.

Radar cannot be strictly de-
pended on for detecting enemy
planes since the device cannot see
through mountains and does not
follow the curvature of the earth.
This means that there are a num-
ber of “blank’’ spots through which
enemy planes can sneak.

When the Ground Observer
Corps in this state becomes or-
ganized, it will call for around-
the-clock duty. Each volunteer ob-
server will work a two-hour shift
each time he is on duty, which
would be about once a week.

trend since 1949. But, it is not
known what next year will bring.

The West Texas Chamber
charges that some counties from
the eastern part of the state

actually will receive increases In
their 1956 allotments compared ta
last year’s.

This report has been discounted
to some extent by local followers
of agriculture, but it is evident
that nothing definite is known on
what policy the state ASC com-
mittee will adopt.

Cotton growers of Parmer
County had been optimistic
earlier this year of possibilities
for a substantial increase in al-
lotments for 1956. This optimism
was based on the fact that the
county would drop 1948 as a
history year (when only 4,950
acres of cotton were planted),
and pick up 1954, when the allot-
ment was about 56,000 acres.

At that time, no one considered
the trend factor to be in danger.
This year, Parmer County re-
ceived 11,000 acres due wholly to
trend. An additional 4,000 acres
was alloted for hardship cases,
and the 1955 allotment was 44,754.

The years that will be used 1n
figuring next year's allotment:

1950—3,527

1951—31,500

1952—80,000

1953—97,127

1954—56,000

That’s an average of about
53,000 acres. If this is reduced
by about- one-third, which was the
approximate cut the last two years,
the base allotment will be some-
where around 35,000 acres.

That would still be 10,000 acres
less than 1955, so it is apparent
that the manner in which the
state reserve is distributed ‘“makes
or breaks’” the Parmer County
cotton allotment.

When preparing
packages for mailing, the sender
should put his return address in-
side the package as well as on the
outside, says McLellan. This in-
sures delivery if the outside ad-
dress should be marred some way
in shipping.

Another precaution according to
McLellan is ‘‘do not use stickers
and avoid using ink for addresses.
The postmaster says in damp cli-
mates, the stickers come off and
the ink smears.

He says there is no weight limit
to most places, but the sender can
inquire at the post office if he
wishes to know about a particular
place.
