We suggest a letter along
these lines: First, identify
yourself as opposing the fol-
lowing recommendations of the
Governor's Committee on Edu-
cation, Specifically, write that
you are opposed to the school
district reorganization plan and
also menton your opposition to
State Aid being based on market
value of property, Letthe offic-
ial know you will be following
his actions and thar you would
appreciate his consideration of
your viewpoint when he con-
siders these portions of the bill
as it is presented,

Try to avoid stereotyped
words and phrases and do not
be abusive; only firm in your
convictions,

The people in Austin who
might be influenced are Pres-
ton Smith, Governor; Ben Barn-
es, Lieutenant Governor; Jack
Hightower, State Senator; Bill
Clayton, State Representative;
and Gus Mutscher, Speaker of
the House of Representatives,
A letter addressed to these in-
dividuals, in care of Capitol
Station, Austin, Texas 78711,
will reach them,

Continuing the discussion of
rockscape, we would like to
point out some of the advant-
ages, as well as some of the
disadvantages, so that you as a
home owner can weigh both and
decide which is your mostprac-
tical way of dressing your
premises,

Since most of us like to look
at the thorns first, we will go
into some of the disadvantages,
Rockscape 1is more or less
semi-permanent and is notrec-
ommended on areas where the
wind blows silt onto the top or
where water will undermine and
wash the base away, The prob-
lem of silt sertling on the top
is not one limited to the rock
alone, It is also a problem to
grass, flower beds or anyother
method. The difference is the
investment In rock is somewhat
larger and the practical side
might not pay the difference,

Grass is not as expensive to
put in and can be redone with
less cost, The point of water
undermining the area is not a
large problem in this flat and
dry country in which we choose
to live, except on rather rare
occasions, The rock will with-
stand rainfall, plus roof run off,

as well as the run off from the
driveway, It will not withstand
the rln off "from the street
and several other areas,

Some of the advantages are
that the rock is more or less
permanent or semi-permanent,
We have had some outfor seven
years now and it still looks
good, After the initial cost, or
investment, the upkeep is con-
siderably less, Some have fig-
ured that the rock paid for it-
self in two years., That is con-
sidering the money spenton wa-
ter, fertilizer, treatments and

the like. The rock will keep the |}

dust from sifting into the house
where concrete will not, The
rock will absorb some of the
heat but still is not as cooling
as grass, There is not the fire
hazard with rock that there is
with some of the grasses,

The big advantage, as we see
it, is the conservation of our
limited water supply. To delay
the time when we will be faced
with abandoning the idea of wa-
tering the yard is something to
consider, In some areas, now,
where water is scarce, its use
is often limited to the essen-
tials; drinking --and not too
many baths,
