We 
refer to our own 18th District 
Congressman Bob Price from 
Pampa. Congressman Bob in-
troduced a bill to repeal the 
Gun Control Act of 1968. This 
is a good move on the Con-
gressman's part as far as we 
are concerned. 

In discussing the Gun Con-
trol Act of 1968, Congress-
man Price says, "The bill was 
the result of a wave of mis-
guided emotionalism and a 
surrender to the bleeding 
hearts who believe that re-
gistering the guns of peaceful 
and law-abiding citizens will 
have any effect on the crime 
rate or act as a deterrent to 
any criminal who owns or 
wants to own and use a fire-
arm. There is no evidence 
that even suggests that the 
present requirements are 
making any significant con-
tribution to the fight against 
the criminal use of firearms. 
The new law has only subject-
ed law-abiding citizens to har-
rassment and inconvenience, 
not to mention storekeepers 
and legitimate gun dealers 
who have been injured or put 
out of business. The Federal 
Firearms Act, which this bill 
(Price's new bill) would re-
store, had all the safeguards 
of the Gun Control Act as far 
as deterrence of criminal 
ownership or use of firearms 
and that is the only basis for 
any firearms legislation," he 
concludes. 

These were good words 
spoken by Congressman 
Price, but we wonder if he 
may not be out windmill tilt-
ing, as we are still firmly 
in the grip of the bleeding 
hearts and the wild-eyed Uto- 
pians.
