Be Secured for Farms

Use of prisoners from the intern-
anment camp at Hereford as laborers
on farms in Parmer county has
been under wide discussion with
the coming of the fall harvest sea-
son, County Agent Garlon A. Har-
per .reported today.

Outlining the proceduce which is
riow required to securz suzn labor,
Harper stated that the farmer must
first make application at his office.
The agent then certi‘ie; the appli-
cation to the U. S. Employment Ser-
vice at Plainview, which in turn
certifies the application and for-
wards it to the camp at Hereford.

“This is more comvnlicated than
it has formerly been,” Harper said
today. Previously a farmer had on-
ly to appear at the camr and ask for
a contingent »f men to use as work-
ers on his farm.

Not less than 15 men will be sent
out in a group, and the employer is
required to furnish transpertation
to and from camp. Prisoners may
leave camp by 7 in the morning,
and are to be returned not later
than 6 in the evening. Cost of the
laborers is $1.55 per day.

The men may be used 10 pick
cotton, shock feed and like tasks,
the agent stated. It is not permitted
to allow them to handle machinery.

H. Y. Overstreet; director of the
United War Chest, today announced
that plans were being worked out
for a “short, snappy campaign” to
raise Parmer County's quota with-
in a very brief period ot time,

Officially, the campaizn is now
on, Overstreet explained, and them
added, “bit we are making no plang
for a drawn-out camgaign in this
county. I believe we can accomplish
in ten day = of intensive (ffort what
will be required of us”.

The United War Chest, which in-
cludes a total of seventeen agencies,
has been launched to raise a total
of 125 millions throughout the na-
tion. Texas has been given a quota
of slightly less than 5 millions, and
the Parmer county share is $2600.
Strictly a Relief Fund

This money is being raised for a
strictly relief fund to be distributed
through the seventeen humanitarian
agencies, including the USO and
other worthwhile organizations
throughout the world.

Overstreet said today that already
some advance subscriptions had
been made and he anticipated ne
difficulty in meeting the county’s
quota.

He said that a list of workers over
the county would be named next
week, and that the drive in this
county would be staged between
tl.e dates of Oct. 25 and Nov. 3. He
stressed the importance of making
contributions without being solicit-
ed, and in no event, he hoped,
would it be necessary for a solicitor
to be asked to come back a second
time.

“The workers are giving ftheir
time and energy to this campaign
without hope of remuneration, and
it certainly should not be required
of them to back-track for subsrip-
tions once they call”” he said

Restrictions Placed on Feed Wheat

Restrictions on the use of feed
wheat, which is reedemed by farm-
ers or elevator men from the Com-
modity Credit Corporation was
announced this week.

A statement from CCC reads as
| follows ‘“‘Effective immediately all
sales of wheat for feed to buyers
should be with understanding the
wheat, is not to be used for feeding
hogs for market weighing over 200
lbs., or to beef cattle beyond fair to
good finish. All wheat sold direct to
feed mixers and to others for reszale
shall be used only for feeding dairy
cows and laying hens.”

“In other words,” Ellis M. Mills,
at the AAA office said today,
“the critical situation in feeds now
affects dairy cattle and poultry.
Until the grain sorghum crop began
to come on, the shortage was most
noticeable in feed for hogs and beef
cattle.”

The majority of farmers, Mills
went on, have been using the wheat

to fatten hogs and beef cattle, but
under the new setup, such feed will
be used only on dairy stock and
poultry,

Large Amount Used Here

Actual figures compiled at the
AAA office showed that 10,861
bushels of farm-stored wheat had
been reedemed by individual opera-
tors from the CCC for feeding pur-
poses, and it was estimated that
some ten carloads had been handled
by elevator operators.

The wheat secured by the latter,
Mills went on, has been either that
the elevator had in storage, or wheat
bought from CCC storage houses.

Asked as to whether an indivi-
dual who had already bought the
wheat with the intention of fatten-
ing hogs and cattle could use the
feed in this manner, Mills was of
the opinion that it vould be allow-
ed, stating however, ‘the new reg-
ulations will be applicable to all
future sales”.

Famers, Ranchmen

Offered $19,000,0000

COLLEGE STATION—Texas far-
mers who cooperate with the 1944
Triple A program will hdave an op-
portunity to earn a state total of
$19,215,000 for carrying out ap-
proved practices. This was an-
nounced today by Fred Rennels, as-
sistant administrative officer of the
State AAA.

This is a considerable increase
over the amount of money available
to farmers for approved practices

in the past and is intended to assist|

farmers in meeting increased war|
demands for food and fiber without
additional cost and in most cases,
with added profits for themselves.

The rates of payment for most of
the practices have been substan-
tially increased. Several much-
needed new practices have been
added. A complete list of the prac-
tices, specifications and rates of
pay will be available in the county
ACA office in the near future.

The 1944 program year begins on
Dec. 1 in all counties in Texas ex-
cept a small group in the extreme
southern part of the state. Farmers
have until that time to complete
their 1943 production practice pro-
gram. Many farmers throughout the
state are completing the 1943 prog-
ram by constructing terraces and
seeding winter cover crops.

Winter legumes have proved ben-
eficial to Texas farmers in increas-
ing yield per acre of the crop seed-
ed the following year and will as-
sist the farmers in meeting heavy
demands for food and feed. Rennels
stated that if farmers are to pro-
duce the food and fiber soldiers and
sailors, civilians and Wwar workers
need they must join the fight now,
against uncontrolled erosion which,
if left uncontrolled, may make it
impossible to reach war crop goals.
