Continuing their winning ways,
Farwell’s fast-improving Sfeers
moved a nofch higher in the
Class A ’state playoffs Friday,
as they defeated the Hale Center
Owls, 27-14, in a Bi-District game
at Plainview.

Scales Introduced
To Beef Production

In Parmer

The practice of weighing a calf
before he is sold is certainly noth-
ing new to cattlemen, but the
idea of weighing him around wean-
ing age just to see how he is get-
ting along is another matter.

High Plains breeders and com-
mercial cattlemen are now being
introduced to a new system of
evaluating calves that does not re-
place the time-tested technique of
the human eye, but considers fac-
tors that the cowman’s eye may
tend to overlook.

Increasing beef production with
performance tests and production
records has brought about new
methods, and one of them is the
weight for age test, which this
week was demonstrated in the Jess
Oshorn—A. E. Redwine registered
Polled Hereford-herd in Parmer
County.

Doug Wythe, from the district
agent’s office in Amarillo, was in
charge of the testing, and was as-
sisted by County Agent Joe Jones.
Others were present to view the
checking.

The idea was to weigh in all the
herd—22 calves—that were be-
tween five and eight months of
age. Then, their ages were ‘‘con-
verted” to 205 days eaclht in order
that all might be evaluated
against the same formula. (Normal
weaning age is 205 days.)

The calves were. classified (by
eye) as to quality, and then were
compared on a 'weight-for-age basis
to see if the ones that looked good
actually stacked up in the weight
department, where it counts.

““This is a basis for selection that
will single out the animals that are
doing a good job of puttirg the
‘meat on the ground. This beats the
eye test alone,” says Agent Jones.

The testing will be valuable not

County

only for those producing commer-
cial stock for sale and fattening,
but the breeder as well, who wants
to be able to find out.which cows
and which bulls have weight-pro-
ducing characteristics which they
are capable of passing onto their
offspring.

Although tests of this kind are
now in their second year, this is
the first time such statistics have
been compiled on a Parmer County
herd, believes the county agent. -

Wythe will be back in April of
next year to weigh the animals
again, plus take some initial tests
on calves who were too young to
be checked this time.

The Extension Service, Jones
says, is introducing this system for
beef producers, and hopes it will
be adopted by them after they see
benefits obtainable under it.

Oklahoma and New Mexico cat-
tlemen are ahead of Texas in this
respect, as many cattle raisers
have already adopted the practice.

An A&M Bulletin points out,
“When purchasing bulls by sight
alone, a person may buy one that
is capable of gaining three pounds
per day, but there is a much bet-
ter chance of getting one that is
capable of only two to two and a
quarter pounds.

“For this reason, when buying
from a breeder who does not have
performance information, you may
select bulls that will reduce the
feedlot gains, and in many cases
the weaning weight of your calves.”

Here are two problems that the
homemaker faces regularly. That
problem of dusting and that one of
washing clothes. I received these
two bits of information that are
helpful. Try machine starching.
Time and effort can be saved by
starching in your washing ma-
chine, according to extension home
management specialist, Charlotte
Tompkins.

This method works particularly
well for large, bulky pieces or for
a collection of smaller ones. The
starch will be worked in evenly
and the excess removed far better
than by hand squeezing and wring-
ing.

Here are directions for machine
starching: Wash and rinse as usual,
In an automatic, complete the en-
tire cycle. In a non-automatic,
put the pieces through the wringer,
then separate those you want to
starch from the rest of the load.
Fill a top-opening machine about
half full of warm water and add
the starcl. For a front-opening au-
tomatic, turn control to final deep
rinse after pieces to be starched
are in machine. Fill to desired
level before adding to starch solu-
tion.

With a top-loading automatic, put
the articles in the starch solution
and set the dial to tumble or agi-
tate for two or three minutes.
Then set on spin. When the ma-
chine stops, the articles are ready
for drying. In a non-automatic, turn
on the machine and agitate the
same time — two to three minutes.
Put "the starched pieces through
the wringer.

The manufacturer’s booklets us-
ually give detailed directions for
starching in your particular ma-
chine. Also you will need to follow
directions on the container for
amount and method of preparing
the starch. Some starches require
boiling. Others call for the addi-
tion of boiling water. Or, a cold
water starch can be used.

Dustless Dust Cloth

Ever push dust from one spot
to another with a cloth that refuses
to pick it up? Solve the problem by
making your own ‘‘dustless’ dust
cloth, suggests Charlotte Tompkins,
extension home management speci-
alist. You will need a square of
jersey cloth (about 16 inches is
best), a clean coffee can, with tight
fitting lid, pastewax or furniture
polish. Apply paste wax or furni-
ture polish to the sides and bottom
of the can. Place clean cloth in-
side, close lid tightly and allow
to stand for 24 hours. The cloth
will absorb the oil evenly and be
ready for use.

This cloth can be kept in any
closet since it has a tight-fitting
lid. Make several at a time to
keep 'in different parts of the
house.

Says “Mail Early
For Christmas”

Pointing up the need for your
cooperation on the 1956 ‘“Mail Early
For Christmas’” campaign, Post-
master Noma Lokey says if you
will follow these three simple
rules, all of your gifts can be de-
livered before Christmas Day:
Wrap them securely, Address them
correctly, and Mail them early.

Amplifying these rules, the Post-
master said, ‘““‘Avoid the risk of
mailing poorly wrapped packages.

Use corrugated mailing cartons,’

plenty of heavy brown
paper, and be sure that every
package is tied with strong cord.
Cartons containing several gift
packages should be stuffed with
tissue or old newspapers to cushion
the shocks.” She also reminds us
that size and weight limitations for
Parcel Post packages vary ac-
cording to place of mailing and
destination, and advises us to se-

Speaking about correct address-
ing of Christmas gifts and cards,
the Postmaster said: “Be sure your
Christmas ™ mailing list is up to
date and that you have the com-
plete name, address, zone number,
city and state for everyone on your
list. Send all your Christmas cards
by First-Class mail, because they
will be processed and delivered
quicker, and they’ll be forwarded,
or returned, if it becomes neces-

sary.” Only Christmas cards sent
First Class mail may carry written
messages, a custom everyone en-
joys. Moreover, Christmas card
envelopes smaller than 2%” by
4" or larger than 9" by 12" require
hand cancellation, and must carry
First-Class postage.
