The result
is trees eglong Texas highways are
now affording shade for tired
motorists while in New Mexico
only a few siruggling unpruned,
shaggy bushes are to be found.

Mystery early this week still sur-
rounded the circumstances of ' the!
death of 21-year-old Clayton J." Mc- |
Millan, of Shallowater, brother of
Mrs. Florine Benger of Friona. Mc-
Millian was struck and killed by a
car driven by Roy Gipson Calcote,
49, of Lubbock, around 2 a. m. Sun-
day morning, while.the young man
was reported walkind down the cen-
téer of the Idalou highway, about
four mileg east of Lubbock.

Officers investigating the accident,
having been dispatched to the scene
a few minutes earlier by a telephone
call reporting a man walking down
the center of the highway, said the
victim was lying face down in the
east-bound traffic lane. A truck driv-
er had stopped near the body, put-
ting his spotlight on McMillan, and
had placed flareg to caution traffic,

It appeared that Calcote’s car had
swerved sharply into the east-bound
lane following the impact of McMiii-
an’s body ,and then left the road.
The driver was charged with murder
without malice, alleging that he was
driving “unlawfully while under the
influence of intoxicating beverages”
at Lubbock, Sunday _afternoon, by
District Attorney Travis Shelton. Re
was later released on bond.

On Pricing Program

Lubbock—In bringing West Texas
business men up to date concerning
the pricing program of the Office of
Price Stabilization, C. J. Taylor, Dis-
trict price executive, said that every
buyer and seller of goods or services,
with “very few exceptions,” is
covered by regulations issued by
OPS. Taylor heads the price divi-
sion of the Lubbock district which
includes merchants of Parmer coun-
ty.

Contrary to the belief by many
merchants that they are exempt,
Taylor emphasized that practically
every one of them falls under the
General Ceiling Price Regulation or
the “tailored” ceiling price regu-
lations which have removed them
from the general freeze.

“There are certain records which
every business must keep” Taylor

RURAL ROADS PROGRAM
Dear Editor:

Time is rapidly approaching for
the expected early adjournment of

the Texas Legislature. Just what will |

be done about a rural roads program
is uncertain. The House rejected at-
tempts to curtail the present prog-
ram, then passed the Sewell Bill, HB
669. This bill levies a tax of 1 cent
per thousand cubi> feet on natural
gas and is estimated to bring in
iabout $28,000,000.00 the first year and
more each year thereafter. One half
is allocated for rural roads, one
fourth for schools, and one fourth for
cities,

The Texas Rural Letter Carriers'
Association endorSes this measure
and is calling upon Senators to sup-
port the Sewell-Nokes natural gas
tax bill because we feel this is more
equitable than one of the proposed
bills which would levy additional
taxes on gasoline, The natural gas
tax would cost the average domestic
household only about 85c a year, and
about 62 percent of the entire tax
would be paid by users putside of
Texas.

Some 53,000 farm families in Tex.
as have already signified that they
favor the above-mentioned method
of taxation for farm to market roads
and we hope that the farmers of
Parmer County and West Texas will
line up with this program and Il
