Texico School To Have Major, 
Minor Courses Coming Year 

It'll All Work Out 

As happens rather frequently, 
the Graham family made another 
trip over in Briscoe County during 
the past week, to visit the "in-
laws." As long as grandkids keep 
popping up, it looks like there'll 

-be no end to this drive'of 110 miles 
to the east for some time to come. 

At any rate, our purpose in 
mentioning this fact was not to 
illustrate the Grahams's capa-
city for expansion, or the grand-
parents' love for the grandkids, 
but to tell of a few things we 
saw. 
We went to Silverton°the hard 

-'way, and in going from Lubbock 
up into Plainview and over 
through Lockney, we passed 
through the oldest and most heav-
ily developed part of the High 
Plains' vast irrigated acreage. 

And from the time we went 
through Abernathy north of Lub-
bock, until the moment we rolled 
in to Silverton about 100 miles 
further, we didn't see more than 
two irrigation wells pumping. 
It isn't because they have run out 

'T'4  of water, or anything like that, but 
believe us, that country has had 
rain .and plenty of it. There are 

-big surface lakes wherever you 
may look, and the weeds in the bar 
pits are rank. 

The rangeland, what little there 
is, has really put on a lot of 
grass, and things look greener 
than we've ever seen them before 
in that area. 
Surprisingly enough, their crops 

are even farther behind in de-
velopment than ours here in the 

--4est. They usually run a week or 
ten days ahead of us, but not so 
this year. 

Continued hard, driving rains 
have forced replanting again and 
again, and nearly all crops are 
late. They have thousands of 
acres of feed just starting to 
sprout, and the cotton isn't much 
ahead of that, either. 

.0 The writer's father-in-law, who rr farms a place east of Silverton on 
the edge of the cap, says he's got-
ten 19 inches of rain in all, and 
it's sure made it rough for him 
to get his crop started. 

To begin with, he pre-irrigated 
until his field was sopping wet, 
and just about the time he got 
ready to go in and plant, here 
came the rains with much more 
water than the land could pos-
sibly use. 

'rw He's replanted several times. 
and just last week got through 
"mudding in" his feed. The abun- 

-' dance of rain ca,.st! ' 	; wheat to 
rust, and it didn't niakei much this 
summer, but he isn't complaining. 

In fact, we didn't hear anybody 
cussing the rain. They had been 
too long without it. 

* 

Over in Briscoe County, most of 
the irrigated farmers are what 
we here in the West would call 
"dribblers." Very, very few 8-inch 
yells remain at maximum pro-
ductivity. 

Most of the bigger producers 
are good to weak 6's, and the 
average farmer is delighted with 
a four. We have seen several 
farmers who think they're really 
setting the woods afire with 
their 21/2-inchers, too! 
However, the land in that area 

is generally much tighter than 
anything we have around here, and 
for that reason, they are able to 
make good use of such small 
streams of water without such ex-
pensive and labor-consuming de-
vices as sprinkler systems. 

We saw some feed being water-
ed with a four-inch well that was 
getting about two-thirds pipe of 
water. This farmer was running 
seven one-inch tubes from his 
ditch, and it took only about 24 
hours for his rows to get through. 
We would have expected that it 
would have taken longer. 
The farmer told us, however, 

-'that since his land had such a 
high clay content, it was hard to 
.get the water to penetrate well 
enough for the watering to last 
very long, and that in the summer-
time when the feed begins to burn, 
he really gets ip a tight by having 
such a limited amount of water. 

He had been getting only a 
half a pipe of water, but an 
acidizing treatment brought it 
up to about two-thirds. He fig-
ured this at about 170 gallons 
per minute. 
Over there in that weak water 

area, those "irrigated" farmers 
will stand and talk with a stranger 
from the "big water" country 
such as ours for hours. 

It is very apparent that *they 
would give almost anything to 

- have our water resources. Per-
haps that isn't fair: They'd give 
almost anything to have water 
LIKE ours. 
Over in what we call the country 

of the "dribblers," they call our 
8-inch wells "gushers" or "can-
nons". 

It's sort of amusing to observe 
the names we tack on each other.

Still on the subject of farming: 
Our hearts go out to the 

potato growers of the region this 
year, who have one of the best 
crops on record, and can't seem 
to find anybody to sell it to. 
They probably don't want any-

body feeling sorry for them, be-
cause anybody who grows spuds 
ought to realize what a gai.‘ble

NEWS FROM THE 

FARM BUREAU 
By RAYMOND EULER 

Rhea Farm Bureau, in conjunc-
tion with their Home Demonstra-
tion Club, enjoyed another an-
nual "4th of July" get-together 
on July 1st, their regular monthly 
meeting date. Rhea is one of the 
few remaining communities of this 
area with a thoroughly active local 
program. 	 • 

Farm Bureau's annual Queen 
Contest will soon be in the news 
again. 

Your commodity committee, of 
which E. T. Ford is chairman, met 
last Thursday night. The principal 
subjects of discussion were: (1) 
Planning definite lines of action to 
retain the "trend factor" in cotton 
allotments. (2) Action necessary 
to regain last year's reallocation 
of unwanted acreages of wheat, 
and (3) Plans for a county wide 
meeting in Cooperation with the 
National Cotton Council in August. 
This 'meeting is to be held in the 
Bovina Auditorium on the night of 
the 19th. John Gregg, an associate 
of the Council met with President 
Kaltwasser to talk over plans for 
this meeting, designed to acquaint 
producers with the work being done 
in research with other marketing 
promotion work. 

