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“We’ve been growing more

vegetables locally,” said Count-
y agriculture extension agent
Gary Patterson. “But the per-
cent of agriculture acres plant-
ed in vegetables is still very

low.”
The vast majority of agri-

cultural acres in our area are

planted in grains - wheat,
corn, milo.

According to Patterson, corn
yields are down about 1,500
Ibs. per acre from what farm-
ers anticipated earlier this
growing season. ‘“We just
didn’t get the moisture we
needed. Even though we have
irrigation, corn is very a high
moisture crop. People don’t
realize that humidity is im-
portant during the pollination
period as well as for plant
growth.”

Patterson indicated that due
to government programs, there
will be stable prices for corn. -
“It's not great, but you know
what you are going to get,” he
summed up.

Patterson said that dry land
wheat is distressed from lack
of moisture.

Late planted milo has been
hurt by the freeze, but the
milo harvest should be about
average.

The grains produced lo-
cally are used to feed cattle
and to feed humans, depend-
ing upon the variety planted.
Much of the locally produced
grain winds up in the stom-
achs of locally grown cattle
which account for the largest
producers of agriculture dol-
lars in Parmer County.

“Fat cattle prices are high
now, but it is a high capital

investment business. There
is a good turn around on
dollars now, but it can change
quickly,” said Patterson.
Currently, food corn for hu-
man consumption goes to
three local plants - Frito-Lay,
Valley Grain, and Azteca -
where it is processed to

Sheets
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make snack foods and Mex-
ican specialty items such as
tortillas.

There are also a few pro-
ducers in Curry County who
produce highly colored Indian
corn for use in blue corn
tortillas and other specialty

‘items.

This year there has been
some increase in the number
of local acres planted in
vegetables - spinach, beans,
potatoes, and pumpkins to
name only a few. But, the
vast majority of acres planted
locally are still planted in
grains.

Vegetables require a larger
initial cash investment and
higher production costs than
grains. The vegetable market
is also more volatile than the
grain market because there
no government programs to
stabilize the prices. But, the
potential profit made in veg-
etables is also higher than it
is in grains. Some local farm-
ers who are able to diversify
their crops are speculating in

the vegetable markets.

More vegetables being grown

“All of the vegetables are
done except some spinach
that is soon to be har-
vested. It is kind of a neat
crop because you plant it
early in the fall and cut it
about 50 days later. Then it
can be harvested again in
the spring without being re-
planted,” said Patterson.

Much of the produce grown
locally is harvested by can-
ning companies who bring in
the machinery for the harvest
and ship the vegetables in
their own trucks. “There have
been some problems, but the
companies seem impressed
with the over all quality of the
crops grown here,” said Pat-
terson.

Cotton and sugar beet har-
vests have begun since we
have had a frost. The cot-
ton yields are about average-
not as good as the past two
years which were excellent.
The early freeze has caused
some decline in the quality.

The sugar beet harvest has
just gotten under way.

When asked about general
«ends, Patterson noted that
the general public is very
concerned about perceived
dangers from about pesti-
cides and fertilizers. They
seem to worry about food
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safety, water quality, and
conservation. But, the general
consumer is not willing to pay
the price for organic produce.

Patterson indicated that lo-
cal farmers are doing some-
thing to help the safety
and conservation situation.
They are putting center pivot
sprinklers to use to apply
chemicals to the growing
crops. Patterson said that the
chemigation systems have
built in checks and balances
that shut the system down
before water pollution oc-
curs. ;

“EPA guidelines make a re-
ally safe system so that the
farmers have better applica-
tion of chemicals at a better
price.”

He quickly added that spray
pilots are still needed be-
cause there are some in-
stances where the pilot can
apply chemicals faster than
other methods.

The key to success for lo-
cal farmers is that success-
ful farmers are businessmen.
They have to make wise man-
agement decisions. “The guy
who isolates himself to sit-
ting on the tractor is going to
have a tough time,” said Pat-
terson.
