Farmers With Problems

Although many farmers are
facing financial difficulty be-
cause of today’s cost-price
squeeze, the Farmers Home
Administration (FmHA) in-
tends to do all it can to help its
borrowers stay in farming,
FmHA State Director J. Lynn
Futch said recently.

““We recognize there are
problems, problems with high
interest rates, inflation, a
grain embargo, adverse
weather and other causes,”
Futch said. “And these have
been intensified by overall

bumper crops that have affect-
ed prices.”

““As Secretary of Agriculture
John Block said recently, our
farm economy is in a valley
right now and needs some help
to move on up the hill on the
other side,”” Futch commented.

Futch said Block had in-
structed FmHA to explore the
use of private credit to
supplement its own lending
resources whenever possible.
In addition, existing legal
authority to re-schedule or
defer payments is to be used
where practicable.

“We intend to be reasonable,
just as Secretary Block order-
ed,” Futch said. “Our object-
ive is to keep farmers in
business. That isn’t to say
there won't be some who go
out of business, because there
will be, but we are going to use
the best judgement we can and
reasonable criteria in making
loan decisions."”

Secretary Block said that
borrowers who have made
good faith efforts to pay their
loans, who have maintained
their loan security in good
condition, who follow sound,

recognized management prac-
tices, and who have a reason-
able' chance to succeed can
reasonably expect FmHA to
stay with them. :

“We will be working with our
borrowers and with the com-
mercial lending institutions to
over come these temporary
problems,” Futch said. “Agri-
culture is basically healthy,
just as the Secretary said;
there is no question about it,
We just have to move out of
the present situation and dig in
for the long run.”

Glaucoma Leads As
Cause Of Blindness

Glaucoma is the nation’s
leading cause of irreversible
blindness, although there are
readily available methods of
treatment to control the dis-
ease.

The Texas Society to Prevent
Blindness (TSPB) reports that
about two million Americans
have glaucoma, and half of
them do not know that they
have it.

“The problem is that glau-
coma sneaks up on you,” says
Elvin Schofield, president of
TSPB. “In most cases it has no
symptoms in its early stages,
and its victims do not realize
that anything is wrong until
they have already lost some
vision. Sight lost to glaucoma
can never be restored.”

The disease can be detected
through quick and painless
testing. Adults should have
their eyes examined for glau-
coma at least every two years;
treatment can halt progressive

loss of vision when the disease
is found in time. People with a
family history of glaucoma,
those with diabetes and card-
iovascular diseases, and senior
citizens are at greatest risk
and should be checked an-
nually.

In glaucoma, Schofield ex-
plains, the fluid circulating
through the front portion of the
eye does not drain properly. It
backs up, causing pressure
that eventually damages the
retina, destroying sight.

Warning signs include loss of
peripheral vision, difficulty in
adjusting the eyes to dark
rooms, blurred or foggy vision,
or the appearance of halos
around lights. By the time
these symptoms appear, how-
ever, there may already be
significant damage of the
vision, and that damage cannot
be corrected.

In most cases, he says,

Commission On Alcoholism

Initiates Statewide Hearings

AUSTIN - Coach Tom Lan-
dry of the Dallas Cowboys
kicked off a statewide youth
alcohol abuse prevention effort
Feb. 17 at a press conference
in the Senate Chamber of the
State Capitol.

Rep. Frank Madla (D-San
Antonio), chairman of the
House Subcommittee on Alco-
hol and Drug Abuse Among
Texas Youth, discussed the
subcommittee’s plans for
statewide hearings about these
problems.

The campaign is part of a
national effort, and showcased
alcohol abuse prevention mat-
erials from the National Insti-
tute on Alcohol Abuse and
Alcoholism, according to Ross
Newby, TCA executive di-
rector.

“We must try to prevent
alcohol abuse and addiction as
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"early as ﬁi)ésible," Newby

said. “Six children under age
10 were arrested for drunk
driving in Texas in 1980.”

Newby said 18,122 Texans
aged 17 and under were
arrested for alcohol-related
offenses in 1980, 1,697 for DWI,
4,623 for liquor law violations,
and 11,802 for drunkenness.
Five of the liquor law violation
arrests were of children under
10, as were 41 of the
drunkenness arrests.

