10 Delinquents Are 
Ordered To Report 

All Counties To Receive 
Feed Wheat 

Farmers in any Texas county can 
obtain Ned wheat this year. 

Feed 'vheat will be distributed 
directly by the Commodity Credit 
Corporation or through the regular 
channels of trade, B. F. Vance, 
chairman Texas USDA War Board 
has announced. 

Producers may have wheat deli 
vered at their customary shipping 
point upon proper certification that 
it will be used for feeding livestock 
and poultry, but purchase of wheat 
at some delivery point outside the 
immediate community will require 
proper approval and identification 
from local county AAA committee. 

"Producers who truck livestock 
and produce to a point outside their 
immediate territory may find it ad-
vantageous to bring back wheat on 
the return trip," the War Board 
chairman said. 

Large distributors and processors 
will be required to designate this 
area they propose to serve, Vance 
said and explained that a nominal 
feed wheat price will be established 
for the point at which CCC makes 
delivery. Refund claims may be 
made by the distributors and pro-
cessors if the county feed wheat 
price at final noint of delivery is lese 
than their feed wheat cost plus ap 
isiopriate transportation, cost. 

Through recent congressional ac-
tion, 125,000,000 bushels of CCC 
wheat at 85 percent of parity price 
for corn have been released for 
feeding purposes. 
CCC Prefabricated Crain Bins 

At the present time we have ap-
proximately ,80 bins stored at differ-
ent nointa in the county which may 
be bought by producers for $225 
and $270 for storing wheat, goo I 
sorghums, etc.; however, the quota 
of grain hire for Texas is almost 
exhausted, ar,d when these bins we 
have on hand are used we have no 
assurance of getting more. If you 
desire one of thosebins, please con 
tact the AAA office in Farwell as 
soon as possible while we still 
the bins on hand.

	Under a new plan set up by the 
state AAA, farmers who have sur-
plus oat, rye and barley seed may 

, sell it to their neighbors for seeding 
this fall with cost of seed layer de-
ducted from buyers' AAA pay-
ments. 

Already, producers are operating 
under similar plans for construction 
of terraces and obtaining winter 
legume seed and superphosphate. 

"Small grain is one of the best 
means we have of protecting land 
from severe erosion during the rainy 
season of the year," Fred Rennels, 
assistant administrative officer of 
the AAA in Texas says. 

In addition to protecting land 
when erosion is most severe increa-
sed small grain acreage likely will 
reduce the percentage of land devo-
ted to row-crop production and in-
crease the growing of summer le-
gume crops, he said. 

Flexibility of AAA programs to 
encourage additional plantings ol 
winter cover crops will also pay off 
in increased livestock products be-
cause fall-sown grain affords graz-
ing during that part of the year 
when grazing is scarce, the official 
said .

COLLEGE STATION Persons 
who desire to beautify their yarda 
or flower beds with Texas' state 
flower next year should plant blue-
bonnets now. To grow and bloom 
successfully, bluebonnets should he 
planted in a sunny, well drained 
spot, says Sadie Hatfield, specialist 
in landscape-gardening of the A. & 
M. College Extension Service. 

Bluebonnets do not like to be dis 
turbed by cultivation. They can be 
transplanted, but it is better to plant 
them where they are to grow. In 
parts of the state where it is too 
cold during the winter months for 
them to grow in the open, they 
should be started in flats, cold 
frames, or small pots and set in the 
open as soon as the ground thaws. 

The state flower is very resistant 
to cold and will thrive during
