Labor Contributes to Car Shortage

CHICAGO—Lack of labor at ter-
minal elevators where wheat cars
are piling up awaiting unloading is
contributing to the already acute
boxecar shortage, J. J. Mahoney,
Santa Fe Railway Superintendent of
Transportation, said today.

Various government agencies are
attempting to relieve the labor bot-
tleneck. Efforts are being made to
obtain soldiers from camps near the
crowded terminals and permission
has been granted for an increase in
wage rates for elevator and mill
workers unloading grain, Mahoney
explained.

“The fact remains,” he continued,
“that loaded wheat cars are piling
up around the terminals faster than
they are being unloaded. At the 15
terminal and sub-terminal points in

our big wheat territory we had
1,781 cars loaded with wheat on July
1. June 30 488 cars were unloaded
and 824 in ftransit to those points.
On the Panhandle division we are
holding out 135 more loaded cars.

“The situation developed all last
week. Last Monday we had 1,483
loads of wheat and only 393 were
unloaded. On Wednesday, only 409 of
1,568 cars were unloaded. On the
Panhandle an Plains divisions, 78
elevators are closed because of car
shortages. There are 155,000 bushels
of wheat piled on the ground on the
Panhandle division and 801,000 on
the Plains division. On Saturday we
had 889 cars available for loading
and orders for 2,955.”

RECIPE OF THE WEEK

COLLEGE STATION—Most fa-,
milies like a variation in bread oc-|
casionally—rye bread, for example,
or a mixture of part white and part|
whole wheat flour. Oatmeal bread
is one which children particularly
enjoy, and it offers a tasty way of
using a whole grain in the diet.

Although cglled “refrigerator
rolls”, the following are good when
made out as soon as mixed and cook-
ed when they rise. Here is the recij|}
pe:

Oatmeal Refrigerator Rolls

15, cup fat, 3 T granulated sugar,
3-4 tsp. salt, %2 cup boiling water, 1
cup rolled oats, 1 cake fresh yeast,
2 cup lukewarm water, 1 beaten
egg, about 2% cup sifted enriched
all-purpose flour,

Mix fat, salt sugar with boiling
water, add rolled oats, cool to luke-
warm. Soften yeéast in lukewarm
water, add with egg to mixture.
Stir in enough flour to make soft
dough—about 2'2 cup—beat thor-
oughly; cover and store in refriger-
ator. Dolgh keeps 4 to 5 days.

For baking, let rise almost double
bake in hot oven, 450 degrees F., 15
to 20 minutes.

Choose Containers

Holding Up Summer
Milk Production

COLLEGE STATION—Milk pro-
duction usually declines in summer.
The principal causes, says E. R. Eu-
daly, dairyman, are dry or [ f]
ther roughages; in-
undesirable drinking
water; lack of minerals; lack of pro-
tection from heat, and horn flies.
Correction of these defects is the
first step toward maintaining fuul
production.

Tender green spring grass is high
in protein and minerals, and both
aré essential to production. As grass
matures or dries it loses these ele-
ments. If they are not replaced the!
production has to go down. This
may be done by increasing protein
and mineral content of the grainl
mixture, or concentrates—namely |
adding more cottonseed, soybean or |
peanut meal. In effect, the protein |
in the grain mixture must be kept
in balance with that in the roughage
(grass, silage and hay). '

Dairy cows must have all of thel
roughage they can eat for maximum'i
milk yield. They should have oppor- |
tunity to fill on grass or other rough-
age at least twice daily. If grass is
short and sparse they should bet
given hay or silage, or both under|

!

good shade. The better the hay and
silage the more likely cows are to
eat the required amount of rough-
age. The more roughage eaten the|
less grain mixture is required.

An average size Jersy on tender, |
green grass obtains about 85 pounds
of water daily while grazing. But
when the grass matures or dries its |
water content decreases: According- |
ly, a cow must drink more water to |
maintain her production. To per- |
suide her to drink enough, water |
sheuld be clean, cool, and accessible. I
Eudaly says a cow should and will |
drink at least three times daily if |
water is palatable and nearby. It |
may be necessary to build a shade
over the trough to keep water cool.

A dairy cow needs shade. A tree |
is fine, but a brush arbor will serve'i
well. To be cool the shade should |
be at least 8 feet high. f
|

She quotes the Bureau
of home economics warning that
cooking acid foods in zinc utensils
may cause the food to “take up™
enough zinc to be poisonous.

The danger of eating vegetables
pre-cooked in a galvanized utensil
are not so great because they do
not contain as much acid. However,
she warns that people should heat
these thoroughly and eat only a
small amount at a time.

Questioned about zinc tops for
food containers, she explains that

side, so the food does not touch the
zine. Sometimes, however, pickles
or other food high in acid content
cause corrosion of lids used on jars.
