Drouth Shows Effect
on Texas Wheat Crop

Following a spring, summer and
fall of unusually dry weather, large
acres of wheat have been seeded
“in the dust” with a maximum Ofi
only 25% of the acreage to date
having germinated and up to al
stand. Most of this is in a few coun- |
ties in the North Panhandle, in a|
strip running south and west from
the Pampa area through Panhandle
and Amarillo, and in a limited arca|
in North Texas. Little if any wheatl
elsewhere in the state is in as satis- |
factory a condition as the past crop
a year ago. \

Producers have refrained from
seeding as large an acreage as'
would normally have been seeded|

pears that a maximum of 75% of
last year’s acreage has been planted
tio date, representing as much as
90% of the expected acreage unless
the drouth is broken immedia‘ely.
The requested 1943-44 wheat acre-
age goal for Texas of 5,000,900 acres
will definitely not be met this sea-
son, due almost entirely to the pro-
longed dry spell.

Sub-Soil Moisture Important

Sub-soil moisture is a most im-
portant factor in success or failure
of wheat production in the plains.
During seasons .when ample mois
ture is stored in the soil, wheat will
progress satisfactorily and produce
grain even with limited additional
rain on the surface area. The 1942-
43 crop, matured during a dry per-
iod, gave a good yield of grain
through most of Texas where in-
sects or disease did not damage the
wheat. This production was entirely
cdue to a reserve of moisturz in the
sub-soil.

Wheat seeding 1this year is on
land for the most part deficient in
sub-soil moisture and with a deii-
nite deficiency of surface moisture.
Many fields in which enough mois-
ture existed to germinate the seed
show spotted stands, others have
failed to produce a stand, and still
others are beginning to die from
lack of moisture. Much wheat that
has germinated is of a “spirdly” na-
ture and is not tillering or stooling
normally. On occasional fields where
local showers fell or whers summer
fallowing was practiced, or where a
light crop as harvested this season,
there is a limited amount of sub-
soil moisture present, and if any
surface moisture exists the wheat
in these areas has been able to come
up fairly satisfactorily and is till-
ering out normally.

Possible Blow Damage

It appears that one of the dryest
years in the history of the Pan-
handle has been entered. With the
limited amount of good wheat plant
cover on the fields a continuation
of the drouth for even a month long-
er could very well bring about ser-
ious soil blowing during the coming
spring windy season.

Howevr, soil blowing in a drouth
vear now probably will not be as
severe as has been the case in the
past before widespread conservation
measures wer undertaken.

Cauld Change for Better

Although the prospect for wheat
and other small grain crops remains
discouraging at present, the entire
picture could change should ample
general rains be received in the im-
mediate future. Such moisture
would bring life to ungerminated
seed, establish a satisfactory plant
cover to withstand excessive winds,
and encourage a larger seeding of

It was' on that fatefal day of
Dec. 23, 1926, that speculation
as to the whereabouts of his
family crystalized, which led to
an investigation—and the un-
covering of the bodies of Mrs.
Hassell and eight children, ran-
ging from three to 18 years of
age.

Hassell was executed at the
state prison at Austin for the
crime, but not before he had
revealed that he had also killed
another woman and two c¢hild-
ren in California. Their bodies
were found underneath a house
in Whittier, California.

al. Pneumonia often develops from
a neglected cold or may follow a
severe case of measles or whooping
cough. Bronchitis condition nay
also prove to be an after effect of
these diseases and these respiratory
ailments are much more difficult to
combat successfully than the diges-
tive ailments which are prevalent
in the summertime and known as
summer complaints.
