Rain Increases Wheat Crop Prospect

Hopes for one of the best wheat
crops produced on the Plains in re-
cent years increased over the past
week-end when timely rains fell
throughout the entire area

Reports from east of here indicate
that the moisture was increasingly
heavy with some of the counties on
the North Plains and to the east re-
porting a full inch and upwards.
While the moisture in Parmer coun-
ty and to the west was lighter, it is
believed that sufficient rainfall was
received to carry the wheat through
to maturity.

Half Inch Fell Here

Most of the reports on the mois-
ture in Parmer county seem to indi-
cate that the slow, drizzling rain
that kept up almost constantly dur-
ing Friday and Saturday amounted
to an average of a half inch, with
the east side of the county getting
slightly more than that amount.

To the west, the rain seemed to

| grow lighter, with Clovis reporting

only .33 of an inch. The Farwell
gague registered ..47.
Wheat Greatly Benefitted

Speculation is already being made
that Parmer county will produce
the best wheat crop since 1931, bar-
ring unfavorable weather condi-
tions from now until harvest. Hail,
high winds and excessive rainfall
are listed as the most common haz-
ards to be delt with.

Belief is expressed that some
fields in the county will yield up-
wards from 25 bushels to the acre,
with most of the best fields being
found north of Bovina, around Fri-
ona, and along the east side of the
county. Few, if indeed any, fields on
the western side of the county are
calculated to yield that much, with
most fields in this particular area
being rated in the 12 to 20 bushel
class.

Barley Is Good

Along with the prospects for a
good wheat crop, comes the report
that Parmer County is expected to
produce the biggest barley crop in
its history. An increased acreage of
barley is to be found in the county
this year, and some estimates are
running as high as 40 bushels per
acre. Several rye fields over the
county are showing inlications of a
good yield, also.

Benefits Row Crops

The slow, drizzling rain was “just
{ what the doctor ordered” for the
row crops over the county. Most of
the row crops and cotton planting:
had just been completed, and this
timely rain almost insures a gool
stand. Farmers say that there wa
sufficient underground moisture al
ready in the ground, and the gen
tle falling moisture of Friday anad
Saturday will moisten up the top-
soil just enough to insure speedy
germination.

Falling gently as it did, the rain
soaked into the ground as it fell, and
none of *he young crops were cover-
ed up by washing of the soil from
the ridges.

Farmers who have been here
many years are in accord in agreeing
that possibly never before did this
section have a more favorable sea-
son in the ground and a more fayor-

| able prospect for a fair wheat crop

at this particular time of year.

In other words, some person will
be charged with the responsibilty
of contacting farmers who have in-
dicated that they had combines for
custom work, and in turn keep the
machines busy on farms where none
is on hand.

A number of men in the county
who have combines, Harper said,
have already made preparations to
do work for their neighbors, “and,
of course, we will not interfere witn
their arrangements . . .wnat we are
trying to do isto see that all com-
bines are kept busy when the crcps
are ready for cutting.”

Naturally, harvesting of grain sor-
ghums and barley enters into the
planning picture, but with wheat
harvest in the near future, the ma-
jority of farmers are interested in
that particular phase.
