Bovina Bond Election 
Scheduled this Week 

Attention was called this week by 
W. H. Willoughby, superintendent of 
the Bovine schools, to the forthcom-
ing bond election for Bovine Inde-
pendent School District which is 
scheduled for this Saturday. In a 
telephone conversation with The 
Tribune, the Bovine superintendent 
asked that eligible voters keep in 
mind the special issue which will 
involve a proposed expenditure of 
$125,000 for planned improvements 
to the school plant, including a new 
and larger gymnasium. 

If the bonds are floated, and Supt. 
Willoughby said indications were 
favorable for election approval, the 
old gymnasium will be remodeled to 
seat an additional 350 persons, No 
longer used as a gymnasium, it 
would be used solely for an auditor-
ium, seating near 600. At present, it 
will seat somewhere near 250. Supt. 
Willoughby had previously stated 
that a seating capacity of 1000 was 
needed for the proposed auditorium. 

In addition to a new gymnasium 
and a remodeled old one, backers 
of the election plan to use tome of 
the funds for improvements over 
the entire campus. 

Supt. Willoughby estimated eligi-
ble voters in the Bovine district to 
number "about 350." Voters will cast 
their ballots at the Bovine Legion 
Hall. 

Supt. Willoughby said increased 
state educational aid was held partly 
responsible for calling of the elec-
tion. 
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Hanna in Plane Crash 
In Swiss Mountains 

Escaping with only minor injuries 
from a plane crash in the Swiss Alps 
recently was Cpl. Leonard Henna, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Bill Hanna of 
Route, Farwell. 

A news release from the Second 
Armored Calvary Regiment said the 
Farwell soldier was returning to his 
home station from a business trip 
to Zurich, Switzerland, with two 
others when the light plane engine 
failed and the trio was forced down. 
The accident was Saturday, June 17. 

Accompanying Cpl. Hanna was 
Col. Marshall Wallach and Lt. Car-
lyle Heathcoe, who was piloting the 
plane. Hanna and Wallach escaped 
wit,h only minor cuts and bruises, 
but Lt. Heathcoe had to be placed 
in the hospitalfor a dislocated shou-
der. 

The attending physician reported 
that Hanna, who has been a key 
man in his regiment football team, 
would be able to play when the tea-
sea begins July 31. 

The harvesting of the lightest 
wheat crop in several years neared 
the final stages early this week with 
the prediction that all of the wheat 
would be under shelter before the 
close of the' week. 

As was predicted previously, most 
of the new crop is being stored on 
the farms with very little of the 
grain finding its way to the ele-
vators. Local elevator men said to-
day "a few loads" are being hauled 
in each day, and Preach Cranfill 
of the Santa Fe Grain Company at 
Friona said he was getting "ten or 
twelve leads" each day. 

Despite the fact that continued 
dry weather seriously affected the 
yield throughout most of the high 
Plains area, dryland fields that were 
worth harvesting have yielded even 
better than had been anticipated, 
with some fields producing as high 
as ten bushels to the acre. 

Generally speaking, the irrigated 
wheat was somewhat of a disap-
pointment, with the best yields run-
ning around 18-20 bushels, where 
30-bushel yields were anticipated. 
Green bug damage to the irrigated 
fields is blamed for most of the dis-
appointing yields.

Although the yield has been low 
in Parmer County, the quality this 
year has been far above the aver-
age. Practically all wheat harvested 
This year has tested No. 1 with an 
extraordinarily low moisture con-
tent. Some grain showed a moisture 
content of 10 plus. 

Furthermore, the yield this year 
is of excellent milling quality. Alex 
Bateman, former county agent who 
now is connected with Roberts Seed 
Company, said today that he had 
been all over the county and had 
discovered only one field of "slick-
headed" wheat on all his rounds. 

"Farmers have certainly improved 
the quality of their wheat in the last 
three years," Bateman observed. 
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Application Deadline 
Aug. 15, Says Official 

One application for Smith-Doxey 
benefits wet cover all the farmers 
in an organized cotton improvement 
group. 

This was poireed out recently by 
Leil 0. Buchanan, who 1s in charge 
of the Lubbock cotton cussing of-
fice of the U. S. Department of Age' 
riculture's Production and Market-
ing Administration. 

"The popularity of this cotton im-
provement program has increased so 
much in the last few years that 
applications must be filed early in 
order to prevent a log-jam just be-
fore the deadline, Buchanan said, 
explaining that it takes at least 15 
daais to process applicaiticins and 
then 'deliver supplies of forms to 
gins, warehouses, compresses, and 
other agencies approve/di !to take 
samples of cotton. 

Any group of farmers organized 
to promote the improvement of cot-
ton is eligible for free USDA cotton 
classing and market news services 
under the Smith-Doxey Act. 

