I Agitation for a county-wide road 
bond issue has been growing during 
the past few months and appears to 
have been fairly well crystalized in 
recent weeks. A meeting held Fri-
day night at Bovina, and attended 
by representatives from over the 
county, endorsed a resolution favor-
ing a bond issue on a county-wide 
basis to construct at least 140 miles 
of pavement in the county.

AUSTIN,—Measles and, chicken-
pox have been. widespread through-
out the State during the past few 
weeks, and in the week ending 
March 5th measles reached a total 
number of cases, 3909, that was the 
second highest in history, Chicken-
pox was almost twice the seven year 
median, and Dr. Geo.  W. Ccx, State 
Health Oficer has stated that there 
is an unusual number of adults suf-
fering from. this so called "childhood", 
disease. 

"Both these diseases are extreme-
ly contagioub", Dr. Cox said, "and 
the strictest isolation and sanitation 
precautions are necessary to halt 
their spread. Dishes, toys, towels, or 
anything that has been around the 
patient can carry the germs to other 
members of the houSeholeL and all 
such articles should be thoroughly 
disinfected before being handled by 
others susceptible to these diseases." 

The State Health Officer recom-
mended that a physician be called 
immediately whoa a child shows any 
beginning .ymptcns of chickenpox 
or measles, and that his advice he

That's what nan ly home seam- 
hesses as well as clothing manufac-

turers want to know. Buttenholes, 
especially on workclothcs, must take 
lots of stress and strain. 

Nena Roberson, assistant extension 
clothing specialist of Tens A. and M. 
College, say's that is borag,ry stitches 
show that tseveral things decide how 
long a buttonhole will last. The num-
ber of stitches per inch, the type of 
thread, the kind and quality of fab-
ric and the kind of stitch used all af-
fect the length of life of the button-
hole. 

Purl buttonholes, made with a 
machine like that used in commer-
cial clothing manufacture, and whip 
buttonholes, made with a home-type 
sewing machine, were compared.;One 
of the first things the tests showed 
was that the number of stitches per 
inch ib3 important in making button-
holes that resist friction, says Miss 
Roberson. 

Increasing the number of stitches 
per inch—up to a certain point—
made the buttonholes last still long-
er. For instance, whip buttonholes,  
lasted considerably longer when the 
stitch number was raised from 17 to 
37 per inch. But when more stitches 
were added,

AUSTIN—Texas dairy 
turing in January 1949 rose 7 percent 
over January 1948 figures to 34,-
31,000 pounds, milk equivalent, the 
University of Texas Bureau of Bus-
iness Research reported. 

Creamery butter production gain-
ed 26 percent from January 1948, 
while the manufacture of ice cream 
and American (cheese dropped 20 
and 13 percent, respectively. 

Declines from the previous month 
in the manufacture of ice cream and 
other dairy products counterbalanc-
ed an 11-per-cent climb in cream-
ery butter and a 31-per-cent jump 
in American cheese output. The ov-
er-all decrease from December was 
2 percent. 

The Bureau's seasonally adjusted 
index of dairy manufactured pro-
ducts slipped 2 percent from De-
cember to 65 percent of the pre-
war (1935-39) base period.

COLLEGE STATION,—A wind-
break to protect the flowers and 
shrubs about the homeSteads is need-
ed it every county in the state. 

That's the advice from Sadie Hat-
field, extension landseape gardening 
specialist of Texas A. and M. College 
'who expliOns that the destructive 
mechanical action of the wind often 
mars the beauttily of shrubs by spoil-
ing their shapes and destroying the 

1  blooms. 
Besides this, tender plants . are 

hindered in growth or may he killed 
v the wind. Unless there's natural 
indbreak to protect the farm home-

, stead, planting one is the, logical 
first step in landscaping. -a horns. 
says Miss Hatfield. It will pay spec-
ial dividends by breaking the force 
of the wind and modifying the tem- 
•perature. 

There is a combinatien of trees and 
shrub's that are -well adapted for use 
in windbreaks. 'says Miss Hatfield. 
Among those 'which have been suc-
cessfully planted for this purpose 
are desert willoW: tamarir or salt 
cedar's, native pine, western willow 
pine, red cedar and Arizona cypress. 
The landscape gardening specialist 
points out that the plants native to 
the locality are good ones tcnuse for 
windbreaks. 

In areas free of root rot, the Chin-
ese elm is.a strong favorite becaiese 

its rapid growth. All plantings 
.should include several varieties cf 
trees, because it's not a good idea to 
depend an just one variety. 

Where root rot is found black wal-
nut, cedar elm, red 'cedar and Chin-
ose pistacia are . often grown for 
windbreaks because of their resis-
tance to this disease, says Miss Hat-
field.

COLLEGE STATION, — Texas 
sweet potato growers should exam-
ine around 25 potatoes from . each 
field lot for inieenal cork before bed- 
ding for slipa, A. 	Duidap, head of 
the Texas A. & M. College depart-
ment of plant physiology and patho-
logy, warns. 

When cut crosswise, a sweet pota-
to shows internal cork as black spots 
in the flesh. The spots vary :al size 
and several may be clustered toget-
her. Lengthwise cuts may show the 
disease as black streaks up to an inch 
or longer. (These corky islands re-
main hard and bitter after cooking. 

In the field, internal cork causes 
spotS on the leaves. Redish or pur-
plish discolorations form around the 
spots. As the leaves grow older these 
symptonts usually disappear. 

No infested potatoes should be 
bedded; the virus of the disease is 
probably spread in the field by in-
sects. Potatoes infected with internal 
cork may be used as stock feed. 

Internal cork first showed up in 
South Carolina in.1944 and within
