Postage Rates

Increased rates for all
classes of mail, except parcel
post and international mail, will
go into effect January 7, the
local postmasters reminded
postal customers today., New
rates are six cents for first
class mail and ten cents for air
mail,

New rates for post cards will
be five cents and for air mecil
post cards eight cents,

The added cent in the letter
rates is a twenty per cent in=
crease comparted to a 24 per
cent boost in the rates for mail-
ing newspapers and magazines,
and a 34 per cent hike for ad-
vertising circulars, ‘‘boxhold-
er” mail, and other material
in the third-class category,

The new rate of six cents
per ounce for first-class mail
applies up to 13 ounces and the
new rate of 10 cents per ounce
for air mail applies up to 7
ounces, Under the new rate
structure all first = class mail
over 13 ounces and all air mail
over 7 ounces willbe merged in-
to asingle category. These hea=
vier pieces offirstclass and air
mail subject to the single rate
schedule wil be delivered by the
fastest available means of
transportation,

A flat rate of 80 cents will
be charged for all mail in this
category up to one pound, For
all mail weighing more thanone
pound, the present air parcel

post rates will continue to ap-
ply, excep: that the postage on
matter weighing between one
and five pounds will change at
half-pound intervals rather than
one-pound intervals, The new
rate structure will mean a re-
duction of postage onsome par-
cels,

Another rate change that will
affect the general public is the
increase from four to six cents
for the first two ounces of ine
dividual pieces of third-class
mail, Unsealed greeting cards
may be sent at this rate, the
postmaster said, The new rate
on unsealed greeting cards will
not go into effect until January
7 and until then, they can be
mailed at the old rate of four
cents,

Also effective January7, spe-
cial handling will be available
on third-class parcels weigh=
ing between eight and sixteen
ounces, Special handling has
not been available onthese par-
cels since 1958, when packages
weighing betw=en eight and six=
teen ounces were transferred
from fourth to third-class mail,

There will be no changes in
the charges for spescial dzliv-
ery, special handling, register-
ed mail, certified mail, cashon
delivery or insurance of par-
cels,

The postmaster stated that

The rural accident summary
for this county during the first
11 months of 1967 shows a to=
tal of 112 accidents resultingin
five persons killed, 66 persons
injured, and an estimated prop-

Some people say they do not care
for venison. Complaint usually is
that they do not like the “gamey
taste.”

Most people blame the meat itself,
rather than the way it is handled
or prepared.

When fixed correctly, venison is
delicious, and most people find it
difficult to tell the difference be-
tween it and beefsteak.

Many factors are involved in pre-
paring venison that is delicious. In
a booklet titled “Wild Game Care
and Cooking,” put out by the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service of
Texas A&M University, it is pointed
out that “the success of cooked game
depends to a great extent on the

treatment the animal received when
killed.”

Deer should be dressed immedi-
ately after the kill. The longer the
shot-up innards remain inside the
cavity, the more tainted the meat
becomes.

Most people simply gut the deer,
wash it out thoroughly and hang
it in a convenient place until it can
be taken home or to a locker plant.

Authors of “Wild Game Care and
Cooking” recommend the following
things to improve the quality of
wild meat:

Cut away all tainted or mutilated
portions of meat. Do not wash the
carcass. To clean, wipe the carcass
with a clean cloth. Remove hair and
any debris that adheres to the meat.
Skin and quarter the carcass for
more rapid cooling, if possible. Oth-
erwise, hang the carcass outside at
night and wrap it in a large sack,
tarp or game bag in the shade or
indoors during the day. Protect the
meat from flies and moisture, Many
hunters prefer to leave the skin on

the carcass to protect the meat from

contamination until it is butchered.

When taking the deer carcass
home, do not expose the meat to
motor heat or exhaust fumes. Wrap
the meat loosely and transport it on
top of the car, the bed of a pick-up
truck or the car trunk.

As for cooking, the authors ex-
plain that young and tender game
is best cooked by dry heat such as
roasting, broiling, pan-broiling and
frying. Dry heat preserves flavor
and insures tenderness. Basting
with additional fat may be neces-
sary if the meat is lean.

Old and less tender game is best
when cooked by moist heat such as
braising, stewing and simmering.
Swiss steaks and pot roasts are
cooked by braising. Add a small
amount of liquid to the meat which
is cooked in a covered container.
Stews, fricasses and boiled game are
prepared by simmering (not at boil-
ing point) in hot liquid which par-
tially or completely covers the meat,
With moisture, the high tempera-
ture necessary to soften the con-
nective tissues can be obtained.

One recipe from the booklet
(which, incidentally, can be obtained
from your county agent) is for veni-
son swiss steak. To prepare this
dish, you'll need 14 pounds round
venison steak, three large onions,
one medium stalk celery, one cup
tomatoes, two tablespoons Wor-
cestershire sauce, and salt and pep-
per.

The steak should be about 115
inches thick. Dredge with flour and
season with salt and pepper; brown
in fat on both sides. Add the other
ingredients. Cover tightly and cook
at 350 degrees F. or over low heat
on top of range until tender (about
114 hours). Remove meat to platter
and make a gravy from drippings
in the pan. Serves four.

This is real-
ly fingernail-bitin’ stuff, “I don’t
make a practice of advising
readers to squander their hard-
earned dough,” says John Job-
son, Camping Editor of Sports
Afield Magazine. “But in this
case, I will venture that if you
can own two cars anyway (that
is, if you are what is known as
an actual or potential two-car
family), and if you genuinely
love the out-of-doors, you should
seriously consider making that
second car a four-wheel-drive.”

Four-by-fours are exceedingly
versatile. They are great for
shopping, herding dairy cattle,
hauling the kids to school or 101
other things. But where they
really shine and pay handsome
dividends is in doing precisely
what they are designed to do.
And that is to take you and
yours, in comfort, into lovely,
spectacular country where you
cannot go by any other prac- '
tical, convenient means.

Photograph Required
On Driver’s Licenses

AUSTIN -~ Col, Homer Gar-
rison Jr,, director of the Texas
Department of Public Safety re-
minded Texans today that a
color photograph becomes a
standard part of all drivers’
license issued after January 1,
1968,

‘*The change makes is neces=
sary for all drivers to renew
licenses in person at one of our
Department offices,’” Garrison
said, ‘‘and we have been work-
ing toward setting up a proced-
ure that will not cause exces-
sive delay when aperson comes
to us to renew a license,”

Garrison explained that the
change in license was incorp=
orated into law by the last leg-
islature,

‘*Renewal notices will be
mailed to each driver, just as
always,"” Garrison said, ‘‘How=-
ever, under the new procedure,
each driver must take the re-
newal notice to the nearestDPS
office, There he will be given
a standard vision test, sign the
renewal notice and step infront
of our camera, The picture will
be snapped and a receipt will
be issued to enable the person
to drive until he recelves his
new license in the mail,”

Garrison explained that about
250 full-time license offices
would be in operation over the
state to service license re-
newals, Issuance of new li-
censes will also be conducted
in many of these new offices

as well as at offices already
established,

There are currently over S5,-
800,000 licensed drivers in
Texas and about 2,500,000 li-
censes are renewed annually,
To facilitate the process all
licenses after January 1 will
be renewed to expire on the
birthdate of the licensee, K