You will be glad to know that the 
amendment proposed for attach-
ment to the Mexican Farm Labor 
Program extension bill was de-
feated. The House vote was 98 to 
50 against the amendment which • 
would have given Immigration Ser-
vice Personnel authority to stick 
their noses into your farm labor 
business. Your local Farm Bureau 
officials joined state and national 
Farm Bureau efforts to defeat this 
move. 

To protect you against a pro-
bable $1 per hour minimum -wage 
law, your organization is working 
for clarification of the phrase, 
"area of production" in the Fair 
Labor Standards Act. 

Most of you no doubt know that 
you pay a 11/2  cent federal tax on 
gasoline used in farming opera-
tions. Farm Bureau is actively 
working for exemption of this tax 
on agricultural production fuel, 
particularly in view of the present 
aim of some legislators to increase 
this tax for federal highway use.

Cotton Conference 
Set for September 

College Station, Texas—Impor-
tance of quality preservation in 
cotton's competitive fight with 
synthetic fibers will be stressed at 
the ninth annual Beltwide Cotton 
Mechanization Conference here, 
September 7-9. 

"Quality is a big factor in deter-
mining the textile manufaCturer's 
choice of fibers and it is imperative 
that the cotton industry provide' 
him with the best product pos-
sible," R. Flake Shaw, Greens-
boro, N. C., chairman of the con- 
ference steering committee explain-
ed. 

Mechanization, he added, is di-
rectly related to cotton quality. It 
offers the farmer an opportunity to 
rower his production costs but at 
the same time calls -for more care 
to assure quality preservation. 

Efficient mechanical harvesting, 
for example, demands that the land 
be prepared properly; that insects, 
weeds and grass be controlled; and 
that cotton be defoliated in many 
cases in order to reduce leaf trash 
and staining of the lint. .Gins must 
do a good job of processing to 
further maintain high quality. 

Conference speakers, in studying 
cotton's competitive situation, will 
point up possibilities for expanding 
consumption. They will study the 
relationship of the farm equipment 
industry, and the USDA-land grant 
college programs, to cotton's com-
petitive strength. 

The meeting is being sponsored 
by the National Cotton Council in 
cooperation with the Texas A&M 
College System, Farm Equipment 
Institute, United States Department 
of Agriculture, and Cotton Belt 
land grant colleges.

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Farm Bureau Heads 
Have Many Topics 

of the Steel Bilt Products Com-
pany in Lubbock. 

Aeration and conditioning of 
small grain in flat storage on 
the farm is successful and profit-
able according to information 
compiled by the Agricultural 
Engineering Department at 
Texas Tech College in Lub-
bock, and other reliable sources. 
The work at the Lubbock 
College was in cooperation with 
the Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Station. Grain was placed 
in storage in October 1953, and 
complete records were kept on 
operating costs, temperatures, 
and moisture of the grain at all 
times for the past two seasons. 
Ira Williams, Head of the Agri-
cultural Engineering Depart-
ment, and Eldred Jordan, in-
structor, supervised these tests 
with the technical cooperation 

The cost of this equipment is 
fixed, the cost of electric power 
is insignificant; so barring poor 
weather or a poor market, your 
good management can increase 
your grain profits with aeration 
equipment. 

The equipment at the College 
includes a 16' x 32' quonset 
steel building with an expanded 
metal mesh air duct tunnel 
extending the entire length of 
the building. A high speed 
three horsepower electric motor 
drives the semi-pressure 18" fan 
that is attached to the outer 
end of the air duct tunnel. Out-
side air is pulled through the 
grain, carrying out moisture 
and heat; both enemies to grain 
in storage. Cost is small, partic-
ularly in view of the fact that 
moving and the turning of 
grain is eliminated. Also, any 
fumigation of grain that might 
be necessary is simplified. You

4 tablespoons sour cream 
Cream sugar and shortening, and 

well beaten eggs. Then mix soda 
in cream and add to mixture. Add 
remainder of ingredients and mix. 
Bake one hour in moderate oven 
(350).

they are (market-wise) at any 
time. 

But we can't help but think 
that there ought to be some way 
or another to move these potatoes 
into channels of consumption in 
an orderly manner. 
The government price support 

program on spuds proved to be 
disastrous and now probably is 
dead for all time to come. 'It ap-
pears that potatoes are entirely 
too perishable to be handled in such 
a manner. 

What, then, can be done? We 
have no idea. We only know 
that there must be some remedy 
to the situation where California 
potatoes are bringing 51/2  cents a 
pound in local stores, and pota-
toes in the field little farther 
than the city limits can't be sold 
at any price. 
The same situation existed a 

couple of years ago down near 
Jacksonville, Texas, where quite 
a bit of truck farming goes on. 
Farmers down there banded to-
gether in a big cooperative mar-
keting movement. It worked. They 
can do together what they couldn't 
do as individuals. 

This, we think, ought to be a 
problem for the Farm Bureau 
or the Farmer's Union, or some 
such other organization. 
Farmers hereabouts are sure to 

sour on spud growing, or any other 
commercial vegetable production 
as long as it keeps being a losing 
proposition.