“These figures represent the
kids who have surfaced,”
Newby said. “It is believed
that more than half of all
alcoholics are children of
alcoholic parents, and there
are more than a million
children of alcoholics in Texas
today. It's like a time bomb
waiting to go off unless we do
something.”

AUSTIN—The education
of students in our public
schools has traditionally
been one of the Texas Leg-
islature's top = priorities.

Senate, the State Board of
Education, and the Gover-
nor's Advisory Committee
on Public Education.

In addition, the Commit-
tee will be joined by an Ad-
visory Board composed of
approximately 100 edu-
cators and lay persons con-
cerned with education from
across the state. The pri-
mary purpose of the Ad-
visory Board is to broaden
the base of input upon which
the Committee will base its
decisions and  ultimate
recommendations.

The Committee has de-
cided to direct its study in
six basic areas. These iIn-
clude educational personnel;
finance formulas and imple-
mentation of recent legis-
lation; recodification of the
Education Code; changing
technology in instruction;
alternative instructional ar-
rangement including magnet
schools and varying gradua-
tion requirements; construc-
tion, rehabilitation and re-
pair; and capital debt fin-
ancing. Subcommittees
have already begun their
work in each of these areas.

I believe that the Texas
Legislatura, will continue its
tradition of realizing the
tremendous importance of
quality education for all
students. The Select Com-
mittee on Public Education
and the recommendations it
develops will be crucial as
the 68th Legislature begins

making decisions which will
affect all Texans, especially
our young people who will
be attending public schools
in years to come. \

Southwestern Public Service
Company has announced
it will request a 12.7 percent
increase in the retail price of
electricity in Texas, ranging
from $5 to $10 per month for
the typical residential cus-
tomer.

The proposed increases in-
clude $19.2 million in rates
within Texas city jurisdictions
and $22.3 million in rural area
rates which are set by the
Texas Public Utility Commis-
sion oulside city jurisdictions.

Bert Ballengee, the electric
utility's president, said ‘‘the
increase is imperative later
this calendar year because of
the need to change to coal as
the fuel source in the Com-
pany's power plants, because
of high money costs, and
because of inflation."

Ballengee pointed out that
“although inflation has totaled
23 percent since the last
electricity rate adjustment two
years ago, SPS is able to hold
its request to half that amount
as a rate increase.”

A significant portion of the
new revenue will help pay for
the first unit of the Company's
second coal-fired power plant,
Tolk Station, which is sched-
uled to go into service early

this summer.

““We must change our
system from gas to coal
because coal will save our
customers money,” Balengee
said.

Ballengee said that ‘‘even
with a rate increase, the
typical Southwestern Public
Service residential customer in
Texas will spend about $4 to $5
per month less than he would
have, if the Company had not
made the decision to move to
coal and away from natural
gas as boiler fuel in new power
plants. For all of the Com-
pany’s customers, this am-
ounts to a savings of about $106
million a year when the new
Tolk Station is fully operating."

SPS managers in the 68
Texas cities and towns served
by the utility and affected by
the rate increase are now
providing city officials with
details of the Company’s need
for a rate increase.

Ballengee explained that
extensive analysis of all rev-
enue data and customer elec-
trical demands indicates a
need to file for the increase
with the Texas city com-
missions and the Public Utility
Commission. When the new

The cost of electric service
represents about two percent
of the averge family res-
idential budget — the same as
it was five years ago, Ball-
engee said. He added that the
unit cost of electricity is now
the same as it was in 1927,
when most families used 500
units of energy each year.
Now, most families use about
7,000 units a year, Ballengee
said.

“We don’t expect our cust-
omers to like the prospects of
higher electric bills — but we
believe they will understand
the importance of keeping the
increase to a minimum while
maintaining a reliable electric
system,” Ballengee said.

Southwestern Public Service
primarily provides electric
utility service to a population
of more than 1 million in a
45,000-square-mile area of the
Panhandle and south plains of
Texas, eastern and south-
eastern New Mexico, the
Oklahoma Panhandle and
southwestern Kansas.