The deadline for filing applica-
tions, for these services is August 
15, 1950. Applications should be sent 
immediately to your local county 
agent or to Leil 0.

Absentee Voting to 
Begin on July Third 

Absentee voting in the forthcom-
int Democratic primary election, to 
be held on July 22, will open on 
Monday, July 3rd, and will continue 
dntil July 19th. 

Persons who plan to be absent 
from their voting preceacts on July 
22, may cast an absentee ballot by 
applying to the county clerk, either 
in person or by mail, for a ballot, 
whi:h, when voted, must be returned 
to the county clerk's office. 

Considerable time is required in 
casting an absentee ballot by mail, 
and voters planning to use this me-
thod are advised against waiting too 
late. To cast an absentee ballot by 
mail, the voter must first make ap-
plication by mail to the county clerk 
for a ballot, which will be forwarded 
to him. The ballot, after it has been 
voted must be returned to the clerk's 
office not later than July 19th. 

In casting a personal absentee bal-
lot, the procedure is not so compli-
cated. The voter merely appears at 
the clerk's office and fills out an ap-
plication and he is handed a ballot, 
which he votes and hands back to 
the clerk.

Completed in Parmer 

Workmen have finished black-top-
ping two new farm-to-market roads 
in eastern Parmer County the past 
week, says W. S. Menefee, commis-
sioner of Precinct No. 4. 

The road extending north-south 
from Friona to Muleshoe was fin-
ished last Thursday. It extends over 
11 miles. 

Black-topping on Highway 299 
running east-west from Oklahoma 
Lane almost to the Twin Houses is 
101,12  miles long and was completed 
about ten days ago. Both.highways 
are two-lane width. 

"One good thing about the roads 
is the difference it makes in time for 
anyone using them," Menefee says. 
"For instance, it puts me about 20 
minutes out of Farwell. Before com-
pletion of the roads, it took an hour 
or an hour and one-half to come to 
Farwell, depending on the weather."

Rural Telephone Program Lagging 
in the Bovina-Farwell sections to file 
their applications at once. He added 
that in event application blanks have 
been lost or misplaced, another 
blank could be obtained by writing 
him at Farwell. 

In speaking of the project, Carpen-
ter said under the present plan, the 
West Camp and Oklahoma Lane 
communities were to be included in 
the Farwell leg of the lines, but he 
was quick to explain that such an 
arrangement did not mean that the 
"central" office would be located in 
Farwell.

Speaking 
of the service the rural telephones 
offered, he illustrated by observing 
that he was compelled to make two 
trips that day—one to Farwell and 
one to Bovina—which would have 
been unnecessary if he had had a 
telephone. 

"And that is just typical of many 
farmers in the rural sections," Car-
penter concluded.

The rural telephone program in 
the Bovine and Farwell areas has 
been making slow progress, Harold 
Carpenter, director, stated here to-
day as he revealed his keen disap-
pointment at the progress made.

"We're going ahead with plans to 

serve the greatest possible number of 
rural people in our area. We operate 
on an area coverage basis—in other 
words, we hope eventually to bring 
service to every rural resident who 
wants electricity instead of only to 
those in our more thickly settled 
communities," he said. 

"In addition," Seigler went on, "we 
recognize our obiieation to provice 
service which is adequate to our ex-
panding needs. We have rebuilt our 
living arrangements and our farm 
production around electricity, an1 it 
must be provided continuc,e.tly and 
in ample amounts." 

The rural electrification act re-
quires that REA loans be repaid over 
a maximum 35 year period nd carry 
2 percent interest. The cooperative 
received approval of its new $285,001 
loan only after REA had completed 2 
thorough study of the application, 
which indicated that the coop will be 
able to build new lines, a headquar-
ters building and have adequate re-
venue from consumers' power bills to 
meet operating expenses and repay, 
with interest, all money borrowed 
from REA for its rural power facili-
ties. Rates charged consumers by the 
coop are based on actual cost of ser-
vice. 

Since the Deaf Smith County Elec-
tric Cooperative, Inc. was organized 
in 1937, it has received $2,577,000 in 
loan fund allocation from REA. The 
coop is meeting payments on sched-
ule and has paid REA a total of 
$353,699.26 in principal and interest 
on its loans, Seigler conclude°. 

The prospects of 186 rural families 
for getting electric service were ad-
vanced greatly with approval of a 
new REA loan of $285 000 to the Deaf 
Smith County Electric Cooperative, 
Inc. of Hereford, T. E. Seigler, Jr., 
president of the board of directors, 
announced today:The new loan will 
be used for constructing new single 
phase line, system improvements, 
arfd a new headquarters building. 

As a result of this loan, the cooper-
ative will be able to render better 
service to present consumers, add 
new users in all three counties—Deaf 
Smith, Parmer and Castro—and pro-
vide an adeneate headquarters and 
garage facilities for its operation. 

The Cooperative now has 1,341 
miles of power lines which bring 
electric service to 2057 rural consum-
ers. Upon completion of its present 
building plans, the system will be 
increased to :,458 miles of rural lines 
serving 2,158 consumers, the presi-
dent said. 

"It is  our purpose to see that rural 
electrification in our area keeps 
pace with its advance in other sec-
tions of the country," Selgier declar-
ed. "Congress has indicated its inter-
est in rural electrification by mak-
ing about two billion dollars avail-
able for loans  since 1935. The great-
er part of this is being utilized by 
rural electric cooperatives such as 
ourts. This federal rural electrification 
program has been a leading factor 
in raising the nation's  level of elec-
trified farms from 1 out of 10 in 1935 
to 7 out of 10 today. In Texas, only 
about 2 percent of the rural people 
had central station electric service in 
1935. Today approximately 78 per-
cent of the farm houses have ade-
quate electric service. Upon comple-
tion of the new contract, more than 
90 per cent of the people in the 
area proposed to be served by this

Farmers in the Lubbock County 
sector have been finding quite a few 
insects iu their cotton, Joe Jones, 
county agent, says. 

Every farmer in this area should 
check his cotton closely for the cot-
ton fleahopper and the thrip. Jones 
will also check around the county 
from time to time. 

The thrip dwarfs the cotton plant 
when it is small and the fleahopper 
feeds on squares causing them tc 
shed when they are about pin point 
size. 

With the short growing seasor 
and late cotton, farmers need 
co set first squares because an 

'early crop is usually the one which 
matures; it also opens better. Jones 
explains. 

In checking for the fleahopper, 
farmers should look on the termin-
al three inches of the plant. 

Dusting has been used in the past 
for control of cotton inisects, but 
this year spraying is also recom-
mended. For any further information 
on insect .control, farmers should 
contact the county agent's office at 
the Parmer County Courthouse, 
Jones states.

No, farmers have generally agreed,' 
this year just isn't a very profitable 
one for the wheat boys. "A miss," was 
the way one prominent Farwell 
wheat raiser termed it. 

By and large this may be true, but 
evidence has been uncovered that 
should make area farmers who are 
turning under crop failures sit up 
and take notice. 0. C. Thompson and 
his son, Dan, are trying out a seed 
variety that is a newcomer to this 
region, and are reaping 38-bushel-
to-the-acre results with it. 

This was the yield from the 
lighter of two fields. The other, 
which was too green to cut before 
presstirne, is expected to top 
40 bushels. 
The new wheat is called Canadian 

Point Five, and is not generally 
available in this territory. The 
Thompsons obtained their seed from 
the late J. J. Hahn of Muleshoe af-
ter he had returned from a harvest-
ing season sweep of the northern 
part of the continent. 

Six Acres for Seed 
This batch of seed, being only a 

small amount, was sowed to six 
acres of irrigated land on the 
Thompson farm. Thompson and Dan 
explained that they used this mea-
ger six-acre harvest to seed larger 
fields later. That was two years ago. 

This year, they have 39 acres of 
irrigated wheat, but only 16 of it is 
Canadian Point Five. These acres 
stand head and shoulders above the 
surrounding field, which is seeded 
to a bearded variety of wheat. The 
new variety is beardless. 

Dan, who formerly was a member 
of the Farwell FFA chapter, said this 
year's patch was planted "about 
October 5" on land that had received 
no special preparation. The father-
and-son team harvested their wheat 
last week, so this would give the 
new variety a growing season com-
parable to other mare common var 
Ries in this area. 

Hairy vetch, a legume, volun' 
teered along with the wheat, Dan 
explained, and may have helped its 
growth, as it added nitrogen to the 
soil. The vetch did not interfere 
with harvesting operations, how-
ever. It matured about the same 
time as the wheat, and the two were 
harvested simultaneously. 

Naturally, the vetch seed will 
have to be separted from the wheat-
but Dan replied that this was no 
longer a problem. 

Watered Three Times 
The 16-acre plot was watered 

three times this year, he said. Dan 
explained that this season had been 
an exceedingly dry one. Last year, 
because of natural rainfall, the 
wheat was watered only twice. A 
field of 40 acres yielded 35 bushels, 
he said. 

The new variety appears to be 
well adopted to irrigation farming, 
judging from results on the Thomp-

Back in August of 1944, cue wo-
man had an idea and in April of 
1947, the Parmer County Communi-
ty Hospital, in Friona, opened its 
doors to the public as the first 
hospital ever in operation in this 
county. To date, the dream of Mrs. 
H. H. Elmore, of Friona, is still the 
county's only hospital, and with 
good equipment, and a skilled, 
efficient staff, is doing a king-size 
job of handling medical patients of 
the area. 

When Mrs. Elmore conceived the 
ideal of a county hospital, she first 
talked to a friend, J. L. Shaffer, and 
Shaffer in turn carried the idea to 
others, with the result that a meet-
ing attended by some 10 or 15 
interested personS was held in 
Friona, at which time a temporary 
board to promote the idea of a 
community hospital was named. 

Heading the board of directors 
was Joe Poindexter, assisted by 
Shaffer, Pete Buske, Sloan Osborn, 
and Frank Spring. 

Details of operation of the propos-
ed Parmer County Hospital were 
explained in a meeting in Farwell on 
December 13, 1945. 

The question of finances was the 
next problem. That was to be work-
ed out by selling memberships to 
individuals or families, and a goal 
of 500 memberships was set. At the 
same time, board members began 
making contacts to see what they 
could secure in the way of surplus 
Army buildings and equipment, as 
admittedly, it looked well-nigh 
impossible to jump out and take over 
such a project literally I tom the 
ground up. 

And so, in the fall of the year fol-
lowing the inception of the idea, two 
barracks buildings from the de-
activated Prisoner of War Camp at 
Hereford, one of them the actual 
hospital from the grounds, was 
moved onto foundations run in the 
northern part of Friona. Afterward 
the current lobby and bed-wing of 
the hospital, along with the kitchen, 
was added to complete the plant. 

Shaffer, , reviewing the project, 
stated that at the time the hospital 
got underway, actual indebtedness 
ran around $17,000 to $18,000—and 
the current 'debt has been cut To 
$8,950, with the hospital plant now 
invoiced at around $64,000. "Our ac-
tual invoice might be higher, if you 
consider the fact that tile hospital 
owns a little over nine acres of land 
within the city limits of Friona, a 
good deal of which is used for park-
ing space, but which 'could be cut 
into lots and sold," Shaffer added. 

The well-kept T-shaped building 
is surrounded by a large area of 
grass, with sidewalks leading to the 
main entrance. The most recent im-
provement was the connecting of the 
hospital outlets with city sewage. 

Spring Heads Hospital 
Head of the bustling hospital to-

day is genial Dr. Paul Spring, a 
Friona product, the Son of Mr. and 
Mrs. F. L. Spring. On the medical 
books, he may be known as "Dr. 
Spring", but to his patients, most of 
whom went' to school with him or 
knew him as the kid who used to 
work in the City Drug Store, he is 
"Dr. Paul" or even more simply 
"Paul." 

Even before he was graduated 
from the Friona high school, Pr. 
Paul was interested in the line -  of 
work which he has made a profes-
sion, working at the City Drug as a 
"soda jerk" and apprentice in gener-
al around the establishment. Texas 
Technological College was his first 
choice as a stepping stone to the 
medical profession, from which he 
received his degree in 1941, and in 
1944 the young Friona doctor was 
with the graduates of Southwestern 
Medical College at Dallas. 

Intemeship came at the Univer-
sity Hospital in Little Rock, Arkan-
sas, after which he served in the 
Army in Japan and Korea, holding 
the rank of Captain. His final resi-
dency came at St. Ritas Hospital in 
Lima, Mo., and on May 16, 1949 he 
became a member of the Friona Hos-
pital staff. 

Dr. Paul, while completing his 
work as a general "M. D." also re-
ceived special training in. pediatrics, 
and his office reveals the fact that 
it is kids to whom he is devoted. The 
most unusual toys charm the reluc-
tant small fry into remaining still, 
and the soft-spoken doctor has yet 
to come home from a trip out of 
town without something to add to 
his collection to entertain the young-
sters. For a special treat, he keeps 
at all times, a desk drawer full of 
van-colored suckers which he dis-
penses at the conclusion of the visit. 

Pride and joy of Dr. Paul is his 
pediatrics table, which was added 
shortly after he took up his work at 
the hospital. This handsome appear-
ing table is completely adequate for 
small children, on which they may 
be examined, weighed and measur-
ed, all without being moved. In fact, 
the doctor grins, "It does everything 

If a party happens to move out of 
the county, membership is transfer-
able to another party with payment 
of a $10 transfer fee. The new mem-
ber then must keep the annual dues 
for the membership paid. 

"Parmer County Hospital is not a 
co-operative hospital, but is a com-
munity enterprise," Roden ex-
plained, 

The hospital averages 60 or 70 
patients a month, and usually the 
doctor will see 30 or 40 patients a 
week, which includes clinic patients, 
The highest number of patientt ever 
in the hospital at one time was 26—
most of them surgical patients. 
Approximately 10 babies are born in 
the hospital a month, however, June 
must be the month of babies. Dr. 
Spring says possibly 15 or 16 infants 
are expected to be born in the hospi-
tal this month. 

The largest number of babies ever 
present at one time in the nursery 
was five—at the beginning of this 
month. Newcomers who filled the 
nursery to capacity were: Terry Sue, 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Doyle 
Cummings; Robert Paul, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. Tilden Slagle; Jerry Mack, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Vernon Tedford; 
Jamie Joy, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
James Tarpley; and Byron Harlow, 
son of Mr. and Mrs. George Grant. 

First head of the hospital was Dr. 
R. C. Stokes. He was later joined by 
Dr. E. D. Anderson, who has now set 
up practice in Clovis. Dr. H. Hamil-
ton Cooke was the third doctor; he 
came from California and stayed 
about a year. The hospital began ita 
current boom while he was there 
and with the addition of Dr. Spring 
has been growing ever since. Dr. 
Cooke left the organization some 
months ago and is practicing in 
Hereford. 

Dr. William B. Childress helped 
Dr. Spring in the hospital for a 
while; he left in June to set up prac-
tice in his home town, Floydada. 

Henderson Added to Staff 
The latest doctor to be added to 

the staff is Dr. C. C. Henderson, who 
arrived last weekend. A graduate of 
Southwestern university in 1945, he 
interned in the navy, then practiced 
in California. He just finished two 
years residence surgery at the M. D. 
Anderson Hospital in Houston. After 
a six months stay in Friona, he plans 
to go to the Mayo Clinic for further 
study. 

The hospital does not have an 
anesthetist on duty, for work of this 
kind, they call Eve Gilliland from 
Hereford: Bookkeeper is Lillian Ma-
hon from Bovina and Mrs. Charlie 
Bainum is receptionist. 

Teddy William Renner, son of Mr. 
and Mrs. John W. Renner, of Friona, 
is probably the youngest appendec-
tomy case the hospital has ever had. 
Teddy, who will be two years old 
July 16, had to have an emergency 
operation Tuesday night. Dr. "Bud" 
Barnett of Hereford, and also a for-
mer Frionan, operated on the young 
patient. 

Probably the most unusual case 
the hospital has ever treated was in 
May of this year. Clyde Field, while 
irrigating, was walking down the 
road near the field being watered. 
He noticed "a bright something" 
partially buried in the dirt of the 
road and whacked at it with a sho-
vel. It was about the size of a foun-
tain pen, and resembled the core of 
a dry cell battery. 

Field took his pliers to cut off the 
top, and the object exploded in his 
face. He was confined to the Parmer 
County Hospital; where he was 
treated for the loss of his forefinger, 
and part of another on his left hand, 
as well as multiple contusions and 
cuts about his hands, arms, face and 
chest. Glass was removed from his 
left eye, but the eye itself was not 
seriously injured. 

The theory was that the object 
was a detonator lost by a seismo- 
graph crew. 

Hospital To Change Hours 
Dr. Spring says that the hospital 

plans to change hours this week. 
They have been staying open on 
Saturday afternoon and closing on. 
Thursday, now doctors will be on 
duty Thursday and will be available 
only on call on Saturday. 

The current board of directors is: 
Pete Buske, Sloan Osborn, Jim Shaf-
fer, Floyd Schlenker and A. W. An-
thony, Jr. Others who have served 
along include Johnnie Gammon and 
Lee Thompson. 

Shaffer said that the board is in 
contact with government officials in 
Washington concerning possible e-
recting of a new hospital. There is a 
bill pending that would make long-
term low-interest loans to such com-
munity hospitals, and Parmer hopes 
to be on the ground floor when and 
if the bill is approved. If it should 
be okayed, the new hospital should 
be located directly across from the 
present plant. A single long wing 
would serve as the clinic and office 
buildings, the remainder of the hos-
pital could be added later, utilizing 
the present building for the mean-
time.

The hospital has air conditioning 
in the pharmacy and refrigerated air 
in the operating room, the X-ray 
room, and the pharmacy, all of 
which is a part of the former PW 
hospital and was air conditioned 
when it was assigned to the Friona 
project. The bed-wing of the hospi-
tal is not air-conditioned, although 
some consideration has been given 
the idea, while the clinic offices of 
Dr. Paul are equipped with a rotary-
type conditioner. 

The majority of the technical 
equipment for the project came from 
the Cactus Ordnance Plant when it 
was de-activated. Equipment not ac-
quired then has been added gradual-
ly as the hospital grew. 

An autoclave for sterilizing surgi-
cal instruments is featured in the 
operating department, along with a 
resuscitator for emergency needs, 
and two oxygen tanks are on hand, 
one of which was added only recent-
ly. The resuscitator, incidentally, 
came through virtue of donations by 
interested citizens, and other equip-
ment about the hospital has also 
been acquired in this manner 

The X-ray unit is one of the prides 
of the hospital, with all walls in the 
room being lined in lead to prevent 
escapement of the radiation rays. 
The room, Ralph Roden, manager, 
explained, came "as is" so far as the 
protective covering is concerned, and 
current value of the unit and equip-
ment is estimated at around $2500 to 
$3000. The X-ray table, one of the 
most elaborate of its kind, came 
from the Cactus Ordnance plant.

lance. The plan is still in tentative 
stages; a storage place for the ve-
hicle must be found and a driver is 
not yet available. 

Will W. Jones, janitor, has been 
with the hospital ever since it open-
ed, having been off duty for a few 
months. He has also been one of its 
patients. About a year and a half 
ago, Will went in to the boiler room 
from which the hospital is heated by 
gas-heated steam—he struck his 
match and landed outside the boiler 
room door, from which point he was 
taken to a bed in the hospital for 
several days while recuperating 
from burns and shock. 

Approximately 465 memberships 
have been sold, though some of them 
are inactive. The head of the family 
pays $100 for a lifetime membership 
which entitles him and each member 
of his family special privileges. Dues 
for each year are $16 for the head of 
the family and $8 for each addition-
al member. The member patient 
pays for his medicine and room rent 
at a reduced rate; the membership 
fee pays the doctor bill. 

Payment of the membership fee 
makes a member an owner in the 
hospital and entitles him to one vote 
in election of directors who manage 
the corporation. Members elect the 
directors to carry out their wishes at 
their regular annual meetings. Mem-
bers also approve the by-laws which 
govern the corporation and may 
amend them by a two-thirds vote. 

About 50 percent of the patientt 
treated in the hospital are members;  
while quite a large number of the 
patients treated carry health benefit 
insurance, Manager Roden said. 

Five registered nurses are mem-
bers of the hospital staff and twc 
"RN's" are on emergency call. Regu-
lar nurses include: June Plezewski, 
Dorothy Kelley, Dorothy and Elenor 
Scheuler and Carol Fallwell. The 
Scheulers are local girls who return-
ed to Friona after they finished their 
training. Mrs. William Landrum and 
Gladys Wilson, both holding RN rat-
ings, are available on call, it was ex-
plained. 

A registered nurse is on duty 24 
hours a day, if it is at all possible, 
officials explained, adding that oc-
casionally, "we get caught short." 
Miss Kelly ordinarily serves as office 
nurse for Dr. Paul, with Miss Ple-
zewski alternating in this capacity 
and as surgical nurse. 

Nurses aides are Nettie Mae Col-
lier, Thelma Jones, Zayde Blake-
more, and Lucy Jones. Margaret 
Hanson and Hazel Lee Guinn assist 
as part-time tides. 

The hospital kitchen, adequately 
equipped with labor-saving devices, 
is in charge of Mrs. G. A. Collier, 
and Mike Pavalus serves as labora-
tory technician and handles the 
X-ray work. 

Laboratory Recognised 
The laboratory has been recogniz-

ed by the Texas State Health de-
partment of the state and is approv-
ed to handle physical tests now re-
quired by the state before marriage 
licenses can be issued. Lee Spring, 
Dr. Spring's brother, who just fin-
ished two years at University of 
Texas medical school in Galveston, 
is assisting Pavalus in the laboratory 
work during the summer months. 

Marvin Gilliland of Gilliland Fun-
eral Home in Hereford has agreed to 

temporary office building was estab-' 
lished upstairs in the old Friona 
State Bank building, down town, 
was Lora Mae McFarland; then after 
the hospital was actually a reality, 
J .R. Roden, Friona druggist, took 
over and established the pharmacy, 
doing the prescription work himself. 
Roden was followed by, Mr. Tyler, 
Alice Moore, Leo McLellan and fin-
ally by Ralph Roden, who joined the 
hospital to be the pharmacist and 
found himself advanced later to 
manager, which position he current-
ly holds. Rex Tynes, of Hereford, is 
now in charge of the hospital phar-
macy. 

Considered 25-Bed Hospital 
Friona Community hospital is con-

sidered a 25-bed hospital. It has six 
private rooms, three wards including 
the 0. B. Ward and a nursery. The 
rooms represent hard work and a 
civic obligation; most of them were 
furnished by private citizens, clubs, 
or civic minded groups. One room 
Was furnished by M. C. Osborn, Jr., 
and another by Mrs. Charles 
Schlenke in memory of her husband. 
The Lazbuddy club was another 
donor. 

Each private room is furnished 
with a bed, dresser, straight chair, 
and a lounge chair. One of the rooms 
hat all olive green furniture, com-
plete with regular hospital bed. 

The neat spacious waiting room 
was possible through the generosity 
of several Friona merchants. It is at-
tractively furnished in chrome and 
plastic-upholstered furniture, and 
complete with central tables on 
which a wide variety of reading ma-
terial is constantly available through 
contributions.

In action designed to thwart deve-
lopment of weed growth in the city, 
the directors 'of the Farwell Cham-
ber of Commerce has recently 
considered ways and means of de-
velop:ng a program for control of 
unwanted vegetation. 

During the meeting, two methods 
of weed control were considered. 
One was the use of a poison spray 
solution, but was pretty generally 
discarded on the grounds that this 
practice endangered surrounding 
residential greenery—sometimes for 
miles around. 

Several members pointed out that 
they had either had or heard of un-
fortunate experiences with poison 
spray, particularly on windy days. 
They warned that if the spray was 
to be used, it should be applied with 
considerable caution. 

The other, and generally agreed 
more practical way, of weeding was 
the mowing system. This had been 
used in previous years, with varying 
degrees of success. Mowing will curb 
weed growth, the members (council) 
agreed, but they will grow out after 
an extended period. 

Committee Makes Survey 
Several men were appointed on a 

committee to survey Farwell to de-
termine the extensiveness of weed 
growth and whether it warranted 
control action. Serving on the. com-
mittee was Robert Morton, M. A. 
Snider and J. R. Thornton. 

Morton reported they found the 
weed situation not alarming, al-
though some areas in West Farwell 
were beginning to be overgrown. He 
said the committee recommended 
action on these areas two blocks on 
First Street before possible rainy 
weather caused them to grow be-
yond control. 

Henderson Urges Cleaning 
President C. M. Henderson urged 

citizens to do some policing of their 
own premises, as this would clear 
the way for a weed cutter should 
one be used. Accumulated wire. 
castoff lumber, trash piles, and holes 
in the earth were named as cleanup 
projects for Farwell citizens..

Taking their first win in the last 
five starts, the Texico-Farwell Blue-
sox outdistanced Lazbuddie No. 1 
on the local field Sunday afternocu 
to tie league standings for third 
place with the Lazbuddie nine. 

Scoring was fairly evenly distri-
buted during the game, with Texico-
Farwell taking the lead early in 
the first with a single run. Two more 
were added in the third, and one 
in the fourth to deadlock the score 
4-4 as Lazbuddie made one in the 
third and three in the fourth. 

Lazbuddie jumped ahead in the 
sixth inning, however, with a two-
run lead, but the Bluesox rattled out 
three tallies in the seventh and two 
in the ninth. Lazbuddie also took 
two runs in the ninth, but fell short 
of a win by two points. 

Texico-Farwell's big inning was 
the seventh, when Pete Hughes and 
Jess Pipkin both homered with none 
on. Hughes' fielding also was out-
standing, said Manager Wilfred 
Quickel. Hughes, playing right feild, 
scooped up a shoestring drive that 
enabled the Bluesox to clamp a 
double play. 

Left-hander Toby Booth started 
the game for the Bluesox, and was 
relieved in the sixth by righthander 
Don Ford, who received credit for 
the win. Barns toed the mound for 
Lazbuddie until the ninth, and was 
relieved by White. Banns was char-
ged with the loss. 

Hot and dry weather is again test-
ing the strength of pumping facili-
ties at the water tower in Farwell, 
announces V. C. Venab.:i, water 
superintendent. "We are at present 
using. twice as much water as ever 
before" the superintendent stated, 
adding that at present there was no 
immediate danger. 

"Sundays are our most difficult 
days," he said. "People are at home 
watering their lawns and taking 
baths on weekends, and Sunday is 
the most taxing day on facilities." 

Venable said he was barely able 
to keep up with Twin City useage 
last Sunday, explaining that Sunday 
morning found him with a minus 
20,000 gallons by 8 a. m. Previous 
to that, he had not had the pumps 
on, but after turning on both pumps, 
with a combined capacity of 1400 
gallons per minute, it took him un-
til 9 that evening to overtake con-
sumption and fill the 52,000 reser-
voir. 

Venable said there was no im-
mediate danger of a serious water 
deficiency, but asked consumers to 
observe one caution for "safety's 
sake." 

This caution is to turn off all wa-
ter taps when hearing the fire siren. 
This would enable the company 
facilities to raise water pressure in 
the tank rapidly, he explained, and 
produce adequate protection in case 
of a large fire. 

Practically the same situation ex-
isted here last year until a larger 
motor was installed on the old well 
in the pumphouse. That motor boos-
ted capacity to 1400 gallons per min-
ute, and seemed adequate at that 
time for any unforseeable situation. 

However, Texico-Farweil had an 
unprecedented building boom, and 
water used to raise new lawns has 
severely taxed local pumps. 

For instance, Venable said, last 
Sunday the Twin Cities used ap-
proximately 230,000 gallons, or about 
four tankfulls. 

Some relief from the heavy con-
sumption may be )expected with 
natural moisture, which, so far, has 
been somewhat negligible.

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Sprays Expected in 
By this Weekend 

Amarilloan Fined 
For Port Evasion 

Pranksters, presumed to be teen-
aged residents of the Twin Cities, 
were to blame for three false alarms 
Sunday, reports Chief Stanley Thig-
pen. He said two of the calls were 
answered and a third was recognized 
as a false alarm before the truck 
was put into service. 

Sam Lewis, who answered the 
third call, said a :'feminine voice" 
reported a fire at the Texico School. 
After Lewis asked for identification, 
the prankster hung up. 

The other two calls, both of which 
were answered, were a reported 
grass fire at the Farwell School, and 
another blaze at the Texico School. 
Officials investigating the alarms re-
ported no smoke or other evidence 
of a blaze. 

Chief Thigpen warned that the 
youths probably were not aware of 
the seriousness of their play, and 
asked parents to watch carefully for 
further evidence of false alarms. 

A six-car caravan that attempted 
to evade inspection and road fees at 
the New Mexico Port of Entry at 
Texico was seized by Texico officials 
last week, and an Amarillo man 
was fined $100 and court costs by 
Justice of the Peace Sam Lewis. 

Lewis reported that the caravan 
of used cars had attempted to de-
tour the Port by taking a rural road 
north of the town. The Amarillo 
man said he had stopped at the Port 
on previous trips, but pleaded guilty 
to evasion last week. The caravan 
was enroute to Arizona. 

The new 180-spray watering sys-
tem for the Parmer County Court-
house probably will be completed 
the latter part of this week, accord-
ing to Nobel Goldsmith, courthouse 
caretaker. He made this statement 
this week with the reservation that 
workers did not meet unexpected 
difficulty with the installation. 

Work was at a standstill last week 
because car the s.ho.Vage of pipe 
fittings for the 4-inch main that 
was laid from the water tower, but 
the parts arrived from Dallas, and 
the new main was practically fin-
ished Monday of this week. 

Two crews are working on the 
project, said Goldsmith. These in-
clude a Farwell Water Company 
crew and a plumbing crew from 
Frank Smith in Bovina. 

Asked whether he could plant a 
new lawn this season, Goldsmith 
replied taht he doubted it, as hot 
weather would prevent proper 
growth of the young seed. However, 
he hoped to begin seeding in Sep-
tember. Present plans call for a 
new lawn of bluegrass. 

Bluegrass was selected because of 
its adaptability to shaded areas. Con-
siderable sunshine will be available 
for the grass in its early start as all 
trees surrounding the yard have 
been heavily trimmed, but eventual-
ly, the grass will have to grow in 
shade. 

The sprays, located at ground lev- 
el, are arranged in symmetrical rows 
the length of the courtyard in front, 
and also extend eastward in order 
to wet areas near the rear of the 
Courthouse. 
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Parmer Boys Receive 
Registered Jerseys 

Registered Jersey cows have been 
purchased by two Partner County 
boys, according to a news release 
from the American Jersey Cattle 
Club in Columbus, Ohio. 

Charles Verner of Farwell has 
purchased Oaklands Double X from 
the herd owned by I. C. Sprague of 
Tuba, and Dale Berggren of Bovina 
has bought Noble Gem Becky II 
from the herd owned by the Friona 
FFA Chapter. 

The club claims that Jerseys are 
especially noted for producing milk 
that averages more than 5 percent 
butterfat, and said that the breed 
calved and began producing milk 
from three to six months sooner 
than other dairy herds. 

C. of C. Has Small 
Turnout Monday  

The regular monthly meeting of 
the Chamber of Commerce, held on 
Monday night, drew only a small at-
tendance, with considerable discus-
sion evolving around items of inter-
est for the betterment of the Twin 
Cities. 

The weekly trades day event, 
which has been in operation for the 
past year, •was described as• "cm its 
last legs" unless more merchants of 
the two towns give their support to 
the program.

:hants are now supporting the 
trades day now as compared to 5C 
when the program was launched last 
August. 

All members of the City Commis-
sion, who were present at the meet-
ing, heard recommendations for 
enactment of city ordinances tc.
